
TONIGHT’S GAME:
The IronPigs (4-6) play Game Three of a four-game series against the first-place Syracuse Chiefs (7-3) --
Washington’s top affiliate. With a 3-1 loss yesterday, the ’Pigs had their mini two-game winning streak snapped and
they are now 2-2 on what is now an eight-game, Northern Division homestand... Meanwhile, the Chiefs have gone
4-3 after their three walk-off wins against the ’Pigs to start the season... After these four games, LHV will have played
67% of its 2010 games-to-date against SYR (8 of 12)... First-pitch is scheduled for 7:05 p.m. for $1 Hot Dog Night.
MAY DAY! MAY DAY!: MAYBERRY NAMED I.L. BATTER OF WEEK:
Today, the International League named OF John Mayberry, Jr., Batter of the Week for April 12-18... Mayberry hit
.524-1-5 (11-21, 4 2B, 3B) in 6 G, leading the IL in AVG, OBP (.583) and R (8) during the week. The 26-year-old col-
lected hits in all six games, including going 5-7 with a 2B, 3B, 2 RBI and 3 R in LHV’s 2-game series at Pawtucket...
On Thursday, he hit his first HR of the season -- the 100th HR of his pro career... On Saturday, Mayberry tied single-
game franchise records with 3 2B and 4 R... The Kansas City, MO, native is now the third ’Pigs ever to win an IL
Batter of the Week award, joining Andy Tracy (a three-time winner since 2008) and Michael Taylor (August 10-16,
2009)... In all, Mayberry is riding an LHV season-high 8-G hit streak (13-30, .433-1-7, 4 2B, 3B, 10 R).
TONIGHT’S PITCHERS:
RHP Ryan Vogelsong -- making his 3rd start for LHV after not starting in the U.S. since 9/1/06 -- is a 6-3, 213-pound,
32-year-old signed by the Phillies as a minor league free agent 1/6/10 after three seasons in Japan. The native of
nearby Downingtown, PA, spent last season with the Orix Buffaloes (1-4, 4.54 in 30 G, 2 GS) after two seasons with
the Hanshin Tigers. Originally a 5th rounder by SF in 1998, Vogelsong made his ML debut 9/2/00 vs. CIN (2 ip, 0 r)
and was then a key part of the Jason Schmidt trade with Pittsburgh, 7/30/01. In parts of seven seasons, the “Tommy
John” survivor (9/20/01) has gone a combined 10-22, 5.86 in 120 G, 33 GS in the Majors... Vogelsong was an All-
America at nearby Kutztown University in 1998 and was inducted into the KU Hall of Fame, 10/21/05.

• RV’s last 5 starts in America (all in IL with IND): 3-1, 2.12 ERA (34 ip, 8 er, 5 bb, 21 k) from 8/10-9/1/06.
RHP J.D. Martin -- a member of the 40-Man Roster -- is a 6-4, 200-pound, 27-year-old signed by the Nationals as
a minor league FA, 11/24/08, after spending his first eight seasons the Indians system. Originally drafted by
Cleveland as a sandwich pick (35th overall; compensation for BOS signing Manny Ramirez) in 2001 out of
Burroughs (CA) H.S., the Ridgecrest, Calif., native started 2009 in Syracuse, finishing 8-3, 2.66 in 16 G, 15 GS.
Martin had his contract selected by Washington on 7/2, and went 5-4, 4.44 in 15 starts as a rookie for Washington
-- joining Shairon Martis (5-3) as the only Nats’ starter to post a better-than-.500 record. He capped his season by
winning 5 of final 7 decisions. The 2005 and 2008 Eastern League midseason All-Star has been riddled with injuries
in his career: he was shut down in 2003 (strained rt. elbow); underwent Tommy John surgery (Dr. Andrews) in July
2005; then made just 9 GS in 2007 before being shut down with elbow problems... His father, John, pitched for 2
MiLB seasons (1968-69) for NYY and CAL; brother, Kevin, pitched for 3 pro seasons in CLE’s system.

Thursday, RHPNate Bump (W, 7 ip, 6 h, r, 0 er, 2 bb, k) became the first Pig to record a “Quality Start” in ’10 -- while earn-
ing the 50th win of his MiLB career... In his IL career (7/7/09-pres.) -- the former Marlin is 8-1, 2.33 in 12 GS (81 ip, 21 er). 
WHO (ELSE) IS HOT:
OF Chris Duffy has hit in 9 of 10 G this season and leads LHV with 11 RBI... 3B Cody Ransom has hit in his last 5
G (7-19, .368-2-7)... 1B Neil Sellers has hit in his last 3 starts (5-14, .357-0-4, 2B) -- which featured a career-high tying
4 RBI on 4/13 @ PAW... C Paul Hoover has reached safely in all 7 of his G (8-27, .296-0-3, BB, HBP)... RHP Brian
Gordon has made 4 appearances this season -- all 2.0-IP stints -- and has only allowed just one run (0-0, 1.13)...
TRANSACTIONS:
Sunday, LHP Jake Woods came off the ’Pigs roster as he was released by the Phillies and RHP Oscar Villarreal
was activated off the D.L. (elbow)... Villarreal, 28, did not play in 2009 after undergoing Tommy John surgery in
2008. He was 4.027 ML service time with Arizona (2003-05), Atlanta (2006-07) and Houston (2008)... In 3 G this
season, Woods was 0-0, 3.60 (5 ip, 2 er)... He was a valuable asset to LHV in 2009, going 5-2, 3.46 in 42 G, 6 GS.
SLOW STARTER:
Clean-up hitting 1B Andy Tracy is batting just .231-1-3 (9-39) in 10 G... But don’t panic! Tracy started 2009 batting
.200-2-7 (8-40) in 12 G and started 2008 hitting .143-1-1 (4-28) in 9 G.
SLOW STARTERS:
At 4-6, LHV is just 16-41 (.281) lifetime in the month of April... LHV started 0-11 in 2008 -- the worst start in recorded IL his-
tory -- and 0-4 in ’09... Looking back further, the Phils’ top affiliate started 0-3 in’07 (Ottawa); 0-2 in ’06 (SWB).
• LHV is also 0-3 on Opening Day in its brief history & the Phils’ Triple-A affiliate hasn’t won an Opener in the last 11 years.
PHILLIES PHARM SYSTEM RANKED 18th:
Baseball America ranks the Phillies as having the 18th best system: down from 12th in 2009 (22 in ’08; 21 in ’07; 22 in ’06)...
The ’Pigs Opening Day Roster features just two players that were ranked in the Top 30: (15) RHPScott Mathieson and (21)
LHP Joe Savery... The Top 2 both will start in Double-AReading: (1) OF Domonic Brown and (2) LHP Phillipe Aumont.
HUPPERT CLIMBING CHARTS:
With Lehigh Valley’s 5-1 win 5/31/09, ’Pigs skipper Dave Huppert earned his 1,500th career MiLB win since start-
ing his managerial career in 1986. With a record of 1,551-1,376, ‘Hupp’ enters the season ranked 3rd among all
active managers in wins behind (1) Round Rock’s Marc Bombard
[entered season 1,706-1,541] and (2) Orem’s Tom Kotchman [entered
1,584-1,327]. Unofficially, the record for Minor League wins is held by Stan
Wasiak 2,530 from 1950-1986; 1,824 needed to crack Top 20.  
2010 TRIPLE-A SPRING TRAINING RECAP:
Perhaps a harbinger, the Phillies Triple-A Spring Training Squad finished
above .500 at 9-7 (including Tuesday’s exhibition) -- winning 9 of its last 12
after starting 0-4. Unofficially, the team batted .266 with a staff ERA of
4.65.
