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TODAY’S GAME:

The IronPigs’ 2010 season will get underway at 2 pm today with Opening Day against the Syracuse Chiefs. This
will be Game One of a four-game series at Alliance Bank Stadium and of a six-game roadtrip that will later feature
two games in Pawtucket. Lehigh Valley finished last season in third place in the North Division at 71-73 -- a 16-
game turn-around from its inaugural season. The Chiefs -- the Nationals’ top affiliate -- finished last season ranked
second in the North at 76-68. First-pitch for all four games in Syracuse is schedule for 2 pm.

IRONPIGS IN OPENERS:

LHV is 0-2 on Opening Day in its brief history (the Phils’ Triple-A affiliate hasn’t won an Opener in the last 5 years):
4/3/08 @ Scranton/WB L,4-0  LHP Keilgawa had no-hitter thru 6 in 1-hit shutout; Lane HR in 2nd proved enough
4/9/09 vs. Scranton/WB L, 11-3  2-R Ozuna 1B in 4th put 'Pigs up 3-2; but SWB then outscored LHV 9-0 (all off pen)

TAKE 1lI?:

The IronPigs will look for a much better start in Year 3 of their history... LHV started 0-11 in 2008 -- the worst start
in recorded IL history -- and 0-4 in 2009 (their first win of ‘09 was their first game versus Syracuse). LHV is just 12-
35 in the month of April... Looking back further, the Phils’ top affiliate started 0-3 in’07 (Ottawa); 0-2 in 06 (SWB).

FORTUNE .5007:

With a win in the season-opener on Thursday at Syracuse, the 'Pigs will get above .500 for the first time in team his-
tory (289 games)... and for the first time by a Phils’ Triple-A affiliate since Ottawa was 22-21 on 5/24/07 -- a span of
339 games... The 'Pigs have only been at .500 for two days in franchise history (38-38 on 6/28/09; 47-47 on 7/19/09.

TODAY’S PITCHERS:
LHP Brian Mazone -- a making his 2nd career OD start (Ottawa '07) - is a 6-4, 200-pound, 33-year-old re-acquired
by the Phillies in a trade with the Dodgers for cash considerations, 6/30/09 (LA signed him as a FA last winter). After
going just 0-1, 8.44 in 13 G, 0 GS with Triple-A Albuquerque, the Californian finished 2-6, 3.50 in 11 G, 11 GS with
the 'Pigs - then was effective for Obregon in the Mexican Winter League (3-0, 2.39in 5 G, 5 GS)... Mazone spent
all 2008 with LHV, going 9-12, 4.10 in 28 GS and being selected as an IL midseason All-Star -- it was his first MiLB
All-Star selection and he tossed a 3-up, 3-down 4th inning (7 pitches, 1 K)... In his IL career, Mazone is currently
27-23,3.17 ERAin 65 G, 65 GS (380.2 ip, 134 er). As a pro, he has gone 83-62 (.572). He got called up by PHI to
make his ML debut 9/5/06 vs. HOU, but game was postponed... and he hasn't been back.
* BM finished strong in ‘09, going 1-2 but w/ a 1.48 ERA in his final 4 starts (24.1ip, 25 h, 41, 4 er, 2 bb, 14 k).
* BMvs. SYR in 2009: 0-3, 3.48 ERAin 3 G, 3 GS (10.1ip, 13 h, 61, 4 er, bb, 6 k).

RHP J.D. Martin -- a member of the 40-Man Roster -- is a 6-4, 200-pound, 27-year-old signed by the Nationals as
a minor league FA, 11/24/08, after spending his first eight seasons the Indians system. Originally drafted by
Cleveland as a sandwich pick (35th overall; compensation for BOS signing Manny Ramirez) in 2001 out of
Burroughs (CA) H.S., the Ridgecrest, Calif., native started 2009 in Syracuse, finishing 8-3, 2.66 in 16 G, 15 GS.
Martin had his contract selected by Washington on 7/2, and went 5-4, 4.44 in 15 starts as a rookie for Washington
-- joining Shairon Martis (5-3) as the only Nats’ starter to post a better-than-.500 record. He capped his season by
winning 5 of final 7 decisions. The 2005 and 2008 Eastern League midseason All-Star has been riddled with injuries
in his career: he was shut down in 2003 (strained rt. elbow); underwent Tommy John surgery (Dr. Andrews) in July
2005; then made just 9 GS in 2007 before being shut down with elbow problems... His father, John, pitched for 2
MiLB seasons (1968-69) for NYY and CAL; brother, Kevin, pitched for 3 pro seasons in CLE’s system.

DIFFERENCE A YEAR MAKES:

On August 8, LHV improved to 56-57 -- passing its win total from the inaugural season (55-89) with 31 games still
to play... The 'Pigs finished 71-73, a 16.0-game improvement from 2008. In ending the season 11.5 GB, they fin-
ished 21.5 games closer to first place then they did a season ago.

2009 SEASON RECAP:

The 'Pigs showed vast improvement in their second season - finishing just
two games under .500 at 71-73 while placing third in the International
League’s North Division. A season removed from an IL-worst 55-89 cam-
paign, the IronPigs remained in postseason contention until the season’s
final month in 2009. They also finished with a 3.80 team ERA - the fifth
best among the IL's 14 teams.
