
TONIGHT’S GAME:
The fourth-place IronPigs (9-12) begin an eight-game, nine-day West Division home stand with Game One of a four-
game series against the third-place Indianapolis Indians (11-11) -- Pittsburgh’s top affiliate. With a 10-3 loss last
night at Rochester (9-13), the ’Pigs split the four-game series and finished 3-4 on the seven-game, Northern Division
road trip... Meanwhile, the Indians snapped their six-game winning streak last night -- losing 7-6 at Pawtucket -- but
are still 5-1 on their current roadtrip (swept two at Louisville; took three-of-four at Pawtucket).

• First-pitch tonight at Coca-Cola Park is at 6:35 p.m. for Fireworks Night, as presented by Coors Light.
GO WEST, YOUNG MEN!:
After starting with 21 G vs. the North, LHV plays the next 8 vs. West Division teams; and 20 straight out-of-division.
HE WHO LAUGHS FIRST LAUGHS LAST?:
LHV has now jumped on the board first in 16 of their first 21 G (76.2%) -- the most in the IL... IND has done it 15 x
(10-5)... Durham -- best team in IL (16-7) -- has scored first 14 times... The ’Pigs have gone 9-7 (.563) in those
games -- but the I.L. average is .705 (110-46)... However, the ’Pigs have blown leads in 9 of their 12 losses (75.0%).

RHP Ryan Vogelsong -- who last pitched in the U.S. with Indianapolis in ’06 (4-5, 2.66 in 11 G, 10 GS) -- is a 6-3,
213-pound, 32-year-old signed by the Phillies as a minor league free agent 1/6/10 after three seasons in Japan. The
native of nearby Downingtown, PA, spent last season with the Orix Buffaloes (1-4, 4.54 in 30 G, 2 GS) after two sea-
sons with the Hanshin Tigers. Originally a 5th rounder by SF in 1998, Vogelsong made his ML debut 9/2/00 vs. CIN
(2 ip, 0 r) and was then a key part of the Jason Schmidt trade with Pittsburgh, 7/30/01. In parts of seven seasons,
the “Tommy John” survivor (9/20/01) has gone a combined 10-22, 5.86 in 120 G, 33 GS in the Majors... Vogelsong
was an All-America at nearby Kutztown University in 1998 and was inducted into the KU Hall of Fame, 10/21/05.

• RV is looking for his first professional win in the U.S. since 9/1/06 vs. Louisville (with Indianapolis).
LHP Donny Veal -- a member of the Pirates’ 40-Man Roster -- is a 202-pound, 25-year-old selected by Pittsburgh in the
Major League portion of the 2008 Rule 5 Draft from the Chicago Cubs. The Jackson, Miss., native was originally the
Cubs’ 2nd-rounder in 2005 out of Pima (AZ) CC -- where he had transferred after starting at University of Arizona... Veal
spent most of the season with the Pirates -- going 1-0, 7.16 in 19 G -- but also made rehab appearances in Double-A
Altoona (0-0, 1.35 in 7 G, 5 GS) and Indianapolis (0-1, 3.95 in 16 G, 6 GS)... Following the season, named to the AFL
All-Prospect team after going 3-1, 2.14 in 7 G, 7 GS with Scottsdale... In 2008, Veal was named to the Southern League
mid-season All-Star team in a year he finished 5-10, 4.52 in 29 GS with the Double-ATennessee Smokies...  Was named
the Cubs' Co-Minor League Player of the Year in 2006... Cousin of former Phoenix Suns guard Kevin Johnson.

NATE THE GREAT!:
Tuesday, RHP Nate Bump (W, 5 ip, 3 h, 2 r, 2 er, 2 bb, k) became the first ’Pig with 3 wins this season -- and could
be a perfect 4-0 had the pen not blown a lead in his first start, 4/10 @ SYR... On 4/15 vs. ROC, the Towanda, Pa.,
native earned the 50th win of his MiLB career (1-0)... During his last 3 GS, he had a 10.1 scoreless IP and went
17.1 IP without allowing an ER.

• In his IL career (7/7/09-present) -- the former Marlin is now an impressive 10-1, 2.23 in 14 GS (93 ip, 23 er).
SAVERY WHOODINI:
LHP Joe Savery has been very effective his entire career in stranding baserunners... In his career, opponents have
hit .237 (85-359) with runners in scoring position and just .224 (38-170) with RISP and two out... Bearing down
despite the fact he has a career WHIP of 1.53, career .274 OBA and career .297 OBA with the bases empty.
.500 ALLERGY:
The ’Pigs have only been at .500 for just two times in LHV history... and they still have never been above .500 in 309
games... In fact, the Phillies Triple-A affiliate has not been above .500 since Ottawa was 22-21 on 5/24/07 -- a span
of 409 games (2 years, 11 months, 7 days)... Since that point, the teams have combined to go 168-241.
