Bats (17-23) -- Cincinnati’s top affiliate. With a 4-2 loss last night, the 'Pigs have dropped two straight after their first
official two-game winning streak and have fallen to 4-10 in their last 14 affairs. They've started 0-2 on this eight-game
home stand... Louisville has won three consecutive games and gone 9-4 in its last 13 contests after starting 8-19...
« First-pitch is at 10:35 a.m. for Education Day #2, as presented by Lehigh Valley Health Network.
* Oy Vey!: The 'Pigs are now a season-high 9.0 GB in the North and back to a season-high 9 games below .500.
* Morning Pigs?: LHV'’s now gone 4-4 all-time in games starting prior to noon -- and have won such 3 in a row!

TRANSACTIONS:

Today, RHP John Ennis -- who was originally on the D.L. on the Pigs 2010 Opening Day Roster -- will rejoin the
team from Reading (AA), where he was 0-0, 1.35in 4 G (6.2ip, 4 h, r, er, 2 bb 8 k). One of just two members of all
three LHV Opening Day Rosters (Tracy), Ennis was shut down after just one game in 2009 and underwent Tommy
John Surgery... To make room, RHP Ty Taubenheim was sent back to Reading after making his IronPigs debut last
night (3 ip, h, r, bb, 3 k)... Yesterday, 1B Andy Tracy was placed on the DL (rt. shoulder strain) retro to 5/17...

SILENCING OF THE BATS?:
+ Last night, the Pigs snapped a franchise-long, 24.0-inning scoreless draught on Sardinha’s 9th-inning, 2-R single.
Even after Monday’s game in which LHV scored 8 runs (highest total in 15 G) on 16 hits (2nd highest total of 10), LHV
has struggled for offense since leaving for the past trip -- scoring just 25 R in the last 10 G. In the last 10 G, LHV has:
* Averaged just 2.5 R/G; they averaged 4.9 R/G in the first 29 G prior.
+ Batted just .204 (74-362) -- dropping from .268 (6th) as a team to .253 (a season-low11th).
+ Batted just 12-73 (.164) with RISP*; -- dropping from .291 to .265 overall
* Batting .312 w/ RISP as a team through 5/2 (23 G), the Pigs are just 25-133 (.188) in the last 16 G -- dropping to .265.

JUST 15-24... BUT...:

Through 39 games, LHV is tied for its best start in franchise history (15-24 in '09; 8-31 in '08)... A win tonight would:
* Keep the IronPigs tied for their best start in team history through 40 G (16-24 in 2009)...

+ Avoid dropping to a new low-water mark of 10-G below .500 - and potentially a season-high 10.0 GB in the North (pending SWB)

TODAY’S PITCHERS:
RHP Drew Carpenter -- a member of the Phillies’ 40-Man Roster who just turned 25 on Tuesday - is a 6-3, 225-pounder
by Philadelphia in the 2nd round of 2006 out of Long Beach State. The Vacaville, CA, native spent the bulk of 2009 with
LHV, becoming the team'’s first 11-game winner in going 11-6, 3.35in 25 G, 24 GS. Named to the 2009 I.L. All-Star team,
we was the winning pitcher in the Triple-A All-Star game -- striking out the ‘heart of the lineup’ on just nine pitchers... He
was recalled by Philly three times -- earning his first ML win in a rain-shortened game 5/16 @ WAS (4.1 ip, 8 h, 5er, 3
bb, 4 k; Rule 10.17-b-2). In all, Carpenter went 1-0, 11.12in 3 G, 1 GS with PHI... Made his ML debut with PHI 8/27/08
vs. NYM (1.0 ip, 0 r)... Had a stellar 2007 season in Clearwater -- where he led the Florida State League in wins (17)
and shutouts (2) while being selected to play in the 2007 FSL All-Star Game... Among the highlights in his four-year MiLB
career was a 7-inning perfect game 8/27/07 vs. Fort Myers (7 ip, 7 k) and a 2007 FSL Championship.
+ DC made the Phillies Opening Day Roster (Blanton DLd)... Optioned when Nelson Figueroa claimed off waivers
* Last 4 G: 2-2, 2.55.240 OBA (24.2 ip, 23-96, 81, 7 er, 16 k); First 3 G: 1-2, 7.15, .298 OBA (11.1ip, 9 er, 3 k)

RHP Chad Reineke -- making his 2nd start of the season -- is a 6-6, 230-pound, 28-year-old signed by the Reds
as a minor league FA, 12/18/09... The Defiance, OH, native was originally drafted by Houston in the 13th round of
2004 draft out of Miami (OH) University... He’s been since traded to San Diego for Randy Wolf, 7/22/08; then trad-
ed to Oakland for OF J. D. Pruitt prior to the start of 2009... Spent the majority of 2009 with Triple-A Sacremento,
going 9-4, 4.75in 30 G, 22 GS... Appeared in one game with Oakland, 8/5 vs. TEX (n/d, 5 ip, 7 h, 4 er, 0 bb, k) in
a 7-5 A's win... Won his ML debut with SD on 8/16/08 vs. Philadelphia (5 ip, 3 r) and went 1-2, RBI.

* CR hasn't allowed a R in his last 4 G (1-0, 6.2 ip, 4 h, 3 bb, 4 k)... Lone GS: 4/18 vs. COL (4 ip, 6 h, 3er, 2 bb, 2 k)
