
TONIGHT’S GAME:
The fifth-place IronPigs (16-24) play the finale of a four-game series against the West’s fourth-place Louisville Bats
(17-24) -- Cincinnati’s top affiliate. With an 8-4 yesterday morning, the ’Pigs snapped a two-game skid and improved
1-2 on this eight-game home stand. Still, the Pigs are just 5-10 in their last 15 affairs... Louisville snapped its three-
game winning streak; but the Bats remain 9-5 in their last 14 contests after starting 8-19... First-pitch is at 7:05 p.m.

• Morning Pigs!: LHV’s now gone 5-4 all-time in games starting prior to noon -- and have won such 4 in a row!
• Two Be, Or...: LHV will attempt to win two in a row for just the 2nd official time in 2010 (5/16-5/17 @ GWN).

LOCAL ’KID RETURNS HOME!:
Northampton H.S. graduate and current Phillies C Brian Schneider -- who’s been sidelined since 5/9 with a strained
left Achilles -- will begin a 3-game Major League rehab assignment with the Pigs tonight at Coca-Cola Park.
Schneider had seen action in 7 G with the Phillies prior to the injury, batting .167-0-0 (3-18, 3 R, 2 BB)... He suf-
fered the injury on 5/8 vs. Atlanta was placed on the 15-day DLon 5/9... The 33-year-old was signed to a two-year
contract by the Phillies this off-season, after going .218-3-18 in 59 G with NYM in ’09. Since making his ML debut
in 2000, Schneider has thrown out 185 base runners -- the most for any NL catcher... Originally selected by Montreal
in the5th round of 1995, the former Konrete Kid has spent his entire career in the NL East.  In 933 career MLB
games with Montreal/Washington (2000-07), New York-NL (2008-09) and Philadelphia (2010), he’s at .250-59-356.

• Give the Pigs a split of this 4-G series vs. LOU (after last splitting @ GWN)... LHV has not yet won a series on ’10. 
TONIGHT’S PITCHERS:
LHP Brian Mazone -- who is one win behind Drew Carpenter (15) for the most career wins in LHV history (14) -- is
a 6-4, 200-pound, 33-year-old re-acquired by the Phillies in a trade with the Dodgers for cash considerations, 6/30/09
(LA signed him as a FA last winter). After starting 2009 just 0-1, 8.44 in 13 G, 0 GS with Triple-A Albuquerque, the
Californian finished 2-6, 3.50 in 11 G, 11 GS with the ’Pigs -- then was effective for Obregon in the Mexican Winter
League (3-0, 2.39 in 5 G, 5 GS)... Mazone spent all 2008 with LHV, going 9-12, 4.10 in 28 GS and being selected as
an IL midseason All-Star -- it was his first MiLB All-Star selection and he tossed a 3-up, 3-down 4th inning (7 pitches,
1 K)... In 2006, he led the IL in ERA (2.06) while going 13-3 in 20 GS with SWB... In his IL career, Mazone is currently
30-25, 3.30 ERA in 71 G, 71 GS (411.2 ip, 151 er). As a pro, he has gone 86-64 (.573)... He got called up by PHI to
make his ML debut 9/5/06 vs. HOU, but game was postponed; and he hasn’t been back... Originally signed as a non-
drafted FA with ATL on 6/13/98 after graduating from the University of San Diego... Played the bulk of ’07 in Korea...

• Has a current 9.2 scoreless IP streak (1+ G, 1-0, 6 h, 3 bb, 5 k)... Last 2 G: 1-1, 1.50 (12/2); Prev. 2: 0-2, 9.90 (10/11)
LHP Matt Maloney -- a member of the Reds’ 40-Man Roster since 11/20/08 -- is a 6-4, 220-pound, 26-year-old from
Columbus, OH, who was originally drafted by the Phillies in the 3rd round of 2005 out of University of Mississippi. He
was then traded at the deadline to Cincinnati for RHP Kyle Lohse, 7/30/07... Maloney spent the majority of 2009 with
Louisville, going 9-9, 3.08 in 22 GS and 3 CG... He won his ML debut 6/6/09 vs. CHI-N (6 ip, 6 h, 2 r, 2 er, bb, 4 k) and
finished 2-4, 4.93 in 7 GS and 3 stints (6/6-6/18; 8/29; 9/8-on)... Maloney entered ’09 ranked by Baseball America as the
No. 18 Prospect in the Reds system... In 2007, he was an Eastern League All-Star (midseason and postseason) while
with Reading (9-7, 3.94 in 21 GS). After the trade he appeared with both Double-A Chattanooga (2-2, 2.57 in 4 GS) and
LOU (2-1, 3.18 in 3 GS)... Was the 2006 South Atlantic League Pitcher of Year with Lakewood (16-9, 2.03 in 27 GS).

• After starting 3-0, 2.16 in 3 GS; MM is 0-1, 3.18 in his last 4... Hasn’t won since 4/21 despite 9.0 scoerles last  2 G.

LHV’s now 7-12 in May... After starting 9-12, LHV is just 21-47 (.309) lifetime in April... LHV has gone 33-45 (.423) in May.
“TWO BE, OR NOT TWO BE”:
It took the Pigs 37 G to officially win consecutive games (5/16-5/17 @ GWN)... The ’Pigs had only won back-to-back
games one prior occasion this season, April 15-17... But technically -- due to a suspended game on Aril 16... Even
in 2008, a year they started 2-20, they won 2 consecutive 4/14-15 (Games 12 & 13)... LHV did it 5x in 25 G in ’09.

into 2010... He had a 2010 LHV-high* 11-G hitting streak 5/1-5/13 snapped on a PH appearance (* T-7th all-time)...
DO THE MATH!:
RHP Scott Mathieson -- now 6-for-6 in save opportunities -- has allowed just 1 R in his last 11 G (13.0 ip, 9 h, 2,
BB, 18 k)...

The ’Pigs have only been at .500 for just two times in LHV history... and they still have never been above .500 in 328
games... In fact, the Phillies Triple-A affiliate has not been above .500 since Ottawa was 22-21 on 5/24/07 -- a span
of 428 games (2 years, 11 months, 28 days)... Since that point, the teams have combined to go 174-253.
