TONIGHT’S GAME:

The fifth-place IronPigs (16-25) play Game One of a four-game series against the North's third-place Buffalo Bisons
(25-17) -- the Mets’ top affiliate. With a 5-2 loss last night, the 'Pigs dropped a four-game series to Louisville, 3-1,
and have fallen to 1-3 on this eight-game home stand. The Pigs are just 5-11 in their last 16 affairs... The Bats came
into the series with the IL’s worst record but have won 10 of their last 15... Buffalo won three in a row to take a home
series from Charlotte, 3-1. The surging Bisons have also gone 8-2 in their past 10 games after losing five of six....
At this point last season, the struggling Bisons were 13-29 (a 12-G swing)!... First-pitch is at 6:35 p.m.

TONIGHT’S PITCHERS:
RHP Brandon Duckworth -- a 2001 International League MVP making his 3rd start in 2010 -- is a 6-2, 215-pound 34-
year-old signed by the Phillies as a minor league FA, 1/13/10. The former Philadelphia Phillie spent all of 2009 in the KC
system with Triple-A Omaha -- going 3-6, 5.31 in 20 G, 19 GS... Originally signed by the Phillies as a non-drafter free
agent in 1997, Duckworth ascended rapidly in the system and made it up to the Majors in his fourth season. The Salt
Lake City native won his ML debut 8/7/01 vs. SD (6 ip, 3 er) and finished his rookie campaign at 3-2, 3.52 in 11 GS. He
started 2001 in SWB, going 13-2, 2.63 in 22 G, 20 GS -- leading the IL in ERA and tied for the league lead in wins --
which led to his being named MVP as well as IL Rookie of the Year... After parts of three seasons in Philadelphia,
Duckworth was traded to Houston as part of the Billy Wagner trade, 11/3/03... In 5.025 ML Service Time, he’s gone 23-
34,5.28 and a SV in 134 G, 84 GS with PHI (2001-03), HOU (2004-05) and KC (2006-08)... Career 83-58, 3.88 in MiLB.
* As a Starter (4/22; 5/17): 1-0, 1.80 (10 ip, 8 h, 2 er, 3 bb, 13 k); As a Reliever (5 G): 0-0, 2 H, 2.00 (9/2, 12 k).

RHP Dillon Gee, 24, is a 6-1, 200-pound righty drafted by New York in the 21st round of 2007 out of University of
Texas-Arlington (six former Mavericks have made it to MLB). The native of Cleburne, TX, was invited to ML Spring
Training in 2009 -- but suffered a partially torn labrum in his throwing shoulder that limited him to just 9 GS with
Buffalo last season, going 1-3, 4.10 ERA... Gee spent the bulk of 2008 -- just his 2nd pro season -- with Advanced-
A St. Lucie, going 8-6, 3.25 in 21 GS before being promoted to Double-A Binghamton on 8/8/08 (2-0, 1.33 in 4 GS).
Gee played in the 2008 Florida State League All-Star game -- tossed a scoreless inning of relief -- and pitched well
in the Puerto Rican Winter League, going 4-0 with the league’s 2nd best ERA (2.22) and 3rd most K (43).
