
TODAY’S GAME:
The fifth-place IronPigs (16-26) play Game Two of a four-game series against the North’s third-place Buffalo Bisons
(26-17) -- the Mets’ top affiliate. With a 4-1 loss last night, the ’Pigs have lost two straight games and have fallen to
1-4 on this eight-game home stand. The Pigs are just 5-12 in their last 17 affairs... Buffalo has on four in a row, pre-
viously taking a home series from Charlotte, 3-1. The surging Bisons have also gone 9-2 in their past 11 games
after losing five of six.... At this point last season, the struggling Bisons were 13-30 (a 13-G swing)!...

• First-pitch is at 1:35 p.m. for Youth Cap Giveaway Day, as presented by Capital BlueCross.
• Oy Vey!: The ’Pigs are now a season-high 10.5 GB in the North and a season-high 10 games below .500.

BANGED UP:
Already with 1B Andy Tracy on the D.L. until at least 5/24, OF Dewayne Wise (groin) missed his third straight game
last night... And just as INF Wilson Valdez was added back to the roster, SS Jimmy Rollins when back on
Philadelphia’s DL yesterday -- and Valdez was promptly gone again (contract purchased)... Buffalo, too, has had a series
of injuries; but the ’Pigs career hits and AVG leader -- Mike Cervenak -- returns off the DL (plantar fasciitis) today. 
DEFENSE?:
After going 58.0 consecutive innings w/o an E (5/10-5/17), LHV has committed 7 E in the last 6 G -- leading to 8 u/e R. 

• The defense did, however, turn a season-high 3 DPs yesterday -- one shy of the career record of 4 (done 4x).
JUST 16-26... BUT...:
Through 42 games, LHV is tied for its best start in franchise history (16-26 in ’09; 11-31 in ’08)... Awin tonight would: 
• Keep the IronPigs their best start in team history through 42 G...
• Avoid setting a new low-water mark of 11-G below .500 -- and potentially falling a season-high 11.5 GB in the North
TODAY’S PITCHERS:
RHP Nate Bump -- the highest player ever drafted out of Penn State -- is a 6-2, 180-pound, 33-year-old signed by
the Phillies as a minor league FA, 12/11/09. The Towanda, Pa., native was originally drafted by San Francisco in the
first round (25th overall) in 1998 out of PSU -- where he left as the Nittany Lions’ all-time career leader in wins, strike-
outs, starts and innings... Bump started 2009 with independent Camden (8-2, 2.49 in 12 GS) before signing with
Detroit 7/7/09 and finishing with Toledo (7-1, 2.38 in 10 GS). In all, he was a combined 15-3, 2.44 in 22 GS... After
being traded to Florida as part of the Livan Hernandez trade 7/24/99, Bump made his ML debut 6/28/03 at BOS (2.1
ip, 0 er) and has gone 6-7, 4.68 and 1 SV in 113 G, 2 GS over parts of three seasons with the Marlins (2003-05)...
He entered ’10 49-48, 3.69 in 147 G, 132 GS in MiLB -- and is currently 11-2, 2.34 in 18 GS (119 ip, 31 er) in the IL.

• In 2009-10, NB is 0-1, 6.00 in 3 GS vs. SYR (18 ip, 12 er) & an unreal 11-1, 1.69 (101/19) in 15 GS vs. rest IL
RHP Tobi Stoner -- a member of the Mets’ 40-Man Roster -- is a 6-2, 215-pound 25-year-old drafted by the New
York Mets in the 16th round of 2006 out of Davis and Elkins (WV) College. Born in Landstuhl, Germany, Stoner start-
ed 2009 in Double-A Binghamton (2-2, 2.68 in 7 GS) and eventually made it up to the Majors. On 6/19 he was pro-
moted to Buffalo, where he finished 7-7, 3.96 in 16 GS before the Mets purchased his contract on 9/8... His ML
debut came 9/10 vs. FLA (1 ip, 0 r) and finished 0-0, 4.00 in 4 G (9 ip) in his first “cup of coffee”... Following the sea-
son, he pitched in the Mexican Winter League with Leones del Escogido, going 4-2, 3.10 in 9 GS.

• TS appeared in one game for the NYM this season, losing 5-3 in relief 4/18 vs. STL (L, 2.1 ip, 3 h, r, er, bb, 0 k).  
• After starting 0-4, 7.04 in his first 5 GS this season, Stoner is 2-0, 2.00 (18 ip, 4 er) in his last 3 GS.

SERIES INFORMATION:
BUF leads the season series, 1-0... LHV won the 2009 series, 10-6 -- with 12 of the 16 G decided by 1-3 R... The teams
split in ’08, 8-8  -- but that was when BUF was a Cleveland affiliate... Overall, LHV in 18-15 (.545) all-time vs. BUF.
SILENCING OF THE BATS?:
• LHV has been held to a season-low 3 hits on back-to-back nights (6-57, .105) -- lowest totals since 2 hits 8/26/09 @ ROC.
• LHV has struggled for offense since leaving for the past trip -- scoring just 36 R in the last 15 G. In these last 13 G:

• LHV has averaged just 2.4 R/G; they averaged 4.9 R/G in the first 29 G prior.
• LHV has batted just .196 (88-450) -- dropping from .268 (6th) as a team to .245 (a season-low11th).

PITCHING FITS!:
LHV’s staff is now ranked 2nd in the IL in ERA (3.58).. Ranked 8th in 5/2, the staff has a 3.00 (171 ip, 57 er) in the last 18 G.

LOCAL ’KID RETURNS HOME!:
Northampton H.S. graduate and current Phillies C Brian Schneider -- who’s been sidelined since 5/9 with a strained
left Achilles -- will begin a 3-game Major League rehab assignment with the Pigs tonight at Coca-Cola Park.
Schneider had seen action in 7 G with the Phillies prior to the injury, batting .167-0-0 (3-18, 3 R, 2 BB)... He suf-
fered the injury on 5/8 vs. Atlanta was placed on the 15-day DL on 5/9... The 33-year-old was signed to a two-year
contract by the Phillies this off-season, after going .218-3-18 in 59 G with NYM in ’09. Since making his ML debut
in 2000, Schneider has thrown out 185 base runners -- the most for any NL catcher... Originally selected by Montreal
in the5th round of 1995, the former Konrete Kid has spent his entire career in the NL East.  In 933 career MLB
games with Montreal/Washington (2000-07), New York-NL (2008-09) and Philadelphia (2010), he’s at .250-59-356.

LHV’s now 7-14 in May... After starting 9-12, LHV is just 21-47 (.309) lifetime in April... LHV has gone 33-47 (.413) in May.
“TWO BE, OR NOT TWO BE”:
LHV has only one two straight games once this season... It took the ’Pigs 37 G to officially win consecutive games
(5/16-5/17 @ GWN)... The ’Pigs had only won back-to-back games one prior occasion this season, April 15-17...
But technically -- due to a suspended game on Aril 16... Even in 2008, a year they started 2-20, they won 2 con-
secutive 4/14-15 (Games 12 & 13)... LHV did it 5x in 25 G in ’09.
THAT’S HOW WE DREW IT UP:
With Thursday’s win, RHP Drew Carpenter is 3-2, 2.84 ERA in his last 5 GS (31.2 ip, 11 r, 10 er) and in back as the
’Pigs all-time career wins leader (15), one ahead of Brian Mazone (14)... He started 1-2, 7.15 in his first 3 GS...
DO THE MATH!:
RHP Scott Mathieson -- now 6-for-6 in save opportunities -- has allowed just 1 R in his last 11 G (13.0 ip, 9 h, 2,
BB, 18 k)... On 5/16, he snapped his 8-G, 9.0-IP scoreless streak -- during which time he issued 0 BB... He started
this season with 7.0 scoreless innings in 4 G (1-0, SV, 0.00)... and has allowed just 2 R in his first 15 G (19.2 ip, 6-
6 in SV opps)... On 4/15 vs. ROC, the hard-throwing prospect earned the first LHV save of ’10 -- after the pen col-
lectively blew the first 4 opportunities... Mathieson also notched the first LHV win (4/11 @ SYR).

OF Rich Thompson has hit safely in 15 of his last 19 G (.333-0-3; 21-63, 2 3B, 4 SB, 6 R). After starting the sea-
son in a reserve role, he’s hit .326-0-9 (30-92) since being inserted into the starting lineup 9 G into 2010... C John
Suomi has hit safely in his last 3 GS (.357-1-4, R)...  3B Cody Ransom is tied for 3rd in the IL with 10 HR... OF
Dewayne Wise has hit safely in 13 of his last 17 GS (20-67, .299-2-3, 9 2B, 2 3B). He has 7 2B in his last 13 G and
leads LHV with 20 extra basehits (11 2B, 5 3B, 4 HR)... In his IL career (7/7/09-pres.) -- former Marlin Nate Bump is
now an impressive 11-2, 2.34 in 18 GS (119 ip, 31 er)... RHP Brandon Duckworth  is 1-0, 1.80 and averaging 10.8
SO/9. In addition, he’s allowed just 2 extra basehits in 2010 (88 AB)... LHP Mike Zagurski leads IL relievers in K/9
at 13.5 (28 K in 18.2 IP)...

• Catching Offense: LHV catchers Hoover/Sardinha/Suomi are a combined .260-5-24 (39-150, 5 2B) this season.
‘ONE’ IS THE LONELIEST...:
With the 2-1 loss Tuesday, LHV fell to 4-13 (.235) in one-run games --  a winning PCT which ranks 13th the IL (LOU,
.231)... LHV in T-1st in the IL w/ 17 one-run games; tied with SWB -- which is 13-4 in 17 one-run games!

• LHV has lost 26 games by a total of 57 R (13, 1-run G; 2, 2-run G; 6, 3-run G; 4, 4+)... LHV is just 4-13 in 1-R G
500 ALLERGY:
The ’Pigs have only been at .500 for just two times in LHV history... and they still have never been above .500 in 330
games... In fact, the Phillies Triple-A affiliate has not been above .500 since Ottawa was 22-21 on 5/24/07 -- a span
of 430 games (2 years, 11 months, 30 days)... Since that point, the teams have combined to go 174-254.
