
TODAY’S GAME:
The fourth-place IronPigs (10-12) play Game Two of a four-game series against the West’s third-place Indianapolis
Indians (11-12) -- Pittsburgh’s top affiliate. With a 10-6 win last night, the ’Pigs have started 1-0 on this eight-game,
nine-day West Division home stand... Meanwhile, the Indians have now dropped two in a row after their season-
high six-game winning streak -- but are still 5-2 on their current roadtrip [at Louisville (2-0); at Pawtucket 3-1)].

• First-pitch today is at 1:35 p.m. for Tie-Die Baseballs, presented by the National Multiple Sclerosis Society.
• Night Owls?: In franchise history, the ’Pigs are just 21-40 (.344) when playing during daylight hours...

GO WEST, YOUNG MEN!:
After starting the season with 21 G vs. the North -- going 9-12 -- LHV plays eight straight vs. West Division teams
(1-0); and 20 straight out-of-division games.
OUR TURN!:
Much has been made about LHV blowing leads in 9 of their 12 losses... Last night, the ’Pigs didn’t score first and
came-from-behind 2 R on 2 occasions... In doing so, LHV won its first game when its opponent scores first (1-5)
and its first win when trailing after 5 innings (1-8)... The 2-R deficit ties their largest comeback in 2010 (4/11 @ SYR).
HE WHO LAUGHS FIRST LAUGHS LAST?:
LHV has jumped on the board first in 16 of their first 22 G (72.7%) -- tied for the most in the IL with Indianapolis --
which has now done it 16 x (10-6)... Durham -- best team in IL (15-9) -- has scored first 14 times... The ’Pigs have
gone 9-7 (.563) in those games -- but the I.L. average is .700 (114-49)... However, the ’Pigs have blown leads in 9
of their 12 losses (75.0%).

• Start Me Up!: LHV has scored at least 1 R in the first inning in the last 5 G and in 6 of the last 7 contests.
TODAY’S PITCHERS:
RHP Nate Bump -- the highest player ever drafted out of Penn State -- is a 6-2, 180-pound, 33-year-old signed by
the Phillies as a minor league FA, 12/11/09. The Towanda, Pa., native was originally drafted by San Francisco in the
first round (25th overall) in 1998 out of PSU -- where he left as the Nittany Lions’ all-time career leader in wins, strike-
outs, starts and innings... Bump started 2009 with independent Camden (8-2, 2.49 in 12 GS) before signing with
Detroit 7/7/09 and finishing with Toledo (7-1, 2.38 in 10 GS). In all, he was a combined 15-3, 2.44 in 22 GS... After
being traded to Florida as part of the Livan Hernandez trade 7/24/99, Bump made his ML debut 6/28/03 at BOS (2.1
ip, 0 er) and has gone 6-7, 4.68 and 1 SV in 113 G, 2 GS over parts of three seasons with the Marlins (2003-05)...
Has a career record of 49-48, 3.69 in 147 G, 132 GS in MiLB -- and 10-1, 2.23 in 14 GS (93 ip, 23 er) in the IL.

Lauderdale native spent the entire 2009 season in Double-A Altoona, going 7-8, 4.76 (.304 OBA) in 27 G, 27 GS...
Spent the entire 2008 season with Advanced-A Lynchburg, going 9-10, 4.67 in 28 GS.

• Crotta started ’10 in Double-AAltoona, going 2-0, 1.78 in 4 G, 4 GS (25.1 ip, 14 h, 5 r, 5 er, 3 bb, 16 k, .156)

DO THE MATH!:
RHP Scott Mathieson started this season with 7.0 scoreless innings in 4 G (1-0, SV, 0.00)... and has allowed just 1 R
in his first 8 G (10.2 ip, 3-3 in SV opps)... On 4/15 vs. ROC, the hard-throwing prospect earned the first LHV save of ’10
-- after the pen collectively blew the first 4 opportunities... Mathieson also notched the first LHV win (4/11 @ SYR).
NATE THE GREAT!:
Tuesday, RHP Nate Bump (W, 5 ip, 3 h, 2 r, 2 er, 2 bb, k) became the first ’Pig with 3 wins this season -- and could
be a perfect 4-0 had the pen not blown a lead in his first start, 4/10 @ SYR... On 4/15 vs. ROC, the Towanda, Pa.,
native earned the 50th win of his MiLB career (1-0)... During his last 3 GS, he had a 10.1 scoreless IP and went
17.1 IP without allowing an ER.

• In his IL career (7/7/09-present) -- the former Marlin is now an impressive 10-1, 2.23 in 14 GS (93 ip, 23 er).
SAVERY WHOODINI:
LHP Joe Savery has been very effective his entire career in stranding baserunners... In his career, opponents have
hit .237 (85-359) with runners in scoring position and just .224 (38-170) with RISP and two out... Bearing down
despite the fact he has a career WHIP of 1.53, career .274 OBA and career .297 OBA with the bases empty.
.500 ALLERGY:
The ’Pigs have only been at .500 for just two times in LHV history... and they still have never been above .500 in 310
games... In fact, the Phillies Triple-A affiliate has not been above .500 since Ottawa was 22-21 on 5/24/07 -- a span
of 410 games (2 years, 11 months, 8 days)... Since that point, the teams have combined to go 169-241. 
BACON BITS:
• Catching some Offense: LHV catchers (Hoover, Sardinha) have combined to bat .302-3-16 (26-86, 3 2B) this season.
• Win One, Lose One: LHV has neither won nor lost 2 straight in the last 12 G -- the ’Pigs have alternated wins/losses.
• The 10 runs allowed Friday were the most allowed by LHV, and the 7-run loss was their worst lose of 2010.
• Blowin’ in the Wind: LHV has blown leads in 9 of their 12 losses -- including squandering a 1-0 lead in 5th on Fri.

• LHV is also 0-3 on Opening Day in its brief history & the Phils’ Triple-A affili-
ate hasn’t won an Opener in the last 11 years.
