
TONIGHT’S GAME:
Following their first off-day of 2010, the fourth-place IronPigs (11-14) play Game One of a four-game series against
the West’s first-place Columbus Clippers (17-10) -- Cleveland’s top affiliate. With a 3-1 win on Tuesday, the ’Pigs
snapped a two-game skid and improved to 2-2 on this eight-game, nine-day West Division home stand... Meanwhile,
the Indians defeated the Chiefs, 7-5, on Tuesday to take the home series against Syracuse, 3-1. They previously took
three-of-four from Charlotte -- going 6-2 in their last eight contests... They’ve played just nine of 27 G at home.

• First-pitch is at 7:05 p.m. for tonight’s game, which will feature an appearance by Jerry “The King” Lawler at CCP.
GO WEST, YOUNG MEN!:
After starting the season with 21 G vs. the North -- going 9-12 -- LHV is in the midst of eight straight vs. West
Division teams (2-2); and 20 straight out-of-division games... A year ago, the ’Pigs were 13-19 vs. the West.
TONIGHT’S PITCHERS:
LHP Brian Mazone -- who is one win behind Drew Carpenter (14) for the most career wins in LHV history (13) -- is
a 6-4, 200-pound, 33-year-old re-acquired by the Phillies in a trade with the Dodgers for cash considerations, 6/30/09
(LA signed him as a FA last winter). After starting 2009 just 0-1, 8.44 in 13 G, 0 GS with Triple-A Albuquerque, the
Californian finished 2-6, 3.50 in 11 G, 11 GS with the ’Pigs -- then was effective for Obregon in the Mexican Winter
League (3-0, 2.39 in 5 G, 5 GS)... Mazone spent all 2008 with LHV, going 9-12, 4.10 in 28 GS and being selected as
an IL midseason All-Star -- it was his first MiLB All-Star selection and he tossed a 3-up, 3-down 4th inning (7 pitches,
1 K)... In 2006, he led the IL in ERA (2.06) while going 13-3 in 20 GS with SWB... In his IL career, Mazone is currently
29-24, 3.25 ERA in 69 G, 69 GS (401.2 ip, 145 er). As a pro, he has gone 85-63 (.574)... He got called up by PHI to
make his ML debut 9/5/06 vs. HOU, but game was postponed; and he hasn’t been back... Originally signed as a non-
drafted FA with ATL on 6/13/98 after graduating from the University of San Diego... Played the bulk of ’07 in Korea...

• BM did not face COL in 2008; but vs. BUF in 2008: 1-2, 4.86 in 3 GS (16.2 ip, 16 h, 9 r, 9 er, 7 bb, 17 k, .246)
• BM has not issued a BB in his last 21.2 IP (3+ GS; 85 BF); Has allowed at least 1 HR in last 3 GS and in 4 of 5 

RHP Hector Rondon -- a member of Cleveland’s 40-Man Roster -- is a 6-3, 180-pound, 22-year-old righty signed
by the Indians as a non-drafted free agent on 8/3/04 out of Guatire, Venezuela. Rondon started 2009 in Double-A
Akron, going 7-5, 2.75 in 15 G, 13 GS (started 5-0, 1.23 in first 5 G) and was an Eastern League midseason All-
Star. He was promoted to Triple-A Columbus in July, going 4-5, 4.00 in 12 GS... Spent 2008 in Advanced-A Kinston,
going 11-6, 3.60 in 27 GS and finishing 4th in the Carolina League in wins, 2nd in K (145), 6th in IP (145.0) and 8th
in ERA... Tossed a scoreless inning in the 2008 Futures Game at Yankee Stadium... Rondon enters the season
ranked as the No. 7 Prospect in the CLE system by Baseball America... up from No. 13 prior to the start of 2009...

OF Chris Duffy is back in the lineup today after missing 4 G with concussion-like symptoms. He left last Friday’s game
making a tremendous leaping catch into the wall in the 3rd inning at Rochester... OF Dewayne Wise is back in the
lineup after not starting for 5 G due to a strained groin. He did pinch-hit in the past 2 G (0-2)... INF Cody Ransom
wound up playing RF the last 4 G -- for just the 4th-5th-6th-7th times in his 1,446-game pro career -- once in ’04 with
SF and twice in ’07 w/ Round Rock.
HE WHO LAUGHS FIRST LAUGHS LAST?:
IND scored first in all 4 G of the past series... Still, LHV has jumped on the board first in 16 of their first 25 G (64.0%)
-- tied for 2nd in the IL with Durham (Indianapolis has now done it 19 x)... The ’Pigs have gone 9-7 (.563) in those
games... However, the ’Pigs have blown leads in 9 of their 14 losses (64.3%).

3B Cody Ransom hit the game-winning 3-run HR for LHV on Tuesday -- all its offense in a 3-1 win -- and he was-
n’t even penciled into the original lineup! Ransom has hit safely in 11 of his last 12 G (14-48, .292-3-10, 4 2B)... 

•Cody Clutch: 8 of his 13 (61.5%) PA that have produced RBI have either either tied the game or put LHV ahead.
DO THE MATH!:
RHP Scott Mathieson -- now 4-for-4 in save opportunities -- started this season with 7.0 scoreless innings in 4 G
(1-0, SV, 0.00)... and has allowed just 1 R in his first 10 G (12.2 ip, 4-4 in SV opps)... On 4/15 vs. ROC, the hard-
throwing prospect earned the first LHV save of ’10 -- after the pen collectively blew the first 4 opportunities...
Mathieson also notched the first LHV win (4/11 @ SYR).
THAT’S HOW WE DREW IT UP:
RHP Drew Carpenter has won his last 2 GS (2-0, 0.82, 11 ip, 1 r, e er) and has reclaimed the top spot as the ’Pigs
all-time career wins leader with 14... He had started 1-2, 7.15 in his first 3 GS.
NATE THE GREAT!:
In his IL career (7/7/09-pres.) -- the former Marlin Nate Bump is now an impressive 10-2, 2.57 in 15 GS (98 ip, 28 er).
SAVERY WHOODINI:
LHP Joe Savery has been very effective his entire career in stranding baserunners... In his career, opponents have
hit .234 (86-368) with runners in scoring position and just .224 (39-174) with RISP and two out... Bearing down
despite the fact he has a career WHIP of 1.53, career .274 OBA and career .297 OBA with the bases empty.
TRACY A SLOW STARTER:
Just 1-16 in his last 4 G and 1-17 AB since his mammoth HR 4/30 in ROC, 1B Andy Tracy has dipped to .198 this sea-
son... The 36-year-old 2009 ILAll-Star started last season batting .200-2-7 (8-40) in 12 G; and started 2008 hitting .143-

.500 ALLERGY:
The ’Pigs have only been at .500 for just two times in LHV history... and they still have never been above .500 in 313
games... In fact, the Phillies Triple-A affiliate has not been above .500 since Ottawa was 22-21 on 5/24/07 -- a span
of 413 games (2 years, 11 months, 12 days)... Since that point, the teams have combined to go 169-243.

• Still No Shutouts: By scoring a run in the 9th on Monday, LHV avoided a
shutout. They have yet to be blanked this season through the first 24 G...
In 2008, they were blanked in G1 (4-0 @ SWB). In 2009, it took til G11 (2-
0 @ PAW).
• Alternate No More: By losing two straight, LHV snapped a note-worthy
string of flip-flopping wins-n-losses in 13 G with losses Sunday & Monday.
• The 10 runs allowed Friday were the most allowed by LHV, and the 7-run
loss was their worst lose of 2010.
