-- is a 6-4, 200-pound, 33-year-old re-acquired by the Phillies in a trade with the Dodgers for cash considerations,
6/30/09 (LA signed him as a FA last winter). After starting 2009 just 0-1, 8.44 in 13 G, 0 GS with Triple-A Albuquerque,
the Californian finished 2-6, 3.50 in 11 G, 11 GS with the 'Pigs -- then was effective for Obregon in the Mexican Winter
League (3-0,2.39in 5 G, 5 GS)... Mazone spent all 2008 with LHV, going 9-12, 4.10 in 28 GS and being selected as
an IL midseason All-Star -- it was his first MiLB All-Star selection and he tossed a 3-up, 3-down 4th inning (7 pitches,
1K)... In 2006, he led the IL in ERA (2.06) while going 13-3 in 20 GS with SWB... In his IL career, Mazone is currently
30-25,3.30 ERAIn 72 G, 72 GS (417.2 ip, 153 er). As a pro, he has gone 86-64 (.573)... He got called up by PHI to
make his ML debut 9/5/06 vs. HOU, but game was postponed; and he hasn’t been back... Originally signed as a non-
drafted FA with ATL on 6/13/98 after graduating from the University of San Diego... Played the bulk of ‘07 in Korea...

RHP Lauren Gagnier, 25, is a 6-2, 215-pounder who was drafted by Detroit in the 10th round of 2006 out of Cal

State Fullerton -- where he was All Big West and tied for the most wins in D-l in 2006 (14-5, 2.80). The Santa Cruz,

Calif., native spent the bulk of 2009 in Advanced-A Lakeland (9-10, 3.83 in 23 G, 22 GS) before ending in Double-

A Erie (1-0, 2.03in 2 GS)... In 2008, he climbed four levels and appeared in Toledo in July (3-3, 5.66in 7 G, 7 GS).
* LG started 2010 in Double-A Erie, going 3-0, 2.83in 6 G, 6 GS (35.0ip, 35 h, 131, 11 er, 8 bb, 28 k, .255).
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SERIES INFORMATION:
The teams tied the '09 series, 4-4 -- splitting 2-2 at each venue... TOL won the 2008 series, 6-2, and holds a 10-6
advantage all-time -- 5-3 at Fifth-Third Field and Coca-Cola Park.

YE WHO LAUGHS FIRST, LAUGHS BEST?:
LHV has scored first in all 4 games of this series (in the first inning in all 4), but went 0-4... The 'Pigs lead the IL in
games in which they score first (28), but they've gone just 13-15 (.464) in those games -- for the worst winning PCT
(ROC: 8-9, .471)... After LHV and ROC, the next worse winning PCT when scoring first is .619 (PAW is 13-18)!

* But it may be important to score first in this series, as Toledo is an IL-best 23-3 (.885) when scoring first.

NOT POPPING IN THE CLUTCH:
Once batting .312 w/ RISP as a team through 5/2 (23 G), the Pigs are just 41-206 (.199) in the last 26 G -- drop-
ping to .256 for the season... In COL series (0-4), LHV hit .167 (5-30) w/ RISP while COL hit .375 (15-40) w/ RISP.

‘ONE’ IS THE LONELIEST...:

With the 4-3 loss last night, LHV fell to 5-16 (.238) in one-run games -- a winning PCT which ranks 13th in the IL
(LOU, .231)... LHV in 1st in the IL w/ 21 one-run games; 2nd is SWB -- which is 15-4 in 19 one-run games!... in
2009, the team that has the worst such win% was Columbus as .395 (17-26)...

* LHV has lost 31 games by a total of 66 R (16, 1-run G; 3, 2-run G; 6, 3-run G; 5, 4+)... LHV is just 516 in 1-R G

PITCHING FITS!:

* Red hot prior to the COL series, the LHV staff has allowed 22 ER in 26.2 IP (7.43 ERA) in the last 3 G... Still...

LHV’s staff ranks 5th in the IL in ERA (3.71)... Ranked 8th in 5/2, the staff has a 3.40 (235.1 ip, 89 er) in the last 25 G.
* In the last 12 GS, Pigs starters are 4-4 with a more impressive 3.13 ERA (72.0 ip, 25 er) with 8 QS.

+ JS is coming off 6 straight quality starts -- his first 6 QS of 2010 (1-3, 3.75, 36 ip, 15 er)... He started 0-1, 6.00.

500 ALLERGY:

The 'Pigs have only been at .500 for just two times in LHV history... and they still have never been above .500 in 337 games... In fact, the Phillies Triple-
A affiliate has not been above .500 since Ottawa was 22-21 on 5/24/07 -- a span of 437 games (3 years, 0 months, 8 days)... Since that point, the
teams have combined to go 176-259.

“TWO BE, OR NOT TWO BE”:
LHV has won two straight games just twice this season... It took the 'Pigs 37 G to officially win consecutive games (5/16-5/17 @ GWN)... The 'Pigs
had only won back-to-back games one prior occasion this season, April 15-17... But technically -- due to a suspended game on Aril 16... Even in 2008,
a year they started 2-20, they won 2 consecutive 4/14-15 (Games 12 & 13)... LHV did it 5x in 25 G in '09.

* Yet, the Pigs have not lost four in a row yet this season -- they are just one of six teams in the I.L. not to have lost more than three consecutive
games (BUF, IND, SYR, SWB, TOL).
