
TONIGHT’S GAME:
The sixth-place IronPigs (19-33) play the finale of a four-game series (and an eight-game road trip) at Fifth-Third
Field against the second-place Toledo Mud Hens (30-21) -- Detroit’s top affiliate. With an 11-6 win yesterday, the
’Pigs snapped a season-long, six-game losing streak to improve to 1-6 on this eight-game, West Division road trip.
Still, Lehigh Valley has gone just 8-19 in its last 27 affairs... Toledo had its four-game winning streak snapped, but
remains 12-5 in its last 17 games -- improving from 18-18 on May 14 to 30-23. In addition, the loss last night
snapped the Hens’ eight-game winning streak at Fifth-Third Field... First-Pitch is scheduled for 7:00 p.m... 

• Following tonight’s game, the Pigs return home for an eight-game homestand against Charlotte and Toledo.
• Go West, Young Men: LHV is 1-6 on its first West road trip of ’10 and has started the season 5-14 vs. the West.
• Morning Pigs: LHV has now gone 6-4 in games starting prior to 11:30 am -- winning five in a row (3-0 in ’10)!
• Last Laugh: The ’Pigs have gone 7-5 in series finales (one suspended; one postponed)... 12-28 in all others...  

WITH A WIN TONIGHT, THE PIGS WILL...:
• Officially win back-to-back games* for just the 3rd time this season (5/16-17 @ GWN; 5/24-5/25 vs. BUF)...
• Avoid losing their second consecutive series and their 7th series of 2010.. .LHV has not yet won a series in ’10. 
• Avoid falling back to season-low, 15-G below .500 -- and potentially a season-high 13.0 GB in the North (pending SYR)
*“TWO BE, OR NOT TWO BE”:
LHV has won two straight games just twice this season... It took the ’Pigs 37 G to officially win consecutive games
(5/16-5/17 @ GWN)... The ’Pigs had only won back-to-back games one prior occasion this season, April 15-17...
But technically -- due to a suspended game on Aril 16... They’d won 2 straight 8x thru 52 G in ’09; and 7x in ’08... 
TONIGHT’S PITCHERS:
RHP Nate Bump -- the highest player ever drafted out of Penn State -- is a 6-2, 180-pound, 33-year-old signed by
the Phillies as a minor league FA, 12/11/09. The Towanda, Pa., native was originally drafted by San Francisco in the
first round (25th overall) in 1998 out of PSU -- where he left as the Nittany Lions’ all-time career leader in wins, strike-
outs, starts and innings... Bump started 2009 with independent Camden (8-2, 2.49 in 12 GS) before signing with
Detroit 7/7/09 and finishing with Toledo (7-1, 2.38 in 10 GS). In all, he was a combined 15-3, 2.44 in 22 GS... After
being traded to Florida as part of the Livan Hernandez trade 7/24/99, Bump made his ML debut 6/28/03 at BOS (2.1
ip, 0 er) and has gone 6-7, 4.68 and 1 SV in 113 G, 2 GS over parts of three seasons with the Marlins (2003-05)...
He entered ’10 49-48, 3.69 in 147 G, 132 GS in MiLB -- and is currently 11-4, 2.72 in 20 GS (129 ip, 39 er) in the IL.

• Last 2 GS (vs. BUF; @ COL): 0-2, 7.20 (10 ip, 20, 11 r, 8 er, 5 2B, HR); First 8 GS: 4-1, 2.29 (5 2B, 3 HR).
RHP Enrique Gonzalez, 27, is a 5-10, 225-pound, right-hander signed by Detroit as a minor league FA, 1/14/10...
The native of Bolivar, Venezuela, spent most of 2009 in Pawtucket, going 8-11, 5.12 in 26 G, 23 GS. He also made
2 relief appearances with Boston in August (0-0, 4.91, 3.2 ip, 2 er)... Prior to the season, went 1-0, 0.00 in 3 G (9.2
ip) for Venezuela in the WBC... Spent 2008 in the San Diego system -- going 7-5, 4.44 in 35 G, 13 GS in Triple-A
Portland and then 1-0, 10.80 in 4 G, 0 GS with the Padres... Originally signed by Arizona as a non-drafted free agent
on 10/30/98, Gonzalez made his ML debut on 5/28/06 at CIN (n/d, 6 ip, 3 h, 1 r) and went 3-7, 5.67 in 22 G, 18 GS
as a rookie... In 2007, appeared in 1 G in MLB with AZ (2 ip, 4 r, 3 er)... Following the season, he was claimed off
waivers by WAS on 9/17/07; then claimed off waivers by SD, 2/5/08. The 2004 Arizona Minor League Pitcher (13-
6, 3.22 in 42 G, 17 GS in Lancaster) was also a 2005 Southern League (AA) All-Star with Tennessee (11-8, 3.46). 

• In 2000, Gonzalez became the youngest player (18 years, 27 days) in the PCL (AAA) in an appearance 9/2/00.   
• EG has won his last 3 GS, going 3-0, 1.74, SHO (20.2 ip, 4 er)... He had started 1-4, 4.58 in his first 7 GS...   

TRANSACTIONS:
Yesterday, OF Dewayne Wise exercised an out-clause in his contract and was granted his release... Tomorrow, the Pigs
will add OF Willy Taveras to the roster... Taveras, 28, appeared in 27 G with Washington this season -- batting .200-0-
4 (7-35, 7 R, SB) -- before being DFA’d on 5/16. In his ML career, Taveras has hit .274-8-128 (662-2412) with 195 SB
in 670 G with HOU (2004-06), COL (2007-08), CIN (2009) and WAS (2010)... In his MiLB career, the Domincan Republic
native is .297-15-81, 258 SB in 643 G... In addition, RHP Nelson Figueroa (1-1, 4.82, SV in 9 G, 1 GS w/ PHI) cleared
waivers and has accepted assignment to the LHV. No official word as to when he’ll be added to the roster.

LHV has scored first in 6 of 7 games of this road trip (in the first inning in 5), but is 1-6... The ’Pigs lead the IL in
games in which they score first (30), but they’ve gone just 14-16 (.467) in those games -- for the 13th winning PCT
(ROC, .421)... But be important to score first in this series, as Toledo is an IL-best 24-3 (.889) when scoring first.
NOT POPPING IN THE CLUTCH:
• The Pigs went an amazing 6-9 w/RISP yesterday... raising from .253 to .261 for the season!
Once batting .312 w/ RISP as a team through 5/2 (23 G), the Pigs are just 48-225 (.213) in the last 29 G -- drop-
ping to .261 for the season... In COL series (0-4), LHV hit .167 (5-30) w/ RISP while COL hit .375 (15-40) w/ RISP.

• In this series, LHV is now a combined 7-19 (.368) while TOL is at 10-32 (.313)
‘ONE’ IS THE LONELIEST...:
With the 4-3 loss Sunday, LHV fell to 5-16 (.238) in one-run games --  a winning PCT which ranks 13th in the IL
(LOU, .231)... LHV in 1st in the IL w/ 21 one-run games; 2nd is SWB -- which is 15-4 in 19 one-run games!... in
2009, the team that has the worst such win% was Columbus as .395 (17-26)...

• LHV has lost 33 games by a total of 71 R (16, 1-run G; 4, 2-run G; 7, 3-run G; 5, 4+)... LHV is just 5-16 in 1-R G
OFFENSIVE WOES:
• The Pigs scored 11 R yesterday (their 3rd highest total of season) on 16 hits (their 2nd highest total of season).
In 23 G since May 10 (leaving for previous road trip), LHV has only averaged 3.5 R/G (80/23) after averaging 4.9
R/G in the first 29 G. In addition:

• LHV has batted just .221 (173-784) -- dropping from .268 (6th) as a team to .247 (10th).

HOMECOMING KING:
1B Andy Tracy, who lives in Columbus, has had a terrific ‘homecoming series.” Playing for his first time 5/15, Tracy
went 6-12 with 3 HR (one a Grand Slam), 9 RBI, 4 R and a 7 BB -- for a .500 AVG; 1.250 SLG; .684 OBA.

• On this road trip, Tracy is now .500-3-10 (10-20, Grand Slam, 6 R and a 10 BB) in 7 G.
• Last Friday, he had a franchise-record 6 RBI and tied his own record with 2 HR in a game (he’s done it 5 of

the 7x in LHV history)... On Sunday, he tied the franchise record with 4 BB (Joey Hammond, 7/27/08)...
• Traditionally a slow starter, the Bowling Green alum has hit in 12 of his last 17 G (19-56, .339-4-13, 3 2B, 13

BB)... raising his average from .198 (5/4) to .254.

RHP Drew Carpenter is 4-2, 2.40 ERA in his last 7 GS (45.0 ip, 12 er) and in back as the ’Pigs all-time career wins
leader (16), two ahead of Brian Mazone (14)... He started 1-2, 7.15 in his first 3 GS...
WHO (ELSE) IS HOT:
INF Neil Sellers has hit safely in 9 of his last 11 G (17-37, .459-1-8, 5 2B) and in 13 of 16 (21-60, .350-1-8, 6 2B).
On Wednesday, he hit his first Triple-A HR -- snapping a 162-AB HR draught... In his last 11 G, INF Melvin Dorta
has hit .370-1-3 (10-27, 2 2B, 3B)... OF John Mayberry has hit safely on 7 of his last 10 G (13-40, .325-3-6; 10 R,
5 m-h G)...

In his IL career (7/7/09-pres.), RHP Nate Bump is 11-4, 2.72 in 20 GS (129 ip, 39 er)... RHP Ryan Vogelsong
has allowed just 2 R in 6 G since moving to pen (1-1, 1.59, 11.1 ip, 2 er; IN-3, ST-3)... RHP Alex Concepcion has
been unscored upon in 5 of 6 G since off DL (7.0 ip, 7 h, r, er, 0 bb, 6 k)... LHP Mike Zagurski has not allowed an
ER in his last 12 G (0-2, 2 H, 0.00, 14.1 ip, 7 h, 4 r, 7 bb, 19 k). Z leads IL relievers in K/9 at 13.5 (36 K in 24.0 IP)...
500 ALLERGY:
The ’Pigs have only been at .500 for just two times in LHV history... and they still have never been above .500 in 339
games... In fact, the Phillies Triple-A affiliate has not been above .500 since Ottawa was 22-21 on 5/24/07 -- a span
of 439 games (3 years, 0 months, 9 days)... Since that point, the teams have combined to go 177-262 (.403).
