The IPC Board of Directors is committed to giving all applications full consideration. The deadline for 
2010 jersey auctions is Tuesday, April 20th at 5 p.m..  In order to fully consider each application the 
application deadline is not flexible.  All organizations will be notified of application status within one 

month of their selected jersey auction.  Organizations that received grant funding in January will not be 
eligible for 2010 jersey auctions.
