
TODAY’S GAME:
The IronPigs (3-21) play the second game of a two-game set against the fourth-place Rochester Red Wings (11-
12), who have gone 3-1 against the ’Pigs over the past four days. With a 10-0 loss last night, Lehigh Valley had its
worst loss of the year and has now dropped 10 of its past 11 games. The ’Pigs are now season-high 13.5 games
back in the North. The Red Wings have gone 6-3 in their last nine games.

LHPTravis Blackley, 25, is a 6-3, 200-lb lefthander who was selected by the Phillies from San Francisco in the
Rule 5 draft, 12/6/07 -- and outrighted to Lehigh Valley when the Giants declined to take him back at the end of
Spring Training. The Australia native appeared in two games with San Francisco (0-0, 7.27 ERAin 8.2 ip) last year
after spending the bulk of his season with the Fresno Grizzlies (10-8, 4.66 ERA, 28 gs, 161.2 ip, 156 h, 87 r, 84 er,
68 bb, 121 k). Blackley was originally signed by Seattle 10/29/00 prior to being traded to SF for OF Jason Ellison
on 4/1/07, and he made in to the majors with the Mariners as a 21-year-old in 2004 (won his MLdebut in a start
7/1/04 vs. TEX). The Aussie played for the World squad in the 2003 Futures Game at Cellular Field (Chi) and was
on Australia’s provisional roster for the inaugural World Baseball Classic.

RHPHeath Totten, 29, is a 6-3, 210-pound right-hander from Lumberton, TX, signed by Minnesota as a minor league free
agent 12/11/07. The product of Lamar University in Beaumont (TX) was originally drafted in the 5th round by Los
Angeles in 2000 and pitched in the Dodgers system until his stint in 2007 with the Phillies organization. He split last
season between Reading (2-5, 3.38 ERAin 14 G, 11 GS) and Ottawa (1-5, 7.09 ERAin 6 GS). In 2003, Totten set a
Southern League record by pitching 39.1 consecutive innings without issuing a BB while with Jacksonville (AA).

• The 10-0 loss was the worst defeat of the season for LHV. The 20 hits allowed was also a franchise-high, shattering the prev. mark of 14 (4/22 @SYR).
• The loss marked the 4th time LHV has been SHO this season (took OTTto 5/19, Game #39 last year). The 2 hits was the 2nd lowest total of ’08.
• The outing by RHPJ.D. Durbinlast night (0.1 IP) as the shortest in LHV history. Five days ago, LHPTravis Blackleywent 0.2 IPon 4/22 @ SYR.
• Lack o Runs: LHV has scored just 56 runs in 24 games, an average of 2.3 R/G. The next lowest total in the ILis 81 (DUR; NOR) -- 25 more.
• Clubbin’: The IronPigs have hit 5 HRin their last 4 G after they went 4 G and 163 AB without a HR. 
• You’re in Good Hands: ASpidale throwing error (E-7) Thursday night snapped the team’s errorless streak at 29.1 inn. LHV has just 2 E in last its last 6 G.
• Relief?: The bullpen had been hot until the last 5 G, in which the pen has gone 0-1, 8.14 ERA(21.0 ip, 19 er). In the previous 7 G, the bullpen has
allowed just 4 R in 25.2 IP(1.40 ERA) w/ 2 SV & 3 holds.
• LOB PROB: LHV has double-digit LOB total in 8 G. For the season, they have 183 LOB (7.6/G). 
• The HR allowed by LHPVic Darensbourgon Thursday night was the first ILHR he’s allowed since 8/1/06 -- a span of 70 ip, 65 G.
• Fighting over Inheritance: The IronPigs bullpen has only stranded 17 of 40 (42.5%). Meanwhile, opponents have stranded 26-30 (86.7%). In fact,
they had stranded the first 17 inherited runners of ’08. In addition, opponent bullpens have converted 13-13 (100%) saves.
• Thou Shalt Not Steal?: The CS of Randy Ruiz Wednesday by C Jason Jaramillowas just the third CS by an IronPigs catcher, and Jaramillo’s first
since Opening Day (4/3 @ SWB). Opponents are 26-32* (81.3%) stealing bases this season. *Three CS were on pickoffs (Blackley, Mazone, Green).

OH NO! BACKINTHEMILB CELLAR!:
With their loss last night, the IronPigs (3-21) again have the worst record in MILB. St. Lucie (Florida State, A+, NYM) won last night to go to 3-20 while
Tuscon (PCL, AAA, Arizona) improved to 4-19. The only 5-win teams are 5-18 Mississippi (Southern, AA, ATL) and 5-16 Nashville (PCL,AAAMIL).

• In stark contrast, Salt Lake (PCL, AAA, LAA) is now 20-1.

PHILLIES TRIPLE-A/ MINORLEAGUE STRUGGLES:
Going back to last season, the Phillies’Triple-Ateams (OTT, LHV) have gone 19-52 (.268) since 7/20/07. In fact, since Ottawa was last above .500
at 22-21 on 5/24/07, the teams have gone 36-88 (.290) and a combined 42.5 GB.

• No team in the Phillies system is above .500. The farm system combined is 32-60, now ranking last (30th) in MLB.

THIRD TIME’S NO CHARM
The Phillies’Triple-Aaffiliate has not won three straight games since Ottawa won three in a row 5/3/07-5/5/07 -- an amazingly dubious string of 141
games with out back-to-back-to-back wins. The Lynx longest winning streak of 2007 was four games, 4/14/07-4/19/07.  

STRUGGLING TOSCORE...CONT.:
The IronPigs have scored just 56 runs in 24 games, an average of 2.3 R/G. The next lowest total in the ILis 81 (DUR; NOR) -- 25 more than the LHV
total. The IronPigs are still last in the ILin AVG (.213) and the team is batting just .152 (26-171) with RISP. The ’Pigs have been shutout 4 times.

SLOW START
The IronPigs’0-11 start was the worst start in all of Minor League Baseball and the slowest in ILhistory in the last 30 years (the 2000 Richmond
Braves and the 2001 Columbus Clippers both started 0-8). The first win in franchise history -- a 3-1 victory 4/14 vs. RIC -- also snapped a 14-game
losing streak (dating back to last year) for a Phillies’Triple-Aaffiliate and was the first win for an affiliated team in the Lehigh Valley since the 1960
Allentown Red Sox. 

PRESEASON NOTES:

ROSTER BREAKDOWN:
The IronPigs roster consists of 18 (75%) players who have already played in the Major Leagues -- with 37-year-old reliever LHPVic Darensbourg
having the most service time on the roster. Darensbourg has appeared in 309 games over the course of nine seasons (1998-2005). The average age
of the Opening Day roster is 30.04-years-old with Darensbourg being the oldest and LHPTravis Blackley(25, won’t turn 26 until November). The
roster also features four members of the Phillies 40-Man Roster (RHPJoe Bisenius, OF T.J. Bohn, LHPJ.A. Happand C Jason Jaramillo). 

BASEBALLIS BACK:
The IronPigs inaugural season will snap a 47-year draught of affiliated baseball in the Lehigh Valley – which has been void since the Allentown Red
Sox of the Eastern League departed for Johnstown following their stint from 1958-60. Other major league teams once represented in the LV were the
Cardinals (1940, 1942-52, 1954-56), the Phillies (1941), the Boston Braves (1939) and the Brooklyn Dodgers (1935-36). The only other profession-
al baseball team in the LV during the draught were the independent Allentown Ambassadors (1997-2003) of the Northern/Northeast Leagues.
