
TONIGHT’S GAME:
The IronPigs (4-24) will look to make it two in a row after in Game Two of a four-game series against the third-place
Columbus Clippers (13-15) at Cooper Stadium. Lehigh Valley snapped a four-game losing streak with a 5-3 win last
night to start their eight-game West Division road trip. Still, the ’Pigs have lost 14 of their past 16 games and remain
14.5 games back in the North Division. Meanwhile, the Clippers had their three-game win streak snapped. Even so,
Columbus has gone 11-6 after starting the season at 2-9. First-Pitch is at 7:25 p.m. tonight.

• Road Streak?: With their victory last night, the IronPigs have won back-to-back road games after starting the
season with a 14-game road losing streak. These are the first back-to-back wins on the road for the Phillies’Triple-
Aaffiliate since Ottawa won two straight 8/11/07-8/12/07 (span of 24 road games). Tonight, the IronPigs will look to
make it three consecutive road wins for the first time since the Scranton/Wilkes-Barre Red Barons ended the 2006
season with three straight victories (9/1-9/4/06) -- a span of 89 road games.

RHPRon Chiavacci, 30, is a 6-0, 175-pound right-hander out of Scranton, Pa., who was signed by the Phillies as a
minor league free agent 11/20/07. An anchor of Western Division Champion Toledo’s rotation, Chiavacci finished the
2007 season 3rd in the I.L. in wins (12),4th in strikeouts (126) and 5th in ERA(3.39) -- in all he finished 12-6 in 26
G, 23 GS (151.1 ip, 148 h, 64 r, 57 er, 43 bb, 126 k). He was originally drafted by the Montreal Expos in the 44th
round of the 1998 Draft. The Kutztown University product had the honor of starting the exhibition game versus the
Phillies 3/30 (L, 5 ip, 4 h, 3 r, 2 er, 2 bb, 5 k). He held Ryan Howard 0-2 with a strikeout (looking). Chiavacci also
had an IronPigs franchise record 17.1 scoreless IPstreak earlier this season over a span of four starts (4/5-4/19).

• After starting the season 1-0, 0.59 ERA(.200), Chiavacci is 0-2, 9.90 (10 ip, 11 er, 18-44, .409) in his last 2 GS.

RHPCollin Balester, 21, is a 6-5, 190-pound right-hander selected by Montreal in the 4th round of the 2004 draft out
of Huntington Beach, CA. The youngster started last season in Harrisburg, going 2-7, 3.74 in 17 GS before a promo-
tion to Columbus on 7/12. With the Clippers, Balester went 2-3, 4.18 in 10 GS. He was selected to participate in the
Eastern League All-Star Game and pitched for Team USAin the Futures Game on 7/8 (0.1 ip, h, k). He entered the
2008 season ranked as the No. 3 Prospect in the Washington system by Baseball America (No. 1 in ’07; No. 2 in ’06).

BACON BITS, PT I:
• Tonight, the IronPigs will look to win back-to-back games for the second time this season and for the second time in a span of 43 games (going
back to last season, starting after the Lynx won two straight games 8/21/07-8/21/07).
• Popping in the Clutch: The IronPigs have gone 5-13 (.385, 7 RBI) in their last 13 AB with RISP. They started the season .141 (26-184) w/ RISP.
• Sacrifice!: The IronPigs used 4 sacrifices (2 bunts, 2 flies) last night to score four runs. Coming into the game, they only had 9 SACs in 27 games!
• Road Warriors?: In their last 5 G on the road, LHV is batting .261 w/ 4.4 R/G (46-176, 22 R). In their last 4 G at home, LHV is .190 (24-126) w/ 1.3 R/G.
• Lovin’Lehigh Lefties: In their last 5 GS, LHV LH starters are a combined 2-0, 1.36 (33 ip, 5 er), .138 OBA(15-109).
• Triple Threat?: The 3B by Mike Cervenaklast night was just the 2nd of the year for Lehigh Valley. By comparison, COL’s Pete Orrhas 7 already.

St. Lucie (Florida State, A+, NYM) has improved to 6-21 and Mississippi (Southern,
AA, ATL) is now at 7-20. Other teams not to far ahead are Tucson (PCL, AAA, Arizona) at 7-21 and Nashville (PCL, AAA, MIL) at 7-19. In stark con-
trast, Salt Lake (PCL, AAA, LAA) is now 24-2.

PHILLIES TRIPLE-A/ MINORLEAGUE STRUGGLES:
Going back to last season, the Phillies’Triple-Ateams (OTT, LHV) have gone 20-55 (.267) since 7/20/07. In fact, since Ottawa was last above .500
at 22-21 on 5/24/07, the teams have gone 37-91 (.289) and a combined 44.0 GB

THIRD TIME’S NO CHARM
The Phillies’Triple-Aaffiliate has not won three straight games since Ottawa won three in a row 5/3/07-5/5/07 -- an amazingly dubious string of 145
games with out back-to-back-to-back wins. The Lynx longest winning streak of 2007 was four games, 4/14/07-4/19/07.  

STRUGGLING TOSCORE...CONT.:
For the season, the IronPigs have scored just 66 runs in 28 games, an average of 2.4 R/G. The next lowest total in the ILis 101 (Durham) -- 35 more
than the Lehigh Valley total. The IronPigs are still last in the ILin AVG (.216) and the team is batting just .157 (31-197) with RISP. The ’Pigs have
already been shutout five and have scored 0-2 R in 16 of 28 (57.1%) of their games

SLOW START
The IronPigs’0-11 start was the worst start in all of Minor League Baseball and the slowest in ILhistory in the last 30 years (the 2000 Richmond
Braves and the 2001 Columbus Clippers both started 0-8). The first win in franchise history -- a 3-1 victory 4/14 vs. RIC -- also snapped a 14-game
losing streak (dating back to last year) for a Phillies’Triple-Aaffiliate and was the first win for an affiliated team in the Lehigh Valley since the 1960
Allentown Red Sox.

HUPPERTUSEDTOWINNING
IronPigs skipper Dave Huppertstarted the season in 3rd place in wins amongst active managers. The Top 8 also includes Scranton/Wilkes-Barre
manager Dave Miley: (1) Marc Bombard – 1,646; (2) Tom Kotchman – 1,490; (3) Dave Huppert – 1,425; (4) Dave Miley – 1,268; (5) Rick Sweet –
1,264; (6) Buddy Bailey – 1,247; (7) Dave Machemer – 1,233; (8) Bobby Jones – 1,209.

PRESEASON NOTES:
ROSTER BREAKDOWN:
The IronPigs roster consists of 18 (75%) players who have already played in the Major Leagues -- with 37-year-old reliever LHPVic Darensbourg
having the most service time on the roster. Darensbourg has appeared in 309 games over the course of nine seasons (1998-2005). The average age
of the Opening Day roster is 30.04-years-old with Darensbourg being the oldest and LHPTravis Blackley(25, won’t turn 26 until November). The
roster also features four members of the Phillies 40-Man Roster (RHPJoe Bisenius, OF T.J. Bohn, LHPJ.A. Happand C Jason Jaramillo). 

BASEBALLIS BACK:
The IronPigs inaugural season will snap a 47-year draught of affiliated baseball in the Lehigh Valley – which has been void since the Allentown Red
Sox of the Eastern League departed for Johnstown following their stint from 1958-60. Other major league teams once represented in the LV were the
Cardinals (1940, 1942-52, 1954-56), the Phillies (1941), the Boston Braves (1939) and the Brooklyn Dodgers (1935-36). The only other profession-
al baseball team in the LV during the draught were the independent Allentown Ambassadors (1997-2003) of the Northern/Northeast Leagues.
