TONIGHT’S GAME:
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The IronPigs (17-36) play Game Three of a four-game series at Coca-Cola Park against the Indianapolis Indians (25-28),
who remain in fourth-place in the West Division. With a 7-3 win last night, Lehigh Valley is now 4-2 on this eight-game
homestand and 12-6 in the last 18 games. The 'Pigs have pulled to 16.0 games back in the North. The Indians (Pirates
affiliate) have gone just 6-10 in their last 16 games. First-Pitch tonight is at 7:05 p.m. Gates will open at 6:00 p.m.

+ By winning last night, the IronPigs are guaranteed at least a split of this series. The have now either won or
split 5 consecutive series after starting the season losing their first 10 series.

+ With a win tonight, the 'Pigs will have their 4th, three-game win streak in 19 G -- significant because the Phillies’
Triple-A affiliate had previously gone a dubious string of 156 games without back-to-back-to-back wins (since Ottawa
won three in a row 5/3/07-5/5/07). The Lynx longest winning streak of 2007 was four (4/14-4/19/07)

PITCHING MATCHUP:
RHP Ron Chiavacci, 30, is a 175-pound right-hander out of Scranton, Pa., who was signed by the Phillies as a minor
league free agent 11/20/07. An anchor of Western Division Champion Toledo’s rotation, Chiavacci finished the 2007
season 3rd in the |.L. in wins (12),4th in strikeouts (126) and 5th in ERA (3.39) - in all he finished 12-6 in 26 G, 23
GS (151.11ip, 148 h, 64 1, 57 er, 43 bb, 126 k). He was originally drafted by the Montreal Expos in the 44th round of
the 1998 Draft. The Kutztown University product had the honor of starting the exhibition game versus the Phillies 3/30
(L,5ip,4h,3r,2er, 2 bb, 5k). He held Ryan Howard 0-2 with a strikeout (looking). Chiavacci also had an IronPigs
franchise record 17.1 scoreless IP streak earlier this season over a span of four starts (4/5-4/19).
« After starting 1-0, 0.59 (.200) in his first 3 GS, Chiavacci is 0-6, 7.61 (36.2 ip, 31 er, 50-147, .340) in his last 8 GS.
* Curse of the First Win: Chiavacci won the first game in franchise-history (4/14 vs. RIC) after the worst start in
modern IL history (0-11), and hasn’t won a game since...

RHP John Van Benschoten, 28, is a 6-4, 230-pound right-hander drafted by the Pirates in the first round of the 2001
draft. Amember of the Pirates’ 40-Man Roster, Van Benschoten has gone 1-12 with an 8.84 ERA (21 g, 15 gs, 75.3 ip,
101 h, 811, 74 er, 54 bb, 53 k) in three separate ML stints since 2004. The San Diego native missed the entire 2005
season and a significant portion of 2006 recovering from right shoulder surgery that repaired both a torn labrum and
rotator cuff. A product of Kent State (OH) wear he played 1B and OF, Van Benschoten was named a first-team Louisville
Slugger All-American in 2001 and holds the Mid-American Conference single-season records for home runs (31), hits
(99), RBI (84), walks (55) and total bases (221). He was ranked by Baseball America as Pittsburgh’s No. 1 prospect
prior to the 2003 and 2004 seasons and participated in the 2003 MLB Futures Game in Chicago-AL (1 ip/0 er).

+ JVB did not factor into the decision in his last start 523 @ SWB (L, 5-4): n/d, 5.0ip, 5 h, 2r, 2 er, 2 bb, 5 k.

+ JVB won each of his first 5 starts this season (29.0ip, 18 h, 7r, 7 er, 10 bb, 21 k, .184 oba)

SERIES STUFF:
LHV leads the 2008 season series, 2-0. IND won the 2007 season series, 5-3 (2-2 on the road).

IN THE ma-ZONE!:

LHP Brian Mazone has won 6 straight decisions. After starting 0-2 in 2 GS, he is 6-1, 2.56 in his last 9 GS (59.2 ip, 17 er,

10 bb, 27 k). Mazone leads the IL and is 2nd in MILB with 72.2 IP -- and has not issued a BB in his last 21.1 IP (3+ GS).

In his IL career, Mazone is currently 22-8, 2.42 ERAin 37 GS (237.2 ip, 64 er). As a pro, he has gone 78-46 -- a .629 win%.
+ Along with a PH appearance on 5/10, the IronPigs are now 8-4 in games in which Mazone appears.

BACON BITS, PT 1:

* Though Shalt Not Steal: IND came into the series first in the IL in SB (64) -- with 23 SB in the previous 13 G. Not
only do they have 0 SB in the series, but the IronPigs have 3 CS (2 by pitchers POs) and 2 POs (both by Jaramillo).

IronPig RH starters have gone just 1-11 with a 8.22 ERA in their last 14 GS (61.1 ip, 56 er).

« Sacrifice!: The 'Pigs have 27 sacrifices (15 bunts, 12 flies) in the past 26 G. They only had 9 SACs in the first 27 G.

'NAK ATTACK:

INF Mike Cervenak has an 11-G hit streak (21-45, .467-2-11) -- one away from Jon Knott's franchise-record 12-gamer.
He is now 2nd in the IL in hits (59), 4th in AVG (.325) and 5th in R (34). He leads the club with 18 multi-hit games.
Cervenak has also hit in 15 of his last 16 G (28-65, .431-3-20); has scored at least 1 Rin 13 of 16 G (18 R); has at least
1 RBI'in 15 of his last 19 starts (23 RBI); and now has an extra basehit in 5 of last 6 G (6 2B, HR). The franchise-high
for TB in a game is 6 - a feat he has accomplished 4 times.

WHO’S HOT:

In the last 10 G, the LHV bullpen has gone 3-1, 1.78 with 2 SV (30.1 ip, 6 er)... C Jason Jaramillo has a 5-game
hitting streak (9-16, .563-0-1) with 2 2B and 2 R in each of his last 2 G. He has gunned down 13 of the last 33
(39.4%) SB attempts and has had 3 POs... C John Suomi has a 4-G hitting streak (5-15, .333, HR)... OF Brandon
Watson has hit in his last 5 G (8-23, .348) and in 19 of his last 22 G (33-89, .371, 20 R). He has also scored at
least 1 R in 13 of his last 18 G (17 R)... INF Oscar Robles has hit in 11 of his last 12 G (14-43, .326, 6 BB, 6 R)...
OF Javon Moran is batting a combined .386 (32-83) since his demotion to Reading on 5/1... 3B Brennan King
has a 4-G hit streak (7-16, .438) and hasn’t committed an error in his last 32 G... 1B Andy Tracy has reached base
safely in 30 of his last 35 G and is errorless in 2008... LHP J.A. Happ has gone 2-1, 2.20 ERA (45 ip, 11 er, 46 k)
in his last 7 GS. He leads the IL with 70 K, and holds the '08 IL game-high (13 K).

GOING ON THE OFFENSIVE:

The IronPigs are batting .271 (190-702, 13 HR) in the last 21 G, raising the team AVG from .214 to .238. They have
averaged 4.7 R/G (99) after averaging just 2.3 R/G in the first 31 games of 2008. They're also batting .287 (56-195)
w/ RISP in the 21 G after starting .151 (33-219) in those situations in 31 G -- improving to .215 for the season.

THE STREAKING STEVES:

RHP Steve Green has not allowed a run in his last 11.1 IP and is 2-0 w/ a HOLD in his last 4 G... LHP Steve Kline has
allowed just 1 R in his last 10.0 IP (7 G) and had a 8.2 scoreless IP streak over his previous 6 G... LHP Stephen
Randolph has allowed just 2 R in his first 6 G and 8.0 IP with LHV. Combined with Round Rock, he had a personal 9.0
scoreless IP streak and is now 1-1, 1.59 ERA and 3 SV.

TO BE, OR KNOTT TO BE:

The answer is ‘clutch’. With his game-winning, walk-off 1B in the 10th on Saturday, OF Jon Knott has all three
GW-RBIs in their three walk-off victories this season. He also has 4 game-tying or game-winning hits from the 9th
inning-on. He is batting .423 (11-26) w/ RISP.

PHILLIES TRIPLE-A STRUGGLES:
Going back to last season, Phillies’ Triple-A teams (OTT, LHV) have gone 33-66 (.333) since 7/20/07. In fact, since
Ottawa was last above .500 at 22-21 on 5/24/07, the teams have gone 50-102 (.329) and a combined 43.5 GB

SLOW START

The IronPigs’ 0-11 start was the worst start in all of Minor League Baseball and the slowest in IL history in the last
30 years (the 2000 Richmond Braves and the 2001 Columbus Clippers both started 0-8). The first win in franchise
history -- a 3-1 victory 4/14 vs. RIC -- also snapped a 14-game losing streak (dating back to last year) for a Phillies’
Triple-A affiliate and was the first win for an affiliated team in the Lehigh Valley since the 1960 Allentown Red Sox.

PRESEASON NOTES:

BASEBALL IS BACK:

The IronPigs inaugural season will snap a 47-year draught of affiliated baseball in the Lehigh Valley — which has
been void since the Allentown Red Sox of the Eastern League departed for Johnstown following their stint from
1958-60. Other major league teams once represented in the LV were the Cardinals (1940, 1942-52, 1954-56), the
Phillies (1941), the Boston Braves (1939) and the Brooklyn Dodgers (1935-36). The only other professional base-
ball team in the LV during the draught were the independent Allentown Ambassadors (1997-2003) of the
Northern/Northeast Leagues.
