
TONIGHT’S GAME:
The IronPigs (26-46) play Game Three of a four-game series against the second-place Pawtucket Red Sox (42-30)
at Coca-Cola Park -- and Boston RHP Daisuke Matsuzaka will make a Major League Rehab start for Pawtucket,
as presented by Good Shepherd Rehabilitation Network. This will be his first-ever Minor League appearance.
The Tokyo native went on the Disabled List on May 30 (retroactive to May 28) with a strained rotator cuff.

• With a 3-2 loss yesterday, Lehigh Valley has dropped three of its last four games and fell to 5-4 on this sea-
son-long, 11-game North Division homestand. Even so, the ’Pigs are still 15-12 in their last 27 games and 21-16
since starting the season 5-30. They are now 18.0 games back of SWB in the North. The Red Sox (Boston affiliate)
are just 4-4 in their last eight games. However, over a longer stretch, Pawtucket in 25-14 (.641) since May 7.

PITCHING MATCHUP:
LHP Brian Mazone, 31, is a 6-4, 200-pound left-hander who was signed by the Phillies as a minor league free agent
12/7/07. Mazone actually started 2007 as a non-roster invitee to Major League Spring Training with the Phillies after
leading the International League in ERA (2.03) as a Red Baron in 2006. But after getting off to a fast start with Ottawa
(3-2, 2.21 in 6 GS), he had his contract sold to the Samsung Lions of the Korean League on 5/9/07. He finished in
Korea by going 7-11 with a 4.18 ERA in 24 GS (125 ip, 130 h, 61 r, 58 er, 45 bb, 76 k). In his IL career, Mazone is
currently 23-9, 2.38 ERA in 40 GS (257.0 ip, 68 er). As a pro, he has gone 79-47 -- a .627 winning percentage.  

• After starting 0-2, 6.23 in his first 2 GS, Mazone is 7-2, 2.39 in his last 12 GS (79.0 ip, 21 er, 14 bb, 38 k).
• Along with a PH appearance on 5/10, LHV is now 10-5 in games in which Mazone appears (2 wins blown).
• Mazone is T-1st the IL and 3rd in MILB in IP (92.0). He is also T-4th in wins (7) and 9th in ERA (2.93).
• Last time out (6/11 vs. BUF-2), Mazone turned in the first CG & SHO in franchise history (7 ip, 3 h, 2 bb, 6 k).

RHP Daisuke Matsuzaka, 27, is a 6-0, 185-pound, right-hander from Tokyo, Japan, signed by Boston 12/14/06 to
a six-year, $52 million contract extending through the 2012 season -- just one day before Boston's 30-day window
to strike a deal with the 26-year-old was set to expire at midnight (the Seibu Lions of Nippon Professional Baseball
accepted the Red Sox high bid of $51.1 M for the negotiating rights to the pitcher on 11/14/06). During his 2007
rookie campaign, Matsuzaka went 15-12, 4.40 and led the Red Sox with 32 GS, 204.2 IP and 201  K -- becoming
just the 8th rookie in ML history to record at least 30 GS, 15 wins, 200.0 IP, and 200 K in a season. He joined the
Red Sox after an outstanding 8-year career with the Seibu Lions, going 108-60, 2.95 with and 1,355 K in 204 G.

• Matsuzaka is 8-0 with a 2.53 ERA in 11 GS with BOS (64.0 ip, 45 h, 21 r, 18 er, 38 bb, 55 k, 4 hr, .195). 
• Matsuzaka didn’t figure in the decision of his last start, a 4-3 loss 5/27 @ SEA: n/d, 4.0 ip, 4 h, 3 r, 2 er, 0 bb, 2 k.

SERIES STUFF:
PAW leads the 2008 series, 6-0, after sweeping LHV in four games at McCoy Stadium 4/7-4/10 -- and have
outscored the Pigs, 28-9. PAW won the 2007 season series against Ottawa, 9-6, including a 4-3 record on the road.

WHO’S HOT (PITCHING):
LHP Travis Blackley has turned in 3 consecutive ‘quality starts’ (his first 3 of 2008) and is 2-0, 2.84 in his last 3
GS. In addition, the IronPigs are 6-0 in the last 6 G that Blackley has started -- all after he came of the DL (groin)
on 5/19... RHP Steve Green has a scoreless IP streak of 9.0 IP. He has gone 2-0, 0.73 (24.2 ip, 2 er) in his last 11
G and has retired 73 of last 93 batters faced (78.5%)... RHP Matt Childers is 3-0 with 4 SV and a 1.32 (13.2 ip, 2
er) in his last 10 G... LHP Stephen Randolph snapped an 8.1 scoreless IP streak (5+ G) Saturday night...
OUT OF THE IL CELLAR!:
Once at least 9.0 games behind every team in the IL (5-30 on May 8), the Lehigh Valley IronPigs have:
(1) Moved ahead of Norfolk (next up: 3.5 behind Charlotte) to climb out of the IL cellar for the first time in history;
(2) Pulled to within 5.0 games of Rochester as they try to climb out of the IL North Division cellar;
(3) Climbed up another spot in MILB on Friday by pulling ahead of Norfolk (IL, NY-N) -- and now has a better record
than 5 other MILB teams. They climbed out of the cellar over St. Lucie (FSL, NY-N) on 5/13.
BACON BITS:
• Rehab Sox: RHP Daisuke Matsuzaka is the second Red Sox getting a rehab start vs. LHV -- RHP Mike Timlin
started against the ’Pigs on 4/7 (n/d, 1.0 ip, 2 h, 0 r, 0 bb, 1 k). 
• Playin’ the Hits: LHV passed IND last night in team batting (.253) to move into 12th in the IL. They passed BUF
on 6/3 after spending the first 61 days of the season last in the IL in team batting.
• You’re in Good Hands?: An E-6 (Rouse) in the 8th led to the blown save in yesterday’s game. The ’Pigs have had
at least 1 E in 10 of their last 11 G (14 E) after committing 0 E in 13 of the previous 17 G (just 5 E in those 17 G). 
• Close Calls: Of the IronPigs last 16 loses, 13 (81.3%) have been by three or fewer runs (7 have been by just 1 R).
• Northern Lights?: LHV is now 7-4 in its last 11 G vs. North Division teams. The ’Pigs started just 1-20 vs. division rivals.
• To Be the Best...: The ’Pigs are now 3-25 (.107) against the Top 5 teams in the IL (SWB, SYR, LOU, PAW, TOL).
• Spelling R-E-L-I-E-F: The ’Pigs relief corps has allowed just 2 ER in its last 17.2 IP (1.02 ERA) over the past 6+ G.
• HR Drought: LHV has only homered in 4 of the last 20 G (and in one of the games, it was an inside-the-park HR).
The ’Pigs did have a franchise-record 4 HR on 6/3, but only have 6 conventional HR* in these 17 G. LHV (36 HR)
is 13th in the IL in HR ahead of just NOR (29).
• Start Me Up! Pt 1: In the last 15 G, LHV starters are 6-5, 3.02 ERA (89.1 ip, 30 er) -- with 3 additional wins blown.
• Start Me Up! Pt 2: IronPigs starters have 9 ‘quality starts’ in the last 13 G (including a string of 7 straight 6/3-6/9).
• Hit Parade: The ’Pigs have outhit their opponents in 18 of last the 27 G (and tied in three) and are 15-12 in those
27 G -- with double-digit hit totals in 15 G. They only outhit their opponents in 12 of the first 45 G (11-34).
• Lovin’ Lehigh Lefties: In their last 31 GS, ’Pigs LH starters are 12-9, 3.16 (205.1 ip, 72 er)...
• ...But Righties: RH starters have only had 1 ‘Quality Start’ in their last 19 GS (on 6/7, Gary Knotts snapped an 16-
start QS drought since 4/14). LHV RH starters have gone just 2-14, 7.28 ERA in their last 19 GS (85.1 ip, 69 er).
HAPPy DAYS:
LHP J.A. Happ has won in 4 of his last 5 decisions and is 4-2, 3.45 in his last 10 GS (62.2 ip, 24 er). He remains
the IL leader with 87 K – which is third best in MILB. Happ’s 13 K on 5/9 vs. COL is still tied for the most in the IL
in ’08 with Charlie Morton (RIC).
PHILLIES PHANNERS:
PHI has 3 of the top 4 MILB strikeout leaders – a list that includes LHP J.A. Happ: (1) Trevor Cahill, 107 (STO,
CAL); (2) Drew Naylor, 97 (LAK, SAL); (3) J.A. Happ, 87; (4) Antonio Bastardo, 86 (REA, EL).
GOING ON THE OFFENSIVE:
Since 5/5, the ’Pigs are batting .279 (364-1306, 20 HR) in 40 G, raising the team AVG from .214 to .253. They have
averaged 4.4 R/G (177) after averaging just 2.3 R/G in the first 31 games of 2008. They’re also batting .293 (116-
396) w/ RISP in the 40 G after starting .151 (33-219) in those situations in 31 G -- improving to .242 for the season.
WALK THIS WAY!:
The walk-off Sunday was the fourth of the season for the IronPigs, and their first since 5/24 vs. CHA. It was also
the first time someone other than Jon Knott had the game-winning hit -- as Andy Tracy drove in Mike Cervenak
in the 10th for the victory. It was the LHV’s first walk-off victory on 5/9 vs. COL that coincided with the IronPigs turn-
around. They were 5-30 at the time of that first walk-off win, they are 20-13 since...   
PHILLIES TRIPLE-A STRUGGLES:
Going back to last season, Phillies’ Triple-A teams (OTT, LHV) have gone 42-76 (.356) since 7/20/07. In fact, since
Ottawa was last above .500 at 22-21 on 5/24/07, the teams have gone 59-112 (.345) and a combined 47.0 GB
SLOW START
The IronPigs’ 0-11 start was the worst start in all of Minor League Baseball and the slowest in IL history in the last
30 years (the 2000 Richmond Braves and the 2001 Columbus Clippers both started 0-8). The first win in franchise
history -- a 3-1 victory 4/14 vs. RIC -- also snapped a 14-game losing streak (dating back to last year) for a Phillies’
Triple-A affiliate and was the first win for an affiliated team in the Lehigh Valley since the 1960 Allentown Red Sox.
