
TONIGHT’S GAME:
The IronPigs (27-49) play Game Three of a four-game series against the third-place Charlotte Knights (32-43) at
Knights Stadium. With an 8-2 loss last night, the IronPigs have started their eight-game South Division road trip at
1-1. Lehigh Valley has now dropped six of its last eight games -- but the improved ’Pigs are still 16-15 in their last
21 games and 22-19 since starting the season 5-30. They are now 18.0 games back of PAW in the North. The
Knights (White Sox affiliate) are now 9-5 in their last 14 games. First-Pitch tonight is at 7:15.

• RHPEsteban Loaiza will be the 3rd MLrehabber to start vs. LHV (Mike Timlin, 4/7; Daisuke Matsuzaka, 6/16).

PITCHING MATCHUP:
RHPGary Knotts-- who is making his sixth start of the season -- is a 6-4, 215-pound right-hander from Decatur,
AL, signed by Philadelphia as a minor league free agent 7/31/07. He started 2007 with the Independent League
Newark Bears, where he was an Atlantic League All-Star and led the league in ERA-- going 7-5, 2.65 in 16 GS. He
then pitched with both Reading (1-2, 0.86 in 3 GS) and Ottawa (1-2, 5.89 in 3 GS) -- where he fired a 1-0 shutout
of Rochester on 8/30 for the 1,000th victory in Lynx franchise history. Originally selected by Florida in the 11th round
of 1995, Knotts made his MLdebut 7/28/01 at Cincinnati and has four years of MLservice with the Marlins and the
Detroit Tigers (13-16, 5.45 and 2 SV in 86 G, 38 GS).

RHPEsteban Loaiza, 36, is a 6-2, 228-pound right-hander from Tijuana, Mexico, signed by Chicago-Aon 6/8/08. He
started the season in the Dodgers rotation but after struggling (1-2, 5.63 in 7 G, 3 GS) and a stint on the DL, Loaiza
was designated for assignment 5/24 and subsequently released. The two-time All-Star joined LAD late in 2007
(claimed off waivers from OAK on 8/29/07) and has been in the MLfor the past 13 seasons with Pittsburgh (1995-
98), Texas (1998-2000), Toronto (2000-02), Chicago-A(2003-04), New York-A(2004), Washington (2005), Oakland
(2006-07) and LAD (2007-08). Entering the season, his MLtotals were 125-112, 4.64 and 1 SV in 367 G, 330 GS.
His 125 career wins are the 2nd most in MLhistory by a Mexican pitcher behind Fernando Valenzuela (173). He
won 10 or more games in each season from 2003-06 before an injury sidelined him for much of 2007... Posted a
career-high 21 victories for CHI in 2003 -- finishing 2nd in the A.L. Cy Young Award voting (Halladay) while leading
the A.L. in K (207) and ranking 2nd in W (21) and 3rd in ERA(2.90)... Named to the A.L. All-Star team in 2003 and
2004 and was the starter in 2003 at U.S. Cellular Field in Chicago... Pitched in the postseason three times (1999,
2004, and 2006)... Made his MLdebut 4/29/95 and earned a victory at PHI...fanned Dave Hollins that day for his
first K and singled in his first at-bat off Tyler Green... Originally signed as a non-drafted free agent by PITon 3/21/91.

• Loaiza has appeared in 3 G in relief for CHI, going 0-0, 3.00 (3 ip, 2 h, 1 er, 0 bb, 1 k).
• Loaiza was a 4-0 loser in his first rehab start 6/16 @ RIC:L, 3.0 ip, 4 h, 2 r, 2 er, 0 bb, 0 k.

PIGGY-BACKING LOAIZA:
RHPCharlie Haeger, 24, is a 6-1, 220-pound right-hander selected by Chicago-Ain the 25th round of 2001 out of
Madonna U. in Livonia, MI. Drafted as a conventional pitcher, he retired in 2003 to pursue a golf career -- only to
return as a knuckleballer in 2004. He made his MLdebut 5/10/06 vs. LAA(L, 4.1 ip, 5 er) becoming the youngest
knuckleballer to debut since 1992. In parts of two seasons with the White Sox, he has gone 1-2, 4.85 and 1 SV in 15
G, 1 GS. In 2006, he led the ILin wins (14-6, 3.07 in 26 G, 25 GS); in 2007, he led the ILin losses (5-16, 4.08 in 24
G, 23 GS). His brother, Greg, played with the Detroit organization and is currently a baseball coach at Madonna.

• Haeger has not allowed more than 3 ERin his last 9G, going 4-2, 3.23 ERA(61.1 ip, 22 er) in that span.

WHO’SHOT:
1B Andy Tracysnapped his 7-G hit streak Thursday night (0-1), but has hit in 7 of his last 8 G (12-24) and in 14 of his
last 18 G (26-59, .441-2-11) raising his AVG by 51 pts. He is batting to .367 (22-60) w/ RISP... C Jason Jaramillohas
hit in his last 6 of last 7 G (8-27, .296) and in 19 of his last 21 G (.378-0-7, 28-74, 12 R)... OF Jon Knotthas hit safely
in 11 of his last 13 G (15-46, .326-2-10, 4 2B)... OF Chris Snellinghas hit in 9 of his last 10 GS w/ LHV (11-30, .367)...
3B Brennan Kinghas hit in 20 of his last 26 G (29-92, .315-2-15) -- raising his AVG from .212 to .250. On defense, he
went 46 consecutive games without an E until last Friday... INF Mike Cervenakhas hit in 29 of his last 33 G (.348-3-
17, 46-132)... RHPMatt Childersis 3-0 with 4 SV and a 1.84 (14.2 ip, 3 er) in his last 11 G... RHPSteve Greenhas a
scoreless IPstreak of 9.0 IP. He’s gone 2-0, 0.73 (24.2 ip, 2 er) in his last 11 G and has retired 73 of last 93 BF (78.5%).

‘BLACK’MAGIC:
LHPTravis Blackleyhas turned in 4 consecutive ‘quality starts’(his first 4 of ’08) and is 3-0, 2.67 (27 ip, 8 er) in his
last 4 GS. In addition, the ’Pigs are 7-0 in the last 7 G he has started-- all after he came of the DL(groin) on 5/19.

• The 8.0 IPfor Blackley on Thursday was his longest Triple-Aouting  of his career and the longest since 7/22/06
vs. Frisco (8.2 ip) when he was with San Antoinio. He went 8.0 one other time in ’06 (8.0 on 7/6/06 vs. Midland 

BACK IN THE I.L. CELLAR:
After spending the first 70 days if the season in last place in the IL, the IronPigs crawled ahead of Norfolk with a
better winning percentage on June 13. The 'Pigs remained out of the cellar for three days, but are now back in the
cellar after being swept by Pawtucket in their last series.

BACON BITS:
• LHV did not draw a BB last night and has only 21 BB in the last 11 G (1.9). Their 10th in the ILwith 216 BB.
• Hit Parade: LHV outhit CHA, 10-7, last night. The ’Pigs have now outhit their opponents in 20 of last the 30 G (and
tied in three) and are 16-14 in those 30 G -- with double-digit hit totals in 17 G. They only outhit their opponents in
12 of the first 45 G (11-34).
• Getting Series-ous: Even after the PAW sweep, the IronPigs have now either won or split 8 of the last 10 series.
They’ve won five, split three and lost just two series. They started the season losing their first 10 series. 
• To Be the Best...: The ’Pigs are 3-27 (.100) against the Top 5 teams in the IL(SWB, SYR, LOU, PAW, TOL).
• HR Drought: LHV has only homered in 6 of the last 24 G (and in one of the games, it was an inside-the-park HR).
The ’Pigs did have a franchise-record 4 HR on 6/3, but only have 8 conventional HR* in these 23 G. LHV (39 HR)
is tied for 12th (RIC) in the ILin HR ahead of just NOR (32).
• Northern Lights?: LHV is now 7-6 in its last 12G vs. North Division teams. The ’Pigs started just 1-20 vs. division rivals.
• Lovin’Lehigh Lefties: In their last 33 GS, ’Pigs LH starters are 13-12, 3.40 (230.1 ip, 87 er)...
• ...But Righties: RHstarters have only had 1 ‘Quality Start’in their last 19 GS (on 6/7, Gary Knotts snapped an 16-
start QS drought since 4/14). LHV RH starters have gone just 2-14, 7.28 ERAin their last 19 GS (85.1 ip, 69 er).

IT AIN'T EASYBEING GREEN?:
RHPSteve Greenhas a scoreless IPstreak of 9.0 IP. He has gone 2-0, 0.73 (24.2 ip, 2 er) in his last 11 G and has
retired 73 of last 93 batters faced (78.5%). On 6/15, the Quebec native made a spot start -- his first since 7/24/06
(after 81 consecutive relief appearances) and shutout the league's highest scoring offense, Pawtucket, in his four
innings (4.0 ip, 1 h, 0 r, 1 bb, 6 k) -- retiring 12 of the 14 BF. 

PHILLIES TRIPLE-ASTRUGGLES:
Going back to last season, Phillies’Triple-Ateams (OTT, LHV) have gone 43-79 (.352) since 7/20/07. In fact, since
Ottawa was last above .500 at 22-21 on 5/24/07, the teams have gone 60-116 (.341) and a combined 47.0 GB.

SLOW START
The IronPigs’0-11 start was the worst start in all of Minor League Baseball and the slowest in ILhistory in the last
30 years (the 2000 Richmond Braves and the 2001 Columbus Clippers both started 0-8). The first win in franchise
history -- a 3-1 victory 4/14 vs. RIC -- also snapped a 14-game losing streak (dating back to last year) for a Phillies’
Triple-Aaffiliate and was the first win for an affiliated team in the Lehigh Valley since the 1960 Allentown Red Sox.

• Through their first 31 G (May 5), the IronPigs batted .214, averaged just 2.3 R/G and hit just .151 w/ RISP.

PRESEASON NOTES:

BASEBALLIS BACK:
The IronPigs inaugural season will snap a 47-year draught of affiliated baseball in the Lehigh Valley – which has
been void since the Allentown Red Sox of the Eastern League departed for Johnstown following their stint from
1958-60. Other major league teams once represented in the LV were the Cardinals (1940, 1942-52, 1954-56), the
Phillies (1941), the Boston Braves (1939) and the Brooklyn Dodgers (1935-36). The only other professional base-
ball team in the LV during the draught were the independent Allentown Ambassadors (1997-2003) of the
Northern/Northeast Leagues.
