Meanwhile,
the 'Pigs haven't been shutout since 4/29 (span of 53 G) after being shutout in 5 of their first 26 G.

* Just ONE!: Monday night marked the 3rd time LHP J.A. Happ allowed just 1 hitina GS (1in 5ip on 4/13 @ RIC;
1in 7 ip 4/29 vs. SYR). Amazingly, this was the first of these three outings he earned a victory.

* Getting Series-ous: With the split in Charlotte, the IronPigs have now either won or split 9 of the last 11 series.
They've won five, split four and lost just two. They started the season losing their first 10 series.

* To Be the Best...: The 'Pigs are 3-27 (.100) against the Top 5 teams in the IL (SWB, SYR, LOU, PAW, TOL).

* Northern Lights?: LHV is now 7-6 in its last 12 G vs. North Division teams. The 'Pigs started just 1-20 vs. division rivals.
* Lovin’ Lehigh Lefties: In their last 36 GS, 'Pigs LH starters are 14-14, 3.41 (248.1 ip, 94 er)...

+ ...But Righties: RH starters have only had 1 ‘Quality Start’ in their last 20 GS (on 6/7, Gary Knotts snapped an 16-
start QS drought since 4/14). LHV RH starters have gone just 2-14, 7.02 ERA in their last 20 GS (91.0 ip, 71 er).

OUT OF THE I.L. CELLAR:
LHV climbed back ahead of NOR on Monday and out of the I.L. cellar -- (they climbed out for three days June 13-
15) The IronPigs spent the first 70 days if the season in last place in the IL.

PHILLIES TRIPLE-A STRUGGLES:
Going back to last season, Phillies’ Triple-A teams (OTT, LHV) have gone 45-81 (.357) since 7/20/07. In fact, since
Ottawa was last above .500 at 22-21 on 5/24/07, the teams have gone 62-118 (.344) and a combined 49.0 GB.

SLOW START

The IronPigs’ 0-11 start was the worst start in all of Minor League Baseball and the slowest in IL history in the last

30 years (the 2000 Richmond Braves and the 2001 Columbus Clippers both started 0-8). The first win in franchise

history -- a 3-1 victory 4/14 vs. RIC -- also snapped a 14-game losing streak (dating back to last year) for a Phillies’

Triple-A affiliate and was the first win for an affiliated team in the Lehigh Valley since the 1960 Allentown Red Sox.
* Through their first 31 G (May 5), the IronPigs batted .214, averaged just 2.3 R/G and hit just .151 w/ RISP.

PRESEASON NOTES:

BASEBALL IS BACK:

The IronPigs inaugural season will snap a 47-year draught of affiliated baseball in the Lehigh Valley — which has
been void since the Allentown Red Sox of the Eastern League departed for Johnstown following their stint from
1958-60. Other major league teams once represented in the LV were the Cardinals (1940, 1942-52, 1954-56), the
Phillies (1941), the Boston Braves (1939) and the Brooklyn Dodgers (1935-36). The only other professional base-
ball team in the LV during the draught were the independent Allentown Ambassadors (1997-2003) of the
Northern/Northeast Leagues.

HUPPERT USED TO WINNING

IronPigs skipper Dave Huppert started the season in 3rd place in wins amongst active managers. The Top 8 also
includes Scranton/Wilkes-Barre manager Dave Miley: (1) Marc Bombard - 1,646; (2) Tom Kotchman - 1,490; (3)

THREE-PEAT:

IronPigs manager Dave Huppert comes to Allentown after winning back-to-back league championships. The 50-
year-old piloted the 2007 Clearwater Threshers to an 83-57 record and a Florida State League (Advanced-A) title
after guiding the 2006 Lakewood Blue Claws to an 84-55 record and a South Atlantic League (Low-A) title. Taking
it back farther, Huppert led his team to the post-season in three of his previous four managerial stints including a
FSL Co-Championship with Brevard County in 2001. The native of South Gate, Calif., has posted a 1,425-1,214
(.540) career record.
