TONIGHT’S GAME:

The IronPigs (21-42) begin a season-long 11-game homestand with a four-game series against the Rochester Red
Wings (26-37) at Coca-Cola. With a 2-1 loss in Indianapolis last night, Lehigh Valley finished 3-5 on its eight-game
West Division road trip. The 'Pigs are now 10-8 in their last 18 games and have gone 16-12 since starting the sea-
son 5-30. They remain 17.0 games behind in the North. The fifth-place Red Wings (Minnesota affiliate) won two in
a row to split a four-game set at Buffalo. Rochester is 3-5 in its last eight games but is still 7-5 in the last 12. Since
they were 12-12 since last playing Lehigh Valley on 4/27, the Red Wings have gone just 14-25.

« First-Pitch is at 7:05 p.m. Gates will open at 6:00 p.m. for T-Shirt Giveaway Night, presented by Coca-Cola.
The first 2,500 children 12-and-under will receive a free T-Shirt.

PITCHING MATCHUP:
RHP Gary Knotts -- who is making his fourth start of the season -- is a 6-4, 215-pound right-hander from Decatur,
AL, signed by Philadelphia as a minor league free agent 7/31/07. He started 2007 with the Independent League
Newark Bears, where he was an Atlantic League All-Star and led the league in ERA -- going 7-5, 2.65 in 16 GS. He
then pitched with both Reading (1-2, 0.86 in 3 GS) and Ottawa (1-2, 5.89 in 3 GS) -- where he fired a 1-0 shutout
of Rochester on 8/30 for the 1,000th victory in Lynx franchise history. Originally selected by Florida in the 11th round
of 1995, Knotts made his ML debut 7/28/01 at Cincinnati and has four years of ML service with the Marlins and the
Detroit Tigers (13-16, 5.45 and 2 SV in 86 G, 38 GS).

RHP Danny Graves, 34, is a 6-0, 200-pound right-hander signed by Minnesota on 3/30/08. Born in Saigon, Graves
is the first and only Vietnam-born player in the history of MLB (was there for 14 months). Graves was originally
selected by Cleveland in the 4th round of 1994 out of University of Miami -- tearing his ACL in the College World
Series two days after being drafted. He made his ML debut with 7/16/06 with CLE and has combined to go 43-44,
4.05 with 182 saves in 518 G, 30 GS with the Indians (1996-97), CIN (1997-2005), NY-N (2005) and COL (2006).
He notched a personal-best 41 SV with CIN in 2004 after making a career-high 26 GS in 2003. Last season, Graves
spent the with the Long Island Ducks (Ind.), leading the Atlantic League with 33 SV (4-5, 3.90 in 62 G).

TEAM NOTES

CATCHING FIRE: JARAMILLO AND SUOMI

LHV Catchers -- Jason Jaramillo and John Suomi -- have combined to hit safely in their last 19 consecutive
games. Now that Cervenak’s streak is over, Jason Jaramillo has the 'Pigs longest current hitting streak at 13 G
(.463-0-6, 19-41, 8 R) -- which is also tied for the longest current streak in the IL (Omir Santos, NOR) after Brent
Clevlen’s (TOL) 15-gamer ended Thursday. Earlier this season, Jaramillo had a 10-game streak (4/14-4/25). John
Suomi has hit safely in his last 6 starts (.320-1-3, 8-25), but he doesn't have a streak because of a PH appear-
ance 5/28 (6-3). Jaramillo has also gunned down 14 of the last 38 (36.8%) SB attempts and has had 3 POs...
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CERVENAK’S STREAK OVER:

Wednesday, INF Mike Cervenak went 0-4, snapping his franchise-record 18-game hitting streak -- the longest hit-
ting streak in the IL in 2008 (previously 17 by Andy Phillips, LOU; and Alex Escobar, COL). The longest hitting
streak in MILB in 2008 is 28 games by Michael Jones with Greensboro (SAL) from 4/9-5/7. Cervenak batted .423-
2-13 (30-71) during the streak, which lasted from 5/16-6/3.

HAPPy DAYS:
LHP J.A. Happ has won in 3 of his last 4 decisions and is 3-2, 3.28 in his last 9 GS (57.2 ip, 21 er). His 10 Ks last
start put him back in 1st in the IL (81 K), 3rd best in MILB. Happ’s 13 K on 5/9 vs. COL is the most in the IL in '08.

GAINING GROUND:

* Pt. 1: LHV has pulled to within 3.0 games of Charlotte as they try to climb out of the IL cellar.

* Pt. 2: LHV has pulled to within 5.0 games of Rochester as they try to climb out of the IL North Division cellar.

* Pt. 3: LHV has climbed another spot in MILB by pulling ahead of Rome (SAL, Atlanta) last Sunday -- now a bet-
ter record than 3 other teams. They climbed out of the cellar and over St. Lucie (FSL, NY-N) on 5/13.

BACON BITS:

* The IronPigs avoided a shutout with a R in the 9th last night. They haven't been shutout since 4/29 afte being
shutout in 5 of their first 26 G.

* Popping in the Clutch: In their first 31 G, the IronPigs batter just .151 w/ RISP. In their last 32 G, the IronPigs are
batting .303 w/ RISP.

* Getting Series-ous: After starting the season losing their first 10 series, the IronPigs have now either won or split
6 of the last 7 series. They've won three, split three and lost one.

* Hit Parade: The 'Pigs have outhit their opponents in 14 of last the 18 G (tied in one) and are 10-8 in those 18 G
-- with double-digit hit totals in 11 G. They only outhit their opponents in 12 of the first 45 G (11-34).

* Lovin’ Lehigh Lefties: In their last 26 GS, 'Pigs LH starters are 10-7, 3.14 (175.0 ip, 61 er)...

+...But Righties?: There hasn’t been a ‘Quality Start' by a RH starter since RHP Ron Chiavacci's win 4/14 vs. RIC.
IronPig RH starters have gone just 1-13 with a 8.19 ERA in their last 16 GS (70.1 ip, 64 er).

* Though Shalt Not Steal: In the first 20 G, the 'Pigs were just 4-29 (86%) nailing SB attempts; in the last 42 G, the
catchers have thrown out 24-57 (42.1%) with 3 POs.

+ Spelling R-E-L-I-E-F: The 'Pigs relief corps has gone 8-3, 2.47, 7 SV (87.1 ip, 24 er) in the last 26 G. They've
stranded 15 of their last 18 inherited runners.

+ Sacrifice!: The 'Pigs have 37 sacrifices (23 bunts, 14 flies) in the past 35 G. They only had 9 SACs in the first 27 G.

HOMERUNS (JUNE 3):
The four HRs hit by the IronPigs on Tuesday (6/3) was a season-high -- and it came after LHV started the road trip
without a HR in the Louisville series. LHV hadn't had a HR since the inside-the-park HR by Javon Moran in the 1st
inning 5/29 vs. IND (47.2 innings span) -- and they hadn’t had a ‘traditional’ HR in 7+ games (68.2 innings span).
* The back-to-back HRs by Andy Tracy and Brennan King were also a franchise first.
+ Brennan King also became the first IronPig with a 2-HR game. He hadn’t homered since 4/7 (Game 4) -- a
span of 173 AB. His 8 total bases last night also tied a franchise record with Javon Moran (5/29 vs. IND).

GOING ON THE OFFENSIVE:

Since 5/5, the 'Pigs are batting .273 (286-1046, 18 HR) in 32 G, raising the team AVG from .214 to .247. They have
averaged 4.7 R/G (151) after averaging just 2.3 R/G in the first 31 games of 2008. They're also batting .303 (92-
304) w/ RISP in the 32 G after starting .151 (33-219) in those situations in 31 G -- improving to .239 for the season.

PHILLIES TRIPLE-A STRUGGLES:
Going back to last season, Phillies’ Triple-A teams (OTT, LHV) have gone 37-72 (.339) since 7/20/07. In fact, since
Ottawa was last above .500 at 22-21 on 5/24/07, the teams have gone 54-108 (.333) and a combined 45.5 GB

SLOW START

The IronPigs’ 0-11 start was the worst start in all of Minor League Baseball and the slowest in IL history in the last
30 years (the 2000 Richmond Braves and the 2001 Columbus Clippers both started 0-8). The first win in franchise
history -- a 3-1 victory 4/14 vs. RIC -- also snapped a 14-game losing streak (dating back to last year) for a Phillies’
Triple-A affiliate and was the first win for an affiliated team in the Lehigh Valley since the 1960 Allentown Red Sox.
