
TONIGHT’S GAME:
The IronPigs (2-11) earned their first victory in franchise history on Monday and promptly followed with their first
‘winning streak’by defeating the Toledo Mud Hens, 4-1, last night. The 2007 West Division Champion MudHens (7-
5) have now lost three straight games. The game also marked the first come-from-behind win in IronPigs history.

• The IronPigs back-to-back wins are the first for the Phillies’Triple-Aaffiliate since Ottawa defeated Buffalo
8/20-8/21 (a span of 26 games). They will now look to make it three straight for the first time since 5/3-5/5/07 -- an
amazingly dubious string of 130 games with out back-to-back-to-back wins.  

• First-Pitch tonight is scheduled for 7:05 p.m. Gates will open at 5:50 p.m. (5:30 p.m. for the Club Level).

RHPJ.D. Durbin, who appeared in 18 games with Philadelphia last season, will take the mound tonight for the
IronPigs. Amember of the 40-Man Roster, the 6-0, 208-lb righthander was claimed by the Phillies off waivers from
Boston, 4/14/07. He also appeared in one game for Arizona prior to being claimed off waivers by Boston, 4/9/07
(was designated three times last season) and later became the only MLB rookie to record a shutout (7/22 @ SD)
and a save (8/7 vs. FLA). Overall, Durbin went 6-5 with a 5.15 ERAin 18 G, 10 GS with Philadelphia and 2-4 with
a 4.55 ERAin 10 GS for Ottawa (59.1 ip, 67 h, 33 r, 30 er, 21 bb, 44 k). Aformer 2nd round pick by Minnesota in
the 2000 draft, Durbin made it up to the Twins for a four-game stint in 2004 (0-1, 7.36, 1 GS).

• Durbin did not face Toledo in 2007.

RHPJeremy Johnson, 25, is a 6-3, 170-pound righty from originally selected by Detroit in the 11th round of the 2000
draft out of Mooresville (NC) HS (he resigned as a minor league FAwith Detroit, 12/12/07). Last season, the Concord,
NC, native spent the majority of his season with Toledo, going 3-3, 3.44 ERAin 39 G, 2 GS (68 ip, 64 h, 28 r, 26 er,
23 bb, 45 k). He also made two August relief appearances with Erie (AA), going 2-0 with a 3.38 ERAin 5.1 IP. He
has primarily been a starting pitcher during his career aside from last season.

• Johnson went 0-0, 0.00 ERAin 1 G vs. OTTin 2007 (1.0 ip, 1 h, 0 r, 0 er, 0 bb, 0 k).

For the first time in the last four days, LHV has no roster changes.

• For Starters!: In the last 4 G, LHV starters have combined to go 2-0 with a 1.71 ERAand an .195 OBA(21 ip, 4 er,
19 k, 15-77). They have only yielded 2 extra-base hits in those starts.
• The 4 runs scored by the IronPigs marked their highest total ever. They’d previously scored 3 runs on 3 occasions.
They still have the the fewest R in the ILat 23 -- 20 fewer than the second-lowest total of 43 (Columbus).
• The 8 men that came to bat in the th was a season-high for the Pigs, who tied their ’08 high with 2 R in an inning.
• LHV started Tue. with just 9 individual multi-hit G (never 2 in 1 G). They had 3 last night (Spidale, Cervenak, King). 
• Make it White Tonight: The IronPigs are now 2-1 in their home white jerseys. They’re 0-10 in the other 4 they wear. 
• You’re in Good Hands: LHV has only committed 2 E in their last 4 G (Watson, Hammond). The opponents have 7

BACON BITS, PT II:
• K.O. KING: J.A. Happis tied for the ILlead with 21 K (David Purcey, SYR) after fanning 9 men in each of his last 2 GS.
• Fighting over Inheritance: The IronPigs bullpen has stranded just 8 of 21 (38.1%) inherited runners to score. Meanwhile, their opponents have
stranded 19-21 (90.4%). In fact, they had stranded the first 17 until Gookie Dawkins’ two-run double Sunday.
• No Worries!: The IronPigs have started 0-11 as manager Dave Huppert looks to win his third consecutive league title. In 2005, his South Atlantic
League Champion Lakewood BlueClaws started the season 0-9! Even though the SALplays two separates halves, the BlueClaws finished the first
half at 37-32 and wound up 84-55 for the season.
• Schedule Scam?: The IronPigs first four series of the season feature 3 playoff teams from 2007 (Scranton/Wilkes-Barre, Richmond and Toledo).
Including Pawtucket, the teams combined to go 310-259 last season.

THE KEY-AVACCI
Monday, RHPRon Chiavacci became the first IronPigs player to record a victory (6.0 ip, 3 h, 0 r, 3 bb, 8 k). The 30-year-old Scranton native now
leads the ILin ERA(0.52) and he currently holds a 16.1 scoreless IPstreak. He also has recorded the only two ‘quality starts’by the IronPigs pitch-
ing staff this season. 

STRUGGLING TOSCORE...CONT.:
The IronPigs have been shutout in 3 of 12 G this season (last season OTTwas shutout for the 3rd time on 4/30, Game 19) and they’ve scored just
23 R in 13 G, an average of 1.8/G. The next worst total in the ILis 43 (Columbus). The IronPigs are still last in the ILin AVG (.189) and the team is
batting just .122 (11-90) with RISP; and .165 (28-170) with runners on base. The 4th hitters in the LHV lineup have 0 HR and 1 RBI (0 in first 11 G) in
the 13 G and are batting just .125-0-1 (6-48).

SLOW START
The IronPigs’0-11 start was the worst start in all of Minor League Baseball and the slowest in ILhistory in the last 30 years (the 2000 Richmond
Braves and the 2001 Columbus Clippers both started 0-8). The first win in franchise history -- a 3-1 victory 4/14 vs. RIC -- also snapped a 14-game
losing streak (dating back to last year) for a Phillies’Triple-Aaffiliate and was the first win for an affiliated team in the Lehigh Valley since the 1960
Allentown Red Sox. 

PRESEASON NOTES:

ROSTER BREAKDOWN:
The IronPigs roster consists of 18 (75%) players who have already played in the Major Leagues -- with 37-year-old reliever LHPVic Darensbourg
having the most service time on the roster. Darensbourg has appeared in 309 games over the course of nine seasons (1998-2005). The average age
of the Opening Day roster is 30.04-years-old with Darensbourg being the oldest and LHPTravis Blackley(25, won’t turn 26 until November). The
roster also features four members of the Phillies 40-Man Roster (RHPJoe Bisenius, OF T.J. Bohn, LHPJ.A. Happand C Jason Jaramillo). 

PORK POWER, PT 2:
The Ottawa Lynx managed just one home run in their first 27 games last season and finished the year last in the ILwith 59 (23 fewer than the next
team; 87 fewer than ILleading Durham). In fact,  it took Ottawa 14 games and 481 AB before Brennan Kinghit their firstHR... This season could
be different for the IronPigs, as the Phillies this off-season signed OF Val Pascucci, who was the 2007 Pacific Coast League HR leader with 34 for
Albuquerque; 1B Andy Tracy, who led New Orleans with 23 HR in 2007; INF Mike Cervenak, who swatted 15 HR with Norfolk; and C Pete LaForest,
who belted 29 HR in just 296 at-bats with Portland (AAA) last year. Even the newly acquired utility INF Chris Woodwardhit 13 home runs in only 90
games for the Toronto Blue Jays in 2002.

FAMILIAR FACES:
It is quite possible that early in the season, the IronPigs could post a starting lineup that features eight starters that have appeared in the IL-- but
with different Major League affiliates: C Pete LaForest (Durham 2002-05), 1B Andy Tracy (Ottawa 2000-01, 2006; Norfolk 2002), 2B Chris
Woodward(Syracuse 1998-2001); SS Gookie Dawkins(Louisville 2002; Toledo 2005; Indianapolis 2007), 3B Mike Cervenak(Norfolk 2007); OF
Brandon Watson(Louisville 2006; Columbus 2007); OF T.J. Bohn(Richmond 2007) and starting RHPRon Chiavacci (Indianapolis 2005-06; Toledo
2007). In addition, it is possible the save could also come from a non-Phillie ILveteran: as late-inning relievers RHPJohn Ennispreviously pitched
for Richmond (2003) and Toledo(2003-06) and RHPMatt Childerspitched for Indianapolis (2002-04), Richmond (2005) and Columbus (2006).

THREE-PEAT:
IronPigs manager Dave Huppertcomes to Allentown after winning back-to-back league championships. The 50-year-old piloted the 2007 Clearwater
Threshers to an 83-57 record and a Florida State League (Advanced-A) title after guiding the 2006 Lakewood Blue Claws to an 84-55 record and a
South Atlantic League (Low-A) title. Taking it back farther, Huppert led his team to the post-season in three of his previous four managerial stints
including a FSLCo-Championship with Brevard County in 2001. The native of South Gate, Calif., has posted a 1,425-1,214 (.540) career record.

BASEBALLIS BACK:
The IronPigs inaugural season will snap a 47-year draught of affiliated baseball in the Lehigh Valley – which has been void since the Allentown Red
Sox of the Eastern League departed for Johnstown following their stint from 1958-60. Other major league teams once represented in the LV were the
Cardinals (1940, 1942-52, 1954-56), the Phillies (1941), the Boston Braves (1939) and the Brooklyn Dodgers (1935-36). The only other profession-
al baseball team in the LV during the draught were the independent Allentown Ambassadors (1997-2003) of the Northern/Northeast Leagues.
