
TONIGHT’S GAMES:
After last night’s rain postponement, the IronPigs (64-68) play Games One and Two of a three-game series with a
doubleheader at the second-place Syracuse Chiefs (70-62) -- Washington’s top affiliate. With an 11-2 win Thursday
to split their two-game series at Rochester, the ’Pigs have won six of their last eight games and have started 4-2 on
this season-long, nine-game road trip. Although just 8-11 in its last 19 contests, LHV remains 41-33 (.554) since
6/11... Syracuse lost Thursday, 2-1 -- splitting a two-game series at SWB -- and have now dropped six of their last
nine affairs. Last .500 in June 16 (32-32), the Chiefs are 38-30 in their last 68.

• Double-Trouble?: The ’Pigs are 4-6 in DH games, having split their last one 8/20 vs. SWB... They had their only
DH sweep in the prior twinbill, 7/18 vs. ROC (7-5, 6-3); were swept twice [5/14 @ COL; 7/3 vs. SYR (Day-Night)].

• North Stars?: The ’Pigs have now gone 20-14 (.588) in their last 34 division games vs. the North.
FORTUNE .500?:
The ’Pigs need to go 8-4 in their remaining 12 G to finish at .500; 9-3 to finish above .500 (where LHV’s never been).
TONIGHT’S PITCHERS (G2 STARTERS ON Page 2):
LHP Gustavo Chacin, 28, is a 5-11, 207-pound lefty signed by PHI as a minor league free agent 4/6/09 (released by
WAS at the end of Spring Training). After undergoing surgery for a slight tear in his labrum on 8/29/07, the native of
Maracaibo, VZ, spent 2008 battling injuries rehabbing for Toronto in Single-ADunedin (1-7, 7.88 in 11 GS before a sea-
son-ending ACL tear). Chacin last pitched in MLB for Toronto in 2007, and went 25-15, 4.18 in a 4-year stint with the
Jays. He made his ML debut 9/20/04 at NYY and became the 7th Jay to win his first start (7 ip, 3 er). In his rookie sea-
son of ’05, Chacin went 13-9, 3.72 in 34 GS and led TOR with 121 SO. The 13 wins set a team rookie record for start-
ing pitchers and he was ALRookie of the Month twice (April: 2-1, 2.48 in 5 GS; and July: 5-0, 2.97 in 6 GS) and became
the fastest Blue Jay to ever reach the 10-win plateau. Chacin emerged in MiLB in 2004, when he went 16-2, 2.86 in
25 with New Hampshire and was an Eastern League post-season All-Star. Originally signed by TOR as a non-drafted
free agent 7/3/98, he worked with fragrance experts to concoct Chacin Cologne for a team promotion 6/27/06.

• GC started in Reading (1-0, 3.21, 2 G, 1 GS): winning his lone 5/23 @ ALT (5 ip, er) -- his first win since 6/4/08 @ FTM.

LEAN, MEAN, FIGHTING CHACIN: Gustavo has won his last 5 decisions (would’ve had LHV record 5-start win streak
if not for a BS on 8/2). Even so, he’s gone 5-0, 3.02 (62.2 ip, 21 er, 8 QS) in his last 10 GS... (hasn’t lost since 6/29).
RHP Marco Estrada -- a member of the Nationals 40-Man Roster -- is a 6-0, 197-pound, 26-year-old righty select-
ed by Washington in the 6th round of the 2005 draft out of Long Beach State (CA) -- where he was honorable men-
tion All-Big West his only season there (8-3, 2.43 in 18 G, 16 GS). The native of San Fernando, Calif., started in
Double-A Harrisburg (6-3, 2.66 in 13 GS) and made it all the way to the ML. On 6/16, he was promoted to Columbus
-- where he went 3-3, 3.58 in 12 GS before making his ML debut on 8/20 at PHI (2.0 ip, 2 h, 0 r, 2 k). In all, he went
0-0, 7.82 in 11 G, 0 GS with Washington. Estrada was born in Sonora, Mexico, and became the 5th Mexican-born
National and the 4th member of the Nationals’ initial draft class to reach the big leagues.

TONIGHT’S G2 PITCHERS (G1 STARTERS ON Page 1):
LHP Joe Savery -- making his 6th career Triple-A start -- is a 6-3, 215-pound, 23-year-old lefty drafted by Philadelphia
in the first round (19th overall) in 2007 out of Rice University -- where he finished his standout career first-team All-
America as a two-way player and earned his 2nd conference Player-of-the-Year award in three seasons. He led Rice
through the NCAA regional with a Most Outstanding Player performance... The native of Bellaire, TX, spent 2008 with
Advanced-AClearwater, going 9-10, 4.13 in 27 G, 24 GS -- leading the Florida State League with 150.1 IP. Savery made
his pro debut in 2007 with Advanced-R Williamsport (2-3, 2.73 in 7 GS) and pitched for Peoria in the Arizona Fall League
following the season (1-1, 0.64 in 5 GS). He is ranked as the No. 20 prospect in the system by Baseball America.

• JS’s 15 wins are tied for 2nd most in MiLB with 3 others -- one ‘W’ behind Donald Hume (High Desert, CAL).
• JS started ’09 in Reading, going 12-4, 4.41 in 21 G, 20 GS, (CG, 112.1 ip, 111 h. 55 r, 55 er, 53 bb, 77 k, .262, 13 hr). 
• After starting 0-1, 4.50 in 3 GS, Savery won 12 consecutive decisions from 4/28-7/9 in a span of 15 GS.
• Even though he managed to go 2-3, JS had an 8.46 ERA (27.2/26 er) in his last 5 GS @ REA -- raising from 3.08.
• JS, 8/23 @ PAW (W, 4-2):   W, 5.2 ip, 5 h, 2 r, 2 er, 3 bb, 3 k    Up 1-0, 2-out 2B led to R in 2nd; Ret’d 9 in row til R in 6th; left up 3-2

LHP Ross Detwiler -- a member of the Nationals 40-Man Roster -- is a 6-5, 185-pound, 23-year-old righty select-
ed by Washington in the 1st round (6th overall) in 2007 out of Missouri State (highest draft pick in school history).
The native of St. Louis made his ML debut on 9/7/07 vs. ATL, pitching one hitless inning in relief and becoming the
first player drafted in 2007 to appear in a ML game (joined Chad Cordero and Ryan Zimmerman as the 3rd mem-
ber of the Nationals to be called up the same year he was drafted. Detwiler opened the 2009 season with Double-
A Harrisburg (0-3, 2.96 in 6 GS), but due to the injury of Scott Olsen, he was called up 5/18/09 (see below). He
spent all of 2008 in Avdanced-A Potomac, going 8-8, 4.86 in 26 GS. 

• With Washington, RD went 0-5, 6.40 ERA in 10 GS, 1 CG (52 ip, 69 h, 38 r, 37 er, 22 bb, 33 k, .315)  from 5/18-7/8.
• Last 3 G: 2-0, 1.00 ERA (18 ip, 2 er); had previously gone 0-2, 4.64 in his first five Triple-A games.
• RD pitched well in a n/d last time out, a 3-2 SYR loss 8/24 vs. DUR: n/d, 5.0 ip, 4 h, 0 r, 0 er, 2 bb, 3 k.

The ’Pigs final 26 G are against the North Division -- and they have started 7-7. LHV is 35-33 (.515) vs. the North
in ’09. This comes after faring just 22-58 (.275) in 2008... Still, the ’Pigs have gone 20-14 (.588) in their last 34 divi-
sion games vs. the North... LHV had/has ND foes in 50 of the final 66 G (including 10 vs. division-leading SWB).
GETTIN’ DEFENSIVE:
The ’Pigs have committed just 21 E in the last 47 G -- and have the best total (85 in the I.L. by 8 E ahead of SWB).
LHV leads the IL in fielding percentage (.983) and has turned an IL 2nd-best 141 double plays (SYR has 142)... 
BULLPEN: TAXED BUT TICKING!:
In the last 7 G, the ’Pigs relief corps has only allowed 3 R in 23.0 IP -- for a 1.17 ERA ... Including spot-starter Jake
Woods, the ’Pigs bullpen has worked 121.0 IP in the last 34 G, an average of almost 4.0 IP/G (starters have gone
more than 6.0 IP just 4x times in the last 32 G)... Perhaps the wear-n-tear has shown over time, as the corps has
gone 3-5, 4.92 (56.2 ip, 31 er) and 4 BS in the last 18 G... Still, since the first series of ’09 (18 ip, 26 er), the pen
has a combined 3.06 ERA (408.2 ip, 139 er) in 128 G.
FOURTH DOWN:
LHV remains in 4th place in the North... They held sole possession of third place for a franchise-long 15 straight
days from 8/3-8/17... They took their initial residence of 3rd place was for 4 days from 7/18-7/21... and have now
had five stints in sole possession for a total of 22 days (last: 8/17)... Previously, the 'Pigs took their initial sole resi-
dence of 4th place for 10 days (4/16; 6/24-7/2).
