
TONIGHT’S GAME:
The IronPigs (8-11) start an eight-game homestand with the opener of a four-game series against the Toledo Mud hens
(10-9) -- the Detroit affiliate and second-place team in the West Division. With a 7-0 loss at Scranton/Wilkes-Barre (16-
3) last night, the ’Pigs snapped their mini two-game win streak and have now dropped nine of the last 10 to the Yankees
going back to last season. After starting 8-2, the Mud Hens have lost 7 of their last 9 games -- though they enter this
series after a two-game split versus Columbus. As it turns out, the ’Hens are 7-2 on the road; 3-7 at home. 

• Go West, Young Men!: The finally get out of the North Division -- as the ’Pigs have played their first 19 games
against the Top 3 teams in the North Division (combined 37-17, .685). The rest of the I.L. is 93-113, .451.

• Go West, Young Men, Pt. II: The Pigs went 14-18 vs. the West last year; they are now a combined 30-69 vs. North.
• First-Pitch tonight is 7:05 p.m. for Dog Day #1 & Dog Leash Night, presented by Lehigh Valley Animal Hospital.

With a win today, the IronPigs will: 
• Set a franchise-high winning percentage (.450); eclipsing current mark of .444 set with their win Tuesday night.
TONIGHT’S PITCHERS:
RHP Kyle Kendrick -- making just his fifth career Triple-A start -- is a 24-year-old, 6-3, 190-pound righty drafted by
Philadelphia in the 7th-round of 2003 out of Mt. Vernon (WA) HS -- turning down a scholarship to play QB at
Washington State to sign with the Phillies. A member of Philadelphia’s 40-Man Roster with 1.110 years of ML serv-
ice time already accrued, Kendrick was initially promoted from Reading (AA) straight to the Majors on 6/13/07 -- and
became a key cog in the Phils’ run to capture the N.L. East. He went 10-4, 3.87 in 20 starts, leading all N.L. rook-
ies in wins and ranking 3rd in ERA.  Kendrick started 2008 right where he left off -- going 8-3, 4.47 in 19 starts before
the All-Star Break. However, he struggled thereafter, finishing just 3-6, 7.59 in his next 11 GS before being left off
the Phils’ postseason rosters. In all, he is 21-13, 4.78 in 51 G, 50 GS w/ PHI (276.2 ip, 323 h, 147 er, 82 bb, 117 k).

• KK earned the ‘W’ in the first-ever game at CCP -- a 5-3 PHI victory over LHV in exhibition 3/30/08 (5 ip, 0 r).
• In ML Spring Training, KK went 1-3, 9.20 in 4 GS. In Triple-A S.T., KK went 0-1, 13.51 in 1 GS (3.1 ip, 5 er).
• AA, 4/25 vs. LHV (L, 5-4):    L, 5.0+ ip, 7 h, 4 r, 4 er, 3 bb, 3 k      Stranded 3 in 1st; down 1-0 in 6th, KO’s on 3 straight LO hits 

RHP Ruddy Lugo -- brother of Boston’s Julio Lugo (who just rehabbed at Coca-Cola Park) -- is a 6-0, 210-pound,
28-year-old righty signed by Detroit as a free agent on 1/30/09. Born in Barahona, D.R., the Brooklyn native spent
the entire 2008 with the Mets’ organization at Triple-A New Orleans, where he went 7-12, 5.36 in 24 G, 24 GS.
Originally drafted by Milwaukee in the 3rd round of 1999 out of Xaverian (NY) H.S., Lugo made his ML debut in 2006
with Tampa Bay -- leading all American League rookies in appearances (64) and relief innings (85.0) while finishing
2nd among qualifying AL relievers in ERA, going 2-4, 3.81. In 2007, Lugo started with Tampa (2-0, 9.28 in 11 G)
prior to being claimed off waivers by Oakland on 6/14. He wound up going 4-0, 4.30 in 27 G with the A’s -- ending
the 2007 season with the longest active winning streak in the Majors (6-0).

REHABS:
C Carlos Ruiz, who had his ML rehab assignment with the ’Pigs cut short on Monday, is expected to rejoin Lehigh
Valley on Thursday. Ruiz has been on Philadelphia’s DL since suffering a strained right oblique on 4/10 at Colorado.
He went 1-6 with 3 BB in his first two games with the IronPigs Saturday and Sunday. Prior to landing on the D.L.,
the 30-year-old was hitting .273 (3-for-11) with a double and a walk in four games.

Other notable rehabs at Coca-Cola Park: OF Shane Victorino (4/26-4/27/08), RHP Rudy Seanez (8/11/08) &
Boston RHP Daisuke Matsuzaka (6/16/08) and SS Julio Lugo (4/24-4/26/09). Detroit Tigers LHP Dontrelle Willis
is expected to rehab with a start for Toledo at Coca-Cola Park on Friday.
BACON BITS, PT 2:
• Falling Behind: LHV’s opponent has scored first in 11 of the last 13 G -- but the ’Pigs have still managed to win in 6.
• OF John Mayberry has hit in 7 of his last 8 G (11-31, .355-3-9, 5 2B, 4 BB), slugging at .806.
• SS Jason Donald has started all 19 G and has yet to commit an E – leading IL SS in fielding (110 chances).
• WIth 6 DPs in the last 2 G, LHV has now turned an IL-best 24 double plays. The next closest teams have 21. 
• Tuesday’s win marked the first time in ’09 (first since 8/29/08) LHV gained ground on 1st -- span of 22 IL days
• The 3rd inning HR by OF Jason Ellison to put LHV up 1-0 Tuesday was Ellison’s first in 489 AB (since 4/17/08).
• The win by RHP Rodrigo Lopez Tues. was his first since 7/7/07, when the Rockies defeated the Phil, 6-3, at CBP.
• Extra! Extra!: With the 2-1 win in 12 innings Monday, LHV is now 1-3 in its four extra-inning games -- all at CCP.
• In a Pinch!: With J.J. Furmaniak’s PH-2B on 4/22, LHV pinch-hitters are 3-4 with a HBP... they started 3-24 in ’08.
• April Showers: The IronPigs are now just 11-34 (.244) during the month of April in franchise history.
• Northern Exposure: The ’Pigs are now 8-11 vs. North Division teams after starting 0-4 (started 1-20 last season).
Going back to ’08, the ’Pigs are just 15-38 (.283) in their last 53 G vs. the ND and 30-69 (.303) in franchise history.
• Past Last!: Since 4/14, the ’Pigs have climbed out of the ND cellar. LHV spent the first 5 days of this season in
last place after starting in the cellar their first 70 days of 2008.
WHAT A DIFFERENCE A YEAR MAKES:
• LHV may be just 8-11, but the IronPigs were 2-17 at this point in ’08. It took the ’Pigs 18 games to get win No. 8
in 2009. Last year, it took 38 games to get win No. 8 – May 11 vs. Columbus, when they ‘improved’ to 8-30.
• The ’Pigs have scored 80 runs in their first 19 G of 2009. It took them until Game 33 (5/6) to get to 80 R in 2008.
THE ‘NEW’-HAN:
The Phillies have added infielder David Newhan to their player development staff as a player/coach for LHV, though
he will not be activated as a player at this time. Newhan, 35, batted .260-2-12 in 64 G with Houston last season.  A
left-handed batter, Newhan also played in 60 games with Triple-A Round Rock in 2008, batting .308-9-36 with 14
2Bs. A 17th-rounder by Oakland in 1995, Newhan has hit .253-23-120 over his 413 games ML career with San
Diego (1999-00), Philadelphia (2000-01), Baltimore (2004-06), New York Mets (2007) and Houston (2008). He was
acquired by PHI on 8/7/00 as the player to be named later in a trade with the Padres for SS Desi Relaford (8/4).
After appearing in 25 G with SWB, he made his PHI debut 9/16/00 as a PH and batted .176 in 10 G over the remain-
der of the season. In 2001, Newhan battled injuries, appearing in just 7 G with the Phils and 13 with SWB.
KING LEHR! FIRST EVER IRONPIG PITCHER-OF-WEEK:
The IL announced that RHP Justin Lehr has been named Pitcher of the Week for the period from April 13-19.  Lehr
is the first IronPigs pitcher in franchise history to receive the award. Lehr provided an enormous lift to the IronPigs
last Monday in his first start of the year.  The 31-year-old tossed 6.1 strong innings, allowing just three hits and one
run in a 5-1 victory over Syracuse. Lehr finished off his impressive week with a victory at Pawtucket on Sunday after-
noon. In the 6-2 win, he limited the PawSox to one run on three hits. Lehr was signed by the Phillies as a free agent
last December.  A ten-year veteran of professional baseball, Lehr has made 66 Major League appearances with
Oakland and Milwaukee, going 4-3 with a 5.31 ERA. Interestingly, Lehr was the IL's Pitcher of the Week almost exact-
ly one year ago while pitching for the Louisville Bats. 1B Andy Tracy won IL Batter of the Week honors twice in ’08. 
PHILLIES TRIPLE-A STRUGGLES:
Going back to the 2007 season, Phillies’ Triple-A teams (OTT, LHV) have gone 77-126 (.379) since 7/20/07. In fact,
since Ottawa was last above .500 at 22-21 on 5/24/07, the teams have gone 94-163 (.366) & a combined 66.5 GB.

• The ’Pigs spent the first 5 days of the ’09 season in last place... after spending the first 70 days of ’08 in last.
In franchise history, they’ve been in the cellar for all but 41 of 171 days (6/13-6/15; 6/23-7/3; 7/28-8/9; 4/15-Pres).
TOP PROSPECTS:
According to Baseball America, three of the Top 4 Prospects in the Phillies’ system will start in the Lehigh Valley:
the returning 22-year-old RHP Carlos Carrasco (#2), a three-time member of the World Team’s Future Game ros-
ter and a pair of 2008 Olympians, C Lou Marson (#3) and SS Jason Donald (#4).
