
TONIGHT’S GAME:
The IronPigs (10-11) play Game Three of a four-game series against the Toledo Mud hens (10-11) -- the Detroit
Tigers affiliate who remain in second-place team in the West Division. With a 6-5 win over the ’Hens last night, the
’Pigs have won four of their last five games and have started 2-0 on this current eight-game homestand. After start-
ing 8-2, the Mud Hens have lost 9 of their last 11 games. Even so, Toledo  is 7-4 on the road as compared to 3-7
at home. First-Pitch tonight is 7:05 p.m. for Men’s T-shirt Night, presented by Coca-Cola.
With a win today, the IronPigs will: 
• Get to .500 for the first time in franchise history! (LHV is currently sitting at its highest winning percentage ever, .476)
• Win three straight games for the first time since four straight 7/27-7/30/08 (tied franchise record), span of 53 games
TONIGHT’S PITCHERS:
RHP Drew Carpenter, 23, is a 6-3, 225-pound right-hander drafted by Philadelphia in the 2nd round of 2006 out of
Long Beach State -- and a member of the Phillies’ 40-Man Roster. The Vacaville, CA, native spent a bulk of 2008 in
Double-A Reading, going just 6-8 with a 5.67 ERA in 16 GS -- but was on the move in the second half, with a stint in
Advanced-A Clearwater (3-3, 2.92 in 8 GS from 6/16-7/31), a Major League debut with Philadelphia (scoreless IP of
relief 8/27 vs. NYM) and a start with Lehigh Valley on 8/31 @ PAW (L, 7 ip 6 h, 2 er). Carpenter had a stellar 2007 sea-
son in Clearwater -- where he led the Florida State League in wins (17) and shutouts (2) while being selected to play
in the 2007 FSL All-Star Game. He finished the season 17-6, 3.20 with 1 SV in 27 G, 24 GS, and tied for the league
lead in CG (3). Among the highlights in his three-year MILB career was a 7-inning perfect game 8/27/07 vs. Fort Myers
(7 ip, 7 k). He also won both his postseason starts (2-0, 2.92) as the Threshers won the 2007 FSL Championship.

• Carpenter enters the season ranked as the No. 22 Prospect in the organization by Baseball America. 
• DC pitched very well in Triple-A Spring training (2-0, 1.04 in 2 GS) after starting in ML S.T. (0-1, 8.53 in 3 G).
• Stronger Later: Thru 4 GS, DC has a 6.75 ERA (8 ip, 6 er) in the first 2 IP of the game; 2.35 (15.1, 4) after.
• DC, 4/27 vs. PAW (W, 2-1):  n/d, 7.1 ip, 4 h, 1 r, 0 er, 3 bb, 3 k    Stranded 2 w/ 0-out in 1st; PB led to u/e R in 2nd; ret’d 15 of last 19 

RHP Chris Lambert, 26, is a 6-1, 205-pound righty and a former first-rounder selected by St. Louis 19th overall in the
2004 draft out of Boston College. He was then acquired by Detroit via a deadline trade with the Cardinals for LHP Mike
Maroth, 8/30/07. The first-ever #1 pick out of BC, the New Hampshire native was also the first player to ever win Big
East Rookie of the Year and Pitcher of the Year as a freshman (9-3, 2.76). Lambert spent the bulk of 2008 in Toledo,
going 12-8 with a 3.50 ERA -- good for 5th in the IL. He also had two stints with Detroit, making his ML debut in a start
8/26/08 vs. Cleveland (L, 2.2 ip, 6 r, 2 er) and finishing 1-2, 5.66 in 8 G, 3 GS. In 2007, he spent most of the year in
the PCL (AAA) with Memphis, going 1-4, 7.89 in 28 G, 4 GS and later dazzled in his IL debut (only appearance) with
TOL on 9/3 vs. COL (n/d, 6.0 ip, 1 h, 0 r, 2 bb, 10 k). A standout hockey defenseman at Memorial HS in Manchester,
Lambert pitched in the 2005 Futures Game in Detroit and was one of 24 players to represent the U.S. at the regional
Olympic Qualifying Tournament in Phoenix -- winning the opening game vs. Guatemala (5 IP, 1 h, 0 r, 9 k).

• CL’s lost his last 2 GS (0-2, 7.60, 10.1 ip, 15 h, 9 er, 3 bb, 5 k, .349) after a gem 4/14 @ LOU (W, 8 ip, 1 h 0 r, 11 k)
• CL lost his last outing, 6-0, 4/25 vs. LOU (L, 6.1 ip, 6 h, 4 r, 4 er, 2 bb, 3 k, 3 hr -- Bankston, Barker, Gomes).

4/15-4/18. The ’Hens also won the 2007 series vs. OTT, 5-3 -- but the teams were an even 2-2 at Fifth-Third Field.

• Comeback!: By erasing a 4-run deficit (5-1) last night, the ’Pigs tied their largest comeback win in LHV history. The
’Pigs have now come-from-behind to 6 times in 21 games after coming from to win just 20x in 144 G last season.
• Go West, Young Men!: LHV is now 2-0 out of the North Division. The ’Pigs played the first 19 G vs. the Top 3 in the
North -- who are combined 40-20, .684. The rest of the IL. is 104-124, .456. Take out 17-4 SWB, and the ’Pigs are 9-6.

PLOP, PLOP... FIZZ, FIZZ... OH WHAT RELIEF IT IS!:
Last night, the ’Pigs bullpen added 4.2 more scoreless IP with a ‘W’ and a ‘SV’. The corps has now allowed just 2 ER
in their last 43.2 IP (0.41)... and just 5 R in their last 51.2 IP (at one point had a 16.1 scoreless innings streak)... In the
last 17 G, the ’Pigs pen is 3-2, 0.79 with 3 SV (68.1 ip, 6 er) -- retiring 143 of the last 180 BF (79.4%). The corps start-
ed  0-3, 13.00 in the first 4 G of ’09 (18 ip, 28 h, 26 er, 19 bb, 2.61 WHIP).
WHAT A DIFFERENCE A YEAR MAKES!:
• LHV is now 10-11; the IronPigs were 2-19 at this point in 2008. It took the ’Pigs 21 games to get win No. 10 in
2009. Last year, it took 41 games to get win No. 10 – May 14 vs. Norfolk, when they ‘improved’ to 10-31.
• The ’Pigs have scored 84 runs in their first 20 G of 2009. It took them until Game 33 (5/6) to get to 84 R in 2008.
BACON BITS, PT 2:
• WIth 11 DPs in the last 4 G, LHV has now turned an IL-best 29 double plays. The next closest teams have 22. 
• Tippecanoe and Tyler TWO!: During his season-starting 10.0 scoreless IP streak, LHP Tyler Walker has only
allowed two batters to reach safely: one 1B (a hit-and-run dribbler) and a HB. He’s retired 29 of 32 BF (91%)%
• Falling Behind?: LHV has led first in both games vs. TOL after its opponents has scored first in 11 of the prev. 13 G. 
• OF Rich Thompson set a LHV record with 3 SB in a game last night. He’s now 6-6 (100%) in ’09 & 31-33 (94%) as a ’Pig.
• OF John Mayberry has hit in 8 of his last 10 G (12-36, .333-3-11, 5 2B, 6 BB), slugging at .722.
• In a Pinch!: With J.J. Furmaniak’s PH-2B on 4/22, LHV pinch-hitters are 3-4 with a HBP... they started 3-24 in ’08.
• April Showers: LHV finished 9-11 in April and is now just 12-34 (.261) during the month of April in franchise history.
• Northern Exposure: The ’Pigs are now 8-11 vs. North Division teams after starting 0-4 (started 1-20 last season).
Going back to ’08, the ’Pigs are just 15-38 (.283) in their last 53 G vs. the ND and 30-69 (.303) in franchise history.
• Past Last!: Since 4/14, the ’Pigs have climbed out of the ND cellar. LHV spent the first 5 days of this season in
last place after starting in the cellar their first 70 days of 2008.
REHABS:
C Carlos Ruiz finished his ML rehab assignment with the ’Pigs last night. He finished 3-13, 2 RBI, 2B, 3 BB in 3 G. 
Other notable rehabs at Coca-Cola Park: OF Shane Victorino (4/26-4/27/08), RHP Rudy Seanez (8/11/08); Boston
RHP Daisuke Matsuzaka (6/16/08) & SS Julio Lugo (4/24-4/26/09); Detroit’s LHP Dontrelle Willis (5/1/09).
PHILLIES TRIPLE-A STRUGGLES:
Going back to the 2007 season, Phillies’ Triple-A teams (OTT, LHV) have gone 79-126 (.385) since 7/20/07. In fact,
since Ottawa was last above .500 at 22-21 on 5/24/07, the teams have gone 96-163 (.3718) & a combined 65.5 GB.

• The ’Pigs spent the first 5 days of the ’09 season in last place... after spending the first 70 days of ’08 in last.
In franchise history, they’ve been in the cellar for all but 43 of 173 days (6/13-6/15; 6/23-7/3; 7/28-8/9; 4/15-Pres).
TOP PROSPECTS:
According to Baseball America, three of the Top 4 Prospects in the Phillies’ system will start in the Lehigh Valley:
the returning 22-year-old RHP Carlos Carrasco (#2), a three-time member of the World Team’s Future Game ros-
ter and a pair of 2008 Olympians, C Lou Marson (#3) and SS Jason Donald (#4).
PHILLIES PHARM SYSTEM RANKED 12th:
Baseball America ranks the Phillies as having the 12th best system: up from 22nd in 2008 (21 in ’07; 22 in ’06). 
THE ‘NEW’-HAN... ACTIVATED:
On Friday, the IronPigs have activated infielder David Newhan, who was added to the Phillies’ player development
staff as a player/coach for LHV on April 21. Newhan, 35, batted .260-2-12 in 64 G with Houston last season.  A left-
handed batter, Newhan also played in 60 games with Triple-A Round Rock in 2008, batting .308-9-36 with 14 2Bs.
A 17th-rounder by Oakland in 1995, Newhan has hit .253-23-120 over his 413 games ML career with San Diego
(1999-00), Philadelphia (2000-01), Baltimore (2004-06), New York Mets (2007) and Houston (2008). He was
acquired by PHI on 8/7/00 as the player to be named later in a trade with the Padres for SS Desi Relaford (8/4).
After appearing in 25 G with SWB, he made his PHI debut 9/16/00 as a PH and batted .176 in 10 G over the remain-
der of the season. In 2001, Newhan battled injuries, appearing in just 7 G with the Phils and 13 with SWB.
HUPPERT AMONGST WINNINGEST MANAGERS:
’Pigs skipper Dave Huppert entered 2009 in 3rd place in wins amongst all active managers. The Top 5 also includes
two other current IL managers: (1) Marc Bombard, CHA – 1,709; (2) Tom Kotchman – 1,542; (3) Dave Huppert –
1,480; (4) Dave Miley, SWB – 1,356; (5) Rick Sweet, LOU – 1,352; (6) Buddy Bailey – 1,309.
RETURNING LEAGUE LEADERS:
Andy Tracy led all qualifying first basemen with a .997 fielding percentage (104 G, 870 chances, 3 E)... INF Mike
Cervenak finished 5th in AVG at .311... 3B Terry Tiffee, who’s currently on the D.L. (foot), led all Triple-A with a
.378 AVG while playing in the PCL with Las Vegas (Dodgers).
