
TONIGHT’S GAME:The IronPigs (25-35) play Game Three of a four-game series against the fourth-place Charlotte Knights (26-34) --the White Sox top affiliate. With a 3-2 win last night, the ’Pigs have won back-to-back games overall and two con-secutive home games for the first time since 5/5-5/6 vs. BUF (span of 15 G). Even so, Lehigh Valley is just 11-20in its last 31 games... Charlotte has now dropped three in a row. But since starting 13-22 on May 15, the Knightshave gone a more respectable 13-12... First-Pitch tonight is at 7:05 p.m. for a Quick Change performance.• Same ’ole Saturday Night?: The ’Pigs enter 0-9 on Saturdays; 0-7 wearing the Saturday alternate jerseys. 
With a win tonight, the IronPigs will:• Tie their season-high with a three-game winning streak (5/26-5/28/09) -- which was their first since 7/27-7/30/08,when they tied their franchise record four-game winning streak (which they did twice in 2008).• Win 3 in a row at home for the 2nd time in ’09 (4/27 vs. PAW, 4/30-31 vs. TOL). They’ve yet to win 4 straight at CCP.• Guarantee a win of the 4-game series (2nd in 3 tries after taking series 6/2-6/5 @ IND). They’re 2-4-2 in 4-G series.
TONIGHT’S PITCHERS:RHP Rodrigo Lopez, 33, is a 6-1, 187 pound righty signed by Philadelphia as a minor league free agent on 3/5/09.A native of Mexico, Lopez missed most of the 2008 campaign recovering from “Tommy John” surgery 8/22/07.   Hewas signed by Atlanta exactly one year later (8/22/08), and made two starts in the GCL (3 ip, 0 er) and in Single-ARome (0-1, 2 ip, 9 er). Lopez was the runner-up for the 2002 A.L. Rookie of the Year (Eric Hinske) and twice won15 games for Baltimore before being traded to Colorado for Jason Burch and Jim Miller, 1/12/07.  Additional acco-lades for Lopez include representing Mexico in the 2006 World Baseball Classic (0-2, 3.86).  Originally signed as aminor league free agent by San Diego on 3/21/95, Lopez has logged more than six years of Major League serviceand has a career mark of 65-65 with a 4.80 ERA (187 g, 161 gs, 1016.2 ip, 1113 h, 577 r, 542 er, 315 bb, 674 k).

The native of Los Angeles spent 2008 in Double-A Birmingham (10-4, 3.11 in 28 GS) -- where he led the Southern League in ERA (3.11) and was named to the SL midseason All-Star.• JC won for the first time in four ties his last start, a 3-1 win 6/8 vs. SWB: W, 5.1 ip, 7 h, 3 r, 3 er, bb, 6 k, hr (Cash). • JC had lost his last 2 GS -- 0-2, 6.35 (11.1 ip, 8 er) -- and started 2009 by going 0-4, 6.53 in his first 5 GS.

THAT’S HOW THEY DREW IT UP!:Since winning his first ML start 5/16 @ Washington, RHP Drew Carpenter has now gone 4-0 with a 0.79 ERA in 5 G,4 GS with Lehigh Valley (34.1 ip, 26 h, 3 r, 3 er, 22 k)... Amazingly, Carpenter has taken a shutout into the 8th inningin 3 of his last 4 G -- and into the 7th in the other. The ’Pigs are 8-3 when he starts*. His win in his lone ML appear-ance ’09 was in G2 of a DH vs. the Nats (4.1 ip*, 8 h, 5 r, 5 er, 3 bb, 4 k); credited with a win due to Rule 10.17 (b) (2). 
GETTIN ’MIGGY WITH IT!INF Miguel Cairo has hit safely in 18 of his first 21 G since joining Lehigh Valley (29-82, .354-3-10) -- and he hashit 3 HR after going 850 AB without one (going back to 2005)... On 5/28 @ BUF, he hit his first HR since 7/28/05,when he hit on as a Met in Minute Maid Park against RHP Chad Qualls... After going 850 AB without one a homerun, he hit two in a span of 7 AB (connected again 5/30 vs. ROC). In the Majors, he’s gone 813 ABs since that HR,which, according to the Elias Sports Bureau, is the longest active homerless streak in the Majors Leagues.
BOWERS POWERS:LHP Cedric Bowers had an 11.0 scoreless IP streak snapped Monday (1 ip, 1 r, 1 er)... But during the impressivestreak, he’d unscored upon in his previous 8 G -- during which opposing batters were 0-29! The run scored after aone-out 3B by Drew Sutton which snapped a string of Bowers not allowing an extra basehit in a span of 16+ G,20.2 IP & 66 AB. It was just the 3rd extra basehit that Bowers had allowed in his first since 4/19 on an Alex Ochoasolo HR... Even so, he has allowed just 1 R in his last 10 G (0-0, 0.66 ERA, 6 holds, 13.2 IP, 3 h, 1 er, 11 k).
WHO’S HOT (BATTERS):INF Mike Cervenak has a 7-game hitting streak (11-26, .423-0-2) and 17 of his last 20 G (29-78, .372-1-14, 9 R)... C
Lou Marson has hit in 4 of last 5 G (7-18, .389-0-2, 2 2B) with 3 m-h games... OF Jason Ellison has hit safely in 11 ofhis last 14 G (16-55, .291-2-6, 5 2B, 5 BB)... 3B David Newhan had an 8-game RBI streak snapped 6/4, but has at least1 RBI in 10 of last 15 G. In his last 24 G, he’s batting .293-4-14 (24-82, 10 BB)... C Paul Hoover has hit safely in 8 ofhis last 10 GS (12-33, .364-1-4, 3 2B)... After starting the first 35 G without an error at SS, INF Jason Donald commit-ted his first 2 errors 5/24. He started errorless in his first 174 chances. He still leads IL shortstops in fielding PCT. 
WHO’S HOT (PITCHERS):Since winning his first ML start 5/16 @ WAS, RHP Drew Carpenter is 4-0, 0.79 in 5 G, 4 GS with LHV (34.1 ip, 26h, 3 r, 3 er, 22 k)... RHP Tyler Walker had his season-starting 13.0 scoreless IP streak snapped in his 9th appear-ance on 5/29 vs. ROC. Still, he’s been unscored upon in 13 of his 15 G (1.40, 19.1 ip, 8 h, 3 er, 3 bb, 20 k)... LHP
Jake Woods is unscored upon in 12 of last his 14 relief ap’s (3-0, 1.61, 22.1 ip, 4 er)... 
LEAD STORY?:LHV scored in the 1st inning in 3 of the 4 G in LOU, but still dropped all 4 G of the series. The ’Pigs have now blownleads in 51.4% of their losses (18 of 35). If they hung on in just 1/2 of those games, they’d be 31-27. They lead the ILwith 7 losses when leading after 5 innings and have also blown an IL-high 4 G leading after 8 innings (10 teams haveeither 0 or just 1; TOL has 3)... The 'Pigs also have the 2nd-worst record when scoring first (16-13) behind BUF (9-10).

The next closest team has just 64 (IND).• Fast out the Gates: LHV has scored in the 1st inning in 4 of their last 6 G (6 R) -- had just such 13 R prior (54 G).• Me First!: OF Jason Ellison is batting .350-0-5 (21-60) w/ a .412 OBPwhen hitting No. 1; .173-1-17 (19-110) anywhere else.• Out of Cervice: The IronPigs are 17-34 (.333) when INF Mike Cervenak has been out of the lineup in 2008-09.• Power Outage?: After clubbing 8 HR in 8 G (5/27-6/4-G1), the ’Pigs have just 2 (Slayden, Cairo) in the last 8 G. • What Happened to SWB?: Since starting 23-5 (5/8), they’ve gone just 13-20 -- but the ’Pigs have actually lost 1.0game in the standings during that period... 1,500 MILESTONE:With Lehigh Valley’s 5-1 win 5/31 (20-29), ’Pigs skipper Dave Huppert earned his 1,500th career MiLB win sincestarting his managerial career in 1986. He is currently the 3rd most amongst all active managers behind (1) RoundRock’s Marc Bombard [entered season with 1,709] and (2) Orem’s Tom Kotchman [entered with 1,542]. Unofficially,the record for Minor League wins is held by Stan Wasiak 2,530 from 1950-1986; 1,824 needed to crack Top 20.
