
TONIGHT’S GAME:The IronPigs (36-38) play Game One of a four-game series against the South leading Norfolk Tides (41-32)-- Baltimore’stop affiliate. With a 6-1 win last night, the ’Pigs took the series from Indy, 3-1 -- and have now won 11 of their last 13games and are 13-3 in their last 16 affairs. Lehigh Valley has started 3-1 on this season-long 11-day, 11-game homes-tand... Norfolk just split a four-game series versus Pawtucket after dropping three-of-four at home to LHV -- snapping astring of four-consecutive series losses. Still, the Tides have dropped 12 of their last 17 and have gone just 7-17 sincethey were a season-best 34-15 on May 31... First-Pitch is 7:05 p.m. for Fireworks Night, presented by TD Bank.• Southern Comfort: The ’Pigs are now 12-8 vs. the South -- and 31-21 (.596) in its history (only winning record).• Same ’ole Saturday Night?: 6/20 @ NOR, the ’Pigs won for the first time on a Sat. and are now 1-10 on Saturdays. 
With a Win Last Night, the ’Pigs:• Have their highest winning percentage in franchise history (.486). Previously, it was .483 when LHV was 14-15 on 5/10/09. • Have won 4 consecutive series for the first time in franchise history (3-1 v. CHA, 4-0 @ DUR, 3-1 @ NOR, 3-1 v. IND).• Have their winningest month in franchise history with 16 wins in June (they won 15 in May, June and July of 2008). 
With a Win Tonight, the ’Pigs Will:• Have a new LHV-high winning percentage (.493) and be one win away from reaching .500 for the first time in team history. 
TONIGHT’S PITCHERS (A Rematch of a 4-2 NOR win 6/21 @ NOR):RHP Drew Carpenter -- who won his first ML start this year (see below) -- is a 6-3, 225-pound, 24-year-old righty draft-ed by Philadelphia in the 2nd round of 2006 out of Long Beach State and is a member of the 40-Man Roster. TheVacaville, CA, native spent a bulk of 2008 in Double-A Reading, going just 6-8 with a 5.67 ERA in 16 GS -- but was onthe move in the second half, with a stint in Advanced-A Clearwater (3-3, 2.92 in 8 GS from 6/16-7/31), a ML debut withPhilly (scoreless IP of relief 8/27 vs. NYM) and a start with LHV on 8/31 @ PAW (L, 7 ip 6 h, 2 er). Carpenter had a stel-lar 2007 season in Clearwater -- where he led the Florida State League in wins (17) and shutouts (2) while being select-ed to play in the 2007 FSLAll-Star Game. He finished the season 17-6, 3.20 with 1 SV in 27 G, 24 GS, and tied for theleague lead in CG (3). Among the highlights in his three-year MILB career was a 7-inning perfect game 8/27/07 vs. FortMyers (7 ip, 7 k). He also won both his postseason starts (2-0, 2.92) as the Threshers won the 2007 FSLChampionship.

LHP Troy Patton -- a member of the Orioles’ 40-Man Roster -- is a 6-1, 185-pound, 23-year-old lefty acquired byBaltimore with OF Luke Scott, RHP Dennis Scarfate, RHP Matt Albers and 3B Mike Costanzo from Houston for SSMiguel Tejada, 12/12/07. He was originally drafted by the Astros in the 9th round of 2004 out of Tomball (TX) H.S.(where he threw a perfect game and 2 no-hitters) -- passing up on attending with University of Texas to sign. The Texasnative missed the entire 2008 season after having surgery to repair a torn labrum in his left shoulder. In 2007, Pattonstarted at Double-A and eventually made his ML debut 8/25/07 vs. Pittsburgh (L, 5.2 ip, 3 r, 4 k) -- and next took a one-hitter into the 6th inning 9/1/07 at Chicago. With Houston, he went 0-2, 3.55 in 3 G, 2 GS (shut down with left bicepstendinitis) after pitching with Double-ACorpus Christi (6-6, 2.99 in 16 GS) and Triple-ARound Rock (4-2, 4.59 in 8 GS).

TRACY NAMED BATTER OF THE WEEK (AGAIN):Today, 1B Andy Tracy has been named I.L. Batter of the Week for the period from June 15-21. LHV won all 6 G in whichTracy played, giving the team its first ever 6-win road trip. Tracy hit .381-3-10 for the week, leading the I.L. with 10 RBIand 9 runs scored. He finished 2nd in the circuit in home runs (3), on-base percentage (.533), slugging percentage(.952), and extra-base hits (6). Tracy -- the only ’Pigs player to ever win I.L. Batter of the Week honors, has now done
so 3 times in his LHV career. He was honored 6/23-6/29/08 (.520-2-6) and again 8/4-8/10/08 (.526-4-8, 3 2B)...
THE MIGHTY TRACY: MR. JUNE?:1B Andy Tracy has hit in 12 of his last 15 G (19-51, .373-5-18, 7 2B, 18 R) & in 15 of his last 19 G (23-65, .354-5-21)... Seven of Tracy’s 14 HR have put LHV ahead in a game... and 5 were game-winners (4/17, 4/19, 6/2, 6/16, 6/19).
