
TONIGHT’S GAME:The IronPigs (42-46) play Game One of a two-game road series against the fourth-place Rochester Red Wings (43-43) -- Minnesota’s top affiliate. With a 5-4 loss last night, the ’Pigs snapped their mini two-game win streak to splitthe two-game “road” series versus Scranton/Wilkes-Barre. Although having dropped seven of its last 11 games,Lehigh Valley is still 19-11 in its last 30 affairs... Rochester won last night 6-3 to take a four-game series at Syracuse,3-1, and the Wings are 10-5 in their last 15 games.• First-Pitch is scheduled at 6:05 p.m.... Sunday’s game is scheduled for 1:35 p.m. -- prior to the All-Star Break.
• “Road” Warriors: The ’Pigs have won 9 of their last 13 road games... and is now 21-10 overall on the road in ’09.

NORTHERN EXPOSURE:LHV is in Game 11 of 16 straight against division rivals, going 4-6 so far... LHV plays the ND in 50 of the final 66 G (inc.10 against division-leading SWB). The ’Pigs are 18-22 (.450) against the North in ’09 after faring just 22-58 (.275) in ’08.
TONIGHT’S PITCHERS:LHP Brian Mazone, 32, is a 6-4, 200-pound left-hander re-acquired by the Phillies in a trade with LAD for cash con-siderations, 6/30/09, after the Dodgers signed him as a minor league free agent this winter. Mazone, who was inthe  PHI system from 2006-08, spent the entire 2008 season with Lehigh Valley -- going 9-12, 4.10 in 28 GS, lead-ing the team in wins, losses, starts and innings (164.2). The California native was selected an ’08 IL midseason All-Star (his first MiLB All-Star selection) and tossed a 3-up, 3-down 4th inning in the Triple-A All-Star Game (7 pitch-es, 1 K). Mazone was as a non-roster invitee to Major League Spring Training in 2007 with the Phillies after lead-ing the IL in ERA (2.03) as a Red Baron in 2006. But after getting off to a fast start with Ottawa (3-2, 2.21 in 6 GS),he had his contract sold to the Samsung Lions of the Korean League on 5/9/07. He finished in Korea by going 7-11with a 4.18 ERA in 24 GS. In his IL career, Mazone is currently 25-19, 3.10 ERA in 56 GS (334.1 ip, 115 er). As apro, he has gone 81-58 (.583). He got called up to make his ML debut 9/5/06 vs. HOU, but game was postponed.

RHP Jason Jones -- a member of the Twins’ 40-Man Roster -- is a 6-5, 225-pound, 26-year-old righty selected byMinnesota from the New York Yankees in the ML portion of the Rule 5 Draft, 12/11/08. Originally drafted by NYY inthe 4th round in 2004 out of Liberty University in Lynchburg, Va., Jones spent the bulk of 2008 in Double-A Trenton-- where he was an Eastern League midseason All-Star -- finishing 13-7, 3.33 in 25 GS. The native of Pasedena,Maryland, was promoted to SWB on 8/8 and went 0-1, 2.38 in 2 GS. Jones was also a midseason Florida StateLeague All-Star in 2006, finishing 9-2, 2.55 in 19 G, 11 GS with Tampa prior to a 7/11/06 promotion to Trenton.

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OFFENSIVE DRAUGHT OVER!:The ’Pigs have scored 22 R in their last 3 G, batting .306 (33-108), averaging 7.3 R/G... Previously, the ’Pigs hadonly scored 17 R in the prev. 9 G (1.9 R/G). During the 9-game span (2-7), LHV batted .230 (71-300) with 1 HR.
KYLE KAN!:RHP Kyle Kendrick has turned in Quality Starts in 8 of his last 10 GS -- and really 8 of 9 since one was a 0.1 IPrain-shortened start 6/22 @ NOR. In these last 10 G, Kendrick is 3-2, 3.07 with a CG (61.2 ip, 22 r, 21 er). He hastaken a SHO into the 6th in 5 of the starts.
BOWERS POWERS:LHP Cedric Bowers now has a 14.1 scoreless IP streak, going 1-0, 4 SV, H in 10+ G -- just 0.1 IP from tying RHPDrew Carpenter’s 2009 LHV high (team record is 28.2 by LHP Les Walrond, 7/11-7/29). Bowers has also allowedjust 1 R in his last 19 G (1-0, 0.36, 4 SV, 7 holds, 25.1 IP, 11 h, 1 er, 25 k) -- which featured an 11.0 scoreless IPstreak 5/17-6/7, going unscored upon in his first 8 G -- during which opposing batters were 0-29!
