Despite going 6-8 in its last 14 games, Lehigh Valley is still 21-12 (.636) in thepast 33 affairs... DOUBLE DOUBLE-TROUBLE?:• The ’Pigs are 1-5 in DH games -- swept 7/3 vs. SYR (Day-Night DH) and 5/14 @ COL; and split 6/4 @ IND.• The ’Wings are 2-6 in DH games -- swept 6/21 vs. TOL and 6/29 @ SWB; and split 7/5 vs. BUF and  5/2 @ IND.
With a Pair of Wins Tonight:Lehigh Valley will overtake Rochester and could also surpass Pawtucket (with a loss either Friday or Saturday) tojump into 3rd place in the North Division for the first time in team history. 
TONIGHT’S PITCHERS-G1 (G2 Starters on Page 2):LHP Gustavo Chacin -- making his 9th start as an IronPig -- is a 5-11, 207-pound, 28-year-old lefty signed byPhiladelphia as a minor league free agent 4/6/09 (he had been released by Washington at the end of Spring Training).After undergoing surgery for a slight tear in his labrum on 8/29/07, the native of Maracaibo, VZ, spent 2008 battlinginjuries rehabbing for Toronto in Single-A Dunedin (1-7, 7.88 in 11 GS before a season-ending ACL tear). Chacin lastpitched in MLB for Toronto in 2007, and went 25-15, 4.18 in a 4-year stint with the Jays. He made his ML debut9/20/04 at NYY and became the 7th Jay to win his first start (7 ip, 3 er). In his rookie season of ’05, Chacin went 13-9, 3.72 in 34 GS and led TOR with 121 SO. The 13 wins set a team rookie record for starting pitchers and he wasAL Rookie of the Month twice (April: 2-1, 2.48 in 5 GS; and July: 5-0, 2.97 in 6 GS) and became the fastest Blue Jayto ever reach the 10-win plateau. Chacin emerged in MiLB in 2004, when he went 16-2, 2.86 in 25 with NewHampshire and was an Eastern League post-season All-Star. Originally signed by TOR as a non-drafted free agent7/3/98, he worked hand-and-hand with fragrance experts to concoct Chacin Cologne for a team promotion.

RHP Phillip Humber, 26, is a 6-4, 210-pound right-hander out of Carthage, TX, who was a key part of the trade withthe NYM for LHP Johan Santana on 2/2/08. Humber was originally selected as the 3rd overall pick by the Mets in thefirst round of 2004 out of Rice University -- where he was a part of the 2003 National Championship team, tossing a CGfive-hitter in a 14-2 win over Stanford in the 2003 National Championship game. He finished 3rd in school history with442 K and tied for 3rd with 35 wins). Humber spent the entire 2008 MiLB season with Rochester, going 10-8, 4.56 in 31G, 23 GS. He was recalled by MIN on 9/2/08 and went 0-0, 4.63 in 5 G, 0 GS. In 2007, Humber was in New Orleans(11-9, 4.27 in 25 GS) before briefly appearing with New York (0-0, 7.71 in 3 G, 1 GS. The Tommy John surgery survivor(’05) made his ML debut with the Mets on 9/4/06 vs. WAS (1.0 ip, 0 r) and had one other scoreless inning of relief.
• Humber started ’09 w/ MIN, going 0-0, 12.46 in 4 G, 0 GS before being designed 4/17 to make room for Juan Morillo.
• Humber vs. LHV in 2008: 1-2, 7.71 in 4 GS (18.2 ip, 31 h, 17 r, 16 er, 7 bb, 15 k, .373, 5 hr). 
• JH has just 2 QS in 14 GS in ’09 (6/2 vs. GWN; 6/19 vs. TOL). Other than than, he’s 3-6, 7.02 in other 12 GS.

LEHIGH VALLEY IRONPIGS GAME NOTES - 7/18/O9
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BY THE NUMBERS...
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NORTHERN EXPOSURE:LHV is in Games 14 & 15 of 16 straight against division rivals, going 6-7 so far... LHV had/has ND foes in 50 of the final66 G (10 vs. division-leading SWB). The ’Pigs are 20-23 (.465) vs. the North in ’09 after faring just 22-58 (.275) in ’08.
TONIGHT’S PITCHERS-G2 (Rematch of a 5-3 Wings Win on 7/12 @ ROC):RHP Carlos Carrasco -- the youngest IronPig -- is a 6-3, 215-pound 22-year-old signed by Philadelphia as a non-draft-ed free agent out of Barquisimeto, Venezuela on 10/25/03 (at age 16 for $300,000). A member of the Phillies’ 40-ManRoster, Carrasco flourished in his Triple-A debut with the ’Pigs after his promotion on 8/2/08 -- going 2-2, 1.72 in 6 GS.He started last season in Double-A Reading, going 7-7, 4.32 in 20 G, 19 GS -- starting out 4-4, 3.10 in his first 10 GS(through 5/25); but going just 3-3, 5.70 in his last 10 with the R-Phils. In ’07, Carrasco was a Florida State LeagueMidseason All-Star with Clearwater prior to a 6/20 promotion to Reading -- where he threw a rain-shortened 6-inning no-hitter 8/21/07 vs. Altoona (2 bb, 8 k). In ’06, Carrasco captured the Paul Owens Award, awarded to the top pitcher in thesystem, while helping guide Lakewood to a SAL Championship. Carrasco was named to the World Team of the All-StarFutures game 3 times (2006-08) and was the starting and winning pitcher (1.0 ip, 2 k) in ’08 at Yankee Stadium on 7/13.

• Carrasco is rated as the #2 Prospect in the system by Baseball America behind Dominic Brown (he was #1 in ’08).
• Carrasco started his IL career by going 2-3, 1.94 (55.2 ip, 12 er, 2 wins blown by pen) in his first 11 GS (2008-09).
• CC set a franchise record winning 4 straight GS (4-0, 2.46) from 6/15-7/2 -- passing the record set by Brian

Mazone (4/25-5/6/08) and since tied by RHP Drew Carpenter (6/5-6/16/09) and RHP Rodrigo Lopez (6/18-Present).
• Last 9 GS: 5-2, 4.29 (55.0 ip, 26 er), lowering ERA from 5.40... He’d been 0-6, 7.25 (36/29) in prev. 7 GS (4/21-5/24).

RHP Jason Jones -- a member of the Twins’ 40-Man Roster -- is a 6-5, 225-pound, 26-year-old righty selected byMinnesota from the New York Yankees in the ML portion of the Rule 5 Draft, 12/11/08. Originally drafted by NYY inthe 4th round in 2004 out of Liberty University in Lynchburg, Va., Jones spent the bulk of 2008 in Double-A Trenton-- where he was an Eastern League midseason All-Star -- finishing 13-7, 3.33 in 25 GS. The native of Pasedena,Maryland, was promoted to SWB on 8/8 and went 0-1, 2.38 in 2 GS. Jones was also a midseason Florida StateLeague All-Star in 2006, finishing 9-2, 2.55 in 19 G, 11 GS with Tampa prior to a 7/11/06 promotion to Trenton.
