
TONIGHT’S GAME:The IronPigs (46-47) will play the finale of a four-game series against the Rochester Red Wings (44-47) --Minnesota’s top affiliate. With their first doubleheader sweep of their season last night (7-5, 6-0), the ’Pigs have  nowwon three games in a row and five of their last seven contests. In fact, Lehigh Valley is now 23-12 (.657) in the past35 affairs... The Wings have now dropped three in a row and four of their last five after a 10-4 stretch. • First-Pitch is scheduled for 5:35 p.m. for FeRROUS Piggy Bank Giveaway, presented by Toyota.• Next up is an 8-game South Division road trip (Charlotte, Gwinnett) starting Monday. LHV is 7-1 in SD venues in ’09.
THIRD IS A CHARM!:With the two wins last night, LHV passed both ROC and PAW and moved into 3rd place in the North for the first timein team history. Previously, they’d held sole possession of 4th place for 10 days in team history (4/16; 6/24-7/2).
BACK TO .500?:With a win tonight, the’Pigs will be back to .500 for just the second time ever. LHV has only been at .500 for oneday in franchise history (38-38 on 6/28/09 after a 6-1 win vs. NOR) -- the first time in 220 G... and for the first timefor a Phils’ Triple-A affiliate since Ottawa was 22-22 on 5/25/07 -- span of 318 G (2 years, 1 month, 3 days)... LHVis 1-6 in opportunities to get to .500 this season; 1-8 in franchise history... LHV has never been over .500...
With a win today, the IronPigs will also:• Sweep just their 2nd series in franchise history (first: 6/15-6/18/09 @ DUR)... and their 1st ever at Coca-Cola Park.• Get to .500 vs. the ND... win 4 straight vs. ND for the first time in ’09; 2nd in history (5/19-6/8; 2 @ BUF; 2 vs. ROC).
TONIGHT’S PITCHERS:RHP Drew Carpenter -- who won his first ML start this year (see below) -- is a 6-3, 225-pound, 24-year-old righty draft-ed by Philadelphia in the 2nd round of 2006 out of Long Beach State and is a member of the 40-Man Roster. TheVacaville, CA, native spent a bulk of 2008 in Double-A Reading, going just 6-8 with a 5.67 ERA in 16 GS -- but was onthe move in the second half, with a stint in Advanced-A Clearwater (3-3, 2.92 in 8 GS from 6/16-7/31), a ML debut withPhilly (scoreless IP of relief 8/27 vs. NYM) and a start with LHV on 8/31 @ PAW (L, 7 ip 6 h, 2 er). Carpenter had a stel-lar 2007 season in Clearwater -- where he led the Florida State League in wins (17) and shutouts (2) while being select-ed to play in the 2007 FSLAll-Star Game. He finished the season 17-6, 3.20 with 1 SV in 27 G, 24 GS, and tied for theleague lead in CG (3). Among the highlights in his three-year MILB career was a 7-inning perfect game 8/27/07 vs. FortMyers (7 ip, 7 k). He also won both his postseason starts (2-0, 2.92) as the Threshers won the 2007 FSLChampionship.

LHP Reid Santos, 26, is a 6-1, 170-pound lefty who was claimed off waivers from Toronto in at the start of SpringTraining 2009. The native of Kaneohe, HI, was originally drafted by Cleveland in the 13th round of 2002 out SaddlebackCollege (Mission Viejo, CA) and was part of the Tribe’s system until being claimed off waivers by the Blue Jays on9/23/08. Santos started 2008 in Buffalo, going 2-2, 7.20 in 16 G, 0 GS, before being assigned to Double-AAkron -- wherehe finished 2-1, 3.78 and 2 SV in 29 G, 0 GS. In 2007, Santos spent the year in Akron -- where he was named an EasternLeague mid-season All-Star -- and finished 8-3, 2.72 in 39 G, 10 GS. He also posted a 2.08 ERA (8.2 ip, 2 er) in fourEL playoff games... Santos was the 2004 Appalachian League Co-Pitcher of the Year while pitching for Burlington.
