TEAM NOTES

With the two wins on Saturday, LHV passed both ROC and PAW and moved into 3rd place in the North for the first
time in team history. Previously, they'd held sole possession of 4th place for 10 days in team history (4/16; 6/24-7/2).

NORTHERN EXPOSURE:
