
TONIGHT’S GAME:
The IronPigs (47-49) play Game Three of a four-game series against the fourth-place Charlotte Knights (44-52) --
the White Sox top affiliate. With an 11-0 loss last night, the ’Pigs have now started 0-2 on this eight-game South
Division roadtrip (outscored 12-0) after their four-game winning streak. Still, Lehigh Valley has won six of its last 10
contests and is now 24-14 (.632) since 6/11... The Knights have won two in a row following a four-game losing
streak and are now 13-11 in their last 24 games. First-Pitch today is scheduled for 7:15 p.m.

• Southern Comfort: Still, the ’Pigs are 14-12 vs. the South (7-3 on the road) -- and 33-25 (.569) in team history.
BACK-TO-BACK BLANKINGS:
The ’Pigs have been shutout in back-to-back games for the first time in LHV history (1-0, 11-0). They haven’t scored
in exactly 18 innings -- since David Newhan delivered a walk-off RBI-2B in the 9th inning on 7/19 vs. ROC -- and are
batting just in the .177 (11-62) series. Prior to this 2-game draught, the ’Pigs had scored 53 R in their previous 9 G,
batting .295 (87-295), averaging 5.9 R/G... LHV’s previous 2-game low was 1 R, done twice this year and 3x in ’08.

• The 11-0 loss marked the 6th time the ’Pigs were shutout in ’09... They were blanked 8 times in ’08.
TONIGHT’S PITCHERS:
RHP Kyle Kendrick -- a member of the Phillies’ 40-Man Roster with 1.110 years of ML service time -- is a 6-3, 190-
pound, 24-year-old righty drafted by Philadelphia in the 7th-round of 2003 out of Mt. Vernon (WA) HS -- turning down
a scholarship to play QB at Washington State to sign with the Phillies. Kendrick was initially promoted from Reading
(AA) straight to the Majors on 6/13/07 -- and became a key cog in the Phils’ run to capture the N.L. East. He went 10-
4, 3.87 in 20 starts, leading all N.L. rookies in wins and ranking 3rd in ERA.  Kendrick started 2008 right where he left
off -- going 8-3, 4.47 in 19 starts before the All-Star Break. However, he struggled thereafter -- finishing just 3-6, 7.59
in his next 11 GS before being left off the Phils’ postseason rosters. In all, he is 21-13, 4.78 in 51 G, 50 GS w/ PHI.

• KK earned the ‘W’ in the first-ever game at CCP -- a 5-3 PHI victory over LHV in exhibition 3/30/08 (5 ip, 0 r).
• KK’s lost his lone appearance with PHI in relief 6/12 vs. BOS (2 ip, 4 h, 3 r, 3 er, bb). Entered 2-2 in 12th.
• In his last 11 GS, KK’s has 9 quality starts, going 4-2, 2.97 (69.2 ip, 23 er) -- taking a SHO into the 6th in 7 GS.
• In his last 4 GS, KK is 2-1, CG, 2.01 (31.1 ip, 23 h, 7 er)... went 16.0 IP without allowing an run (til 7th of last GS) 
• KK, 7/16 vs. ROC (W, 5-4):   W, 8 ip, 5 h, 2 r, 2 er, 0 bb, 4 k     Perfect thru 4; faced minimum thru 6; LO hits in 7th & 8th led to solo Rs

LHPWes Whisler -- a member of the White Sox 40-Man Roster -- is a 6-5, 240-pound, 26-year-old lefty selected by
Chicago-A in the 2nd round of the 2004 draft out of UCLA(where he batted .303-34-129; went 11-14, 4.99 in 49 G, 43
GS and was the 2002 Pac-10 Freshman of the Year). The native of Noblesville, IN, spent the entire 2008 season in
Charlotte, going 12-10, 3.81 in 27 GS -- where he led the Knights in victories and GS and ranked 10th in the IL in ERA.
Once ranked by Baseball America as having the ‘Best Raw Power’ and as the ‘Best Athlete’ (along with Josh Fields)
in the White Sox’ 2004 draft class, Whisler appeared in 11 G as a hitter in 2004 with Kannapolis (.289-1-5 in 38 AB).

THIRD IS A CHARM!:
LHV remains in 3rd place in the North. With the two wins on Saturday, LHV passed both ROC and PAW and moved into
3rd for the first time in team history. Previously, they’d held sole possession of 4th place for 10 days (4/16; 6/24-7/2).
RARE ROUGH STRETCH FOR BULLPEN:
In its last 9 G, the ’Pigs bullpen in 1-3, 5.82 (21.2 ip, 14 er)... Still, since June 14, the corps is now 4-4, 2.37 (110.1
ip, 29 er) in 35 G --  which included a 21.1 scoreless IP streak (8+ G) from 6/23-7/3... And since the first series of
’09 (18 ip, 26 er), the corps has a combined 2.67 ERA (293.0 ip, 87 er) in 92 G.
BACON BITS, PT. 2:
• Getting Defensive: The error committed by Cedrick Bowers yesterday was the ’Pigs first error in 7 G and they’ve
committed just 2 E in the last 12 G. LHV leads the IL in fielding percentage (.982) and has turned an IL-best 103
double plays. The next closest team has 100 (SYR)... They turned just 118 DPs in all of 2008.
• For Starters...: In the last 32 G, LHV starters are 14-9, 3.07 ERA (CG, 181.2 ip, 62 er) with 21 quality starts.
• One-derful?: After starting 6-12 in one-run games, LHV has now gone 5-3 in its last seven such contests.
• Scoring in Bunches!: In the last 36 G, LHV has now scored multiple R in 39 innings...and after not scoring 4+ in
an inning for 250 inn. (30 G from 5/14-6/13), LHV has done so in 15 times in their last 35 G.

In all, 8 pitchers have
combined for the team’s 24 SV (add Koplove, Walker).
• Difference a Year Makes: LHV is 9.0 G better from this point last season (36-55) & is on pace to finish 72-72.

C Lou Marson has hit safely in 15 of his last 17 G (24-55, .436-0-5) and in 20 of 24 G (32-79, .405-0-13) since com-
ing off the D.L. with a on 6/19 with a right ankle contusion. Since June 4, he’s raised his AVG from .202 to .304 by

RHP Kyle Kendrick has turned in Quality Starts in 9 of his last 11 GS -- and really 9 of 10 since one was a 0.1 IP
rain-shortened start 6/22 @ NOR. In these last 11 G, Kendrick is 4-2, 2.97 with a CG (69.2 ip, 24 r, 23 er). He has
taken a SHO into at least the 6th inning in 6 of the starts -- including his last 3 GS.
