Still, since June 14, the corps is now 4-4, 2.35 (111.0
ip, 29 er) in 36 G - which included a 21.1 scoreless IP streak (8+ G) from 6/23-7/3... And since the first series of

THIRD IS A CHARM?:

Until its loss Wednesday, Lehigh Valley took residence in 3rd place in the North for the first time in team history --
and for four days in all. With its doubleheader sweep of Rochester last Saturday, LHV passed both ROC and PAW
to move into 3rd place. Previously, the 'Pigs had held sole possession of 4th place for 10 days (4/16; 6/24-7/2).

BACON BITS:

+ Southern Comfort: Still, the 'Pigs are 14-13 vs. the South (7-4 on the road) -- and 33-26 (.559) in team history.

* The Biggest Loser?: The 11-0 loss Tuesday tied the largest margin of deficit in LHV history (lost 12-1 on 8/1/08 @ NOR).
* Getting Defensive: The 'Pigs have committed just 2 E in the last 13 G -- and have the lost total (65 in the I.L. by
4 E ahead of SWB). LHV leads the IL in fielding percentage (.982) and has turned an IL-best 104 double plays. The
next closest team has 101 (SYR)... They turned just 118 DPs in all of 2008.

* For Starters...: In the last 33 G, LHV starters are 14-10, 3.19 ERA (CG, 189.0 ip, 67 er) with 21 quality starts.

* One-derful?; After starting 6-12 in one-run games, LHV has now gone 5-3 in its last seven such contests.

« Scoring in Bunches!: In the last 37 G, LHV has now scored multiple R in 40 innings...and after not scoring 4+ in
an inning for 250 inn. (30 G from 5/14-6/13), LHV has done so in 15 times in their last 36 G.

* Power Back On!: LHV has 3 HR in its last 6 G (47 innings)... they had just 3 in prev. 13 G (123.2 innings).

In all, 8 pitchers have
combined for the team’s 24 SV (add Koplove, Walker).

* Difference a Year Makes: LHV is 9.0 G better from this point last season (36-55) & is on pace to finish 72-72.

TAYLOR MADE:

OF Michael Taylor was promoted from Reading (AA) to LHV last Thursday. The 6-6, 260-pound Eastern League
All-Star was batting .333-15-65 in 86 G -- and was leading the EL in hits (106); 2nd in extra base hits (40); tied for
2nd in runs (59); 3rd in average (.333), RBI (65) and slugging percentage (.569); 4th in HR (15) and 5th in SB (18)...
The Phillies’ 5th-round pick in 2007 out of Stanford combined to hit .346-19-88 in 132 G between Lakewood (.361)
and Clearwater (.329) in 2008 and is rated the No. 6 Prospect in the system by Baseball America.
