
TONIGHT’S GAME:
The IronPigs (56-60) play Game Three of a four-game series against the Louisville Bats (67-49) -- The Reds’ top affil-
iate -- who lead with West with the International League’s best record. With a 2-1 loss last night, the ’Pigs have dropped
three straight overall and eight in a row to the Bats* (going back to 2008) --  *their second longest losing streak to one
team in LHV history (lost nine straight versus Pawtucket from 4/7/08-7/4/08). Even so, Lehigh Valley is 5-5 in its last
10 contests and, over a longer stretch, is 33-25 (.575) since 6/11... Louisville has won three consecutive games and
seven of its last nine affairs. Since June 6 (when LOU hosted LHV), the Bats are  41-21 (.661) in their last 62 games.

• The ’Pigs are back 10.0 G in the North for the first time since 7/7 (31 G ago)... They’d gotten to within 5.0 (6/28).
• First-Pitch is at 7:05 p.m. for J.A. Happ Bobblehead Giveaway, presented by Lehigh Valley Health Network.

WESTERN WOES:
The ’Pigs are just 12-18 (.400) vs. the West Division this season -- the only division they have a losing record against.
The IronPigs need a win tonight to avoid:
• Losing four straight home games for the first time since 5/23-5/29 (2 vs. DUR, 2 vs. ROC) -- a span of 32 home
games; after which they’ve gone 18-13 at CCP. They also lost four in a row 4/9-4/12 vs. SWB to open the ’09 season.
• Falling to 5 G below .500 for the first time since they were 40-45 on 7/7 -- which was the last time they were 10.0 GB.
TONIGHT’S PITCHERS:
LHP Gustavo Chacin -- making his 14th start as an IronPig -- is a 5-11, 207-pound, 28-year-old lefty signed by
Philadelphia as a minor league free agent 4/6/09 (he had been released by Washington at the end of Spring Training).
After undergoing surgery for a slight tear in his labrum on 8/29/07, the native of Maracaibo, VZ, spent 2008 battling
injuries rehabbing for Toronto in Single-A Dunedin (1-7, 7.88 in 11 GS before a season-ending ACL tear). Chacin last
pitched in MLB for Toronto in 2007, and went 25-15, 4.18 in a 4-year stint with the Jays. He made his ML debut
9/20/04 at NYY and became the 7th Jay to win his first start (7 ip, 3 er). In his rookie season of ’05, Chacin went 13-
9, 3.72 in 34 GS and led TOR with 121 SO. The 13 wins set a team rookie record for starting pitchers and he was
AL Rookie of the Month twice (April: 2-1, 2.48 in 5 GS; and July: 5-0, 2.97 in 6 GS) and became the fastest Blue Jay
to ever reach the 10-win plateau. Chacin emerged in MiLB in 2004, when he went 16-2, 2.86 in 25 with New
Hampshire and was an Eastern League post-season All-Star. Originally signed by TOR as a non-drafted free agent
7/3/98, he worked hand-and-hand with fragrance experts to concoct Chacin Cologne for a team promotion.

• GC started in Reading (1-0, 3.21, 2 G, 1 GS): winning his lone 5/23 @ ALT (5 ip, er) -- his first win since 6/4/08 @ FTM.

LEAN, MEAN, FIGHTING CHACIN:LHP Gustavo Chacin has won 5 of his last 6 GS (would have been 6 straight
if not for a BS on 8/2, start 5 of span). Even so, he has gone 5-0, 2.82 ERA (44.2 ip, 14 er, 6 QS) in his last 7 GS... 
*LHPMatt Maloney -- a member of the Reds’ 40-Man Roster since 11/20/08-- is a 6-4, 220-pound, 25-year-old from
Columbus, OH, who was originally drafted by the Phillies in the 3rd round of 2005 out of University of Mississippi.
He was then traded at the deadline to Cincinnati for RHP Kyle Lohse on 7/30/07. Outside of one rehab appearance
in the GCL, Maloney spent all of 2008 in Louisville, going 11-5, 4.68 in 25 GS (2 GC, 140.1 ip, 39 bb, 132 k). He
then pitched for Magallanes of the Venezuelan Winter league (1-4, 3.42 in 6 GS) following the season... and entered
2009 ranked by Baseball America as the No. 18 Prospect in the Reds system. In 2007, he was an Eastern League
All-Star (midseason and postseason) while with Reading, where he went 9-7, 3.94 in 21 GS. After the trade he
appeared with both Double-A Chattanooga (2-2, 2.57 in 4 GS) and LOU (2-1, 3.18 in 3 GS). He was honored as the
2006 South Atlantic League Pitcher of the Year with Lakewood (16-9, 2.03 in 27 GS) in his first full pro season.

• MM made his ML debut 6/6 vs. CHI-N and had 3 GS with CIN: 0-2, 6.11 (17.2 ip, 18 h, 12 er, 5 bb, 14 k, 6 hr).
• In 2008, MM started a 10-3 win vs. LHV on 7/9/08 at Coca-Cola Park: W, 6.2 ip, 5 h, 3 r, er, 2 bb, 7 k, hr (Knott).
• Maloney snapped a 2-G skid with a 5-2 win his last outing, 8/6 @ ROC: W, 6.2 ip, 5 h, 2 r, 2 er, 3 bb, 9 k.

LOU leads the season series, 6-0 -- sweeping the first series of 2009 from 6/6-6/9 at Louisville Slugger Field... LOU
also won the ’08 series, 5-3 -- but the two teams split at Coca-Cola Park, 2-2, from 7/6-7/9/08.
BACON BITS:
• Where Did the Bats Go?: During the homestand, LHV is batting .271 (35-129) -- but averaging just 2.25 R/G (9 R).
• Taylor-Made!: Last night, OF Michael Taylor became the first LHV player to ever record 2 OF assists in the same
inning (7-4, 7-2 in 2nd). Last season, T.J. Bohn had a record 3 OF-ASTs 8/17 vs. SWB, but in 3 separate innings.
• Double Trouble (Deuces Wild?): 2B David Newhan’s RBI 1B in the 7th on Mon. snapped his string in which each
of his prev. 6 hits were 2Bs... All the ‘2-sackers’ have come since he’s moved to 2nd in the order & playing 2nd base! 
• On 8/8, the ’Pigs improved to 56-57 and surpassed their win total from the ’08 season (55-89) -- with 31 games
still remaining... LHV is still 8.0 games better from this point last season (48-67) & are on pace to finish 70-74.
• Since starting 23-5 (May 8), SWB has gone 42-44 -- during which time LHV has now lost 0.5 games in the standings.
*LOVIN’ LEFTIES?:
LHV faces the 2nd LH starter of a 3-G span. So far in ’09, the ’Pigs are 13-13 when facing LH starters; just 43-47
when facing RH starters... Further, LHV is batting .292 (.406 SLG) .vs LHP as compared to .251 (.375 SLG) vs. RHP.
TOUGH STRETCH:
The ’Pigs began Thursday with a stretch of 8 G vs. teams with the top 2 records in the IL (SWB, LOU) -- teams they’re
now 4-14 against -- and have started 2-4... Against the Top 4 teams (add DUR, GWN), LHV is 11-22; 45-37 vs. the rest.
.500 ALLERGY:
Sunday, the ’Pigs fell short in their effort to get back to .500 -- as they still have only been at .500 for just two times
in LHV history... and they still have never been above .500 in 259 games... It took 220 games for Lehigh Valley to get
to .500 for the first time in franchise history -- which the 'Pigs did on 6/28/09 at 38-38 after a 6-1 win vs. NOR. But
then they lost two-straight games and 7 of their next 9... The 'Pigs then reeled off seven wins in their next nine con-
tests to get back to .500 for just the second time in team history (7/19/09 at 47-47after a 3-2 win vs. ROC). But then
lost three straight and 6 of 8... LHV is 2-8 in opportunities to get to .500 this season; 2-10 in franchise history...
SO SAVERY!:
Phillies' 2007 first-round pick (19th overall) LHP Joe Savery has now won his first 2 career Triple-A games (2-0,
2.45). The Rice University product started his season in Double-A Reading and is now a combined 14-4 this sea-
son. His win total (14) is tied for second in all of MiLB w/ two others -- one behind leader Carlos Hernandez of
Stockton (CAL)... The Texas native won his Triple-A debut on 8/3 @ ROC (W, 6 ip, 4 h, 1 r, 1 er, b bb, 0 k)...
THREE’S A CROWD:
LHV has held sole possession of third place in the North for the last 8 days... They took their initial residence of 3rd
place was for 4 days from 7/18-7/21... and have now had five stints in sole possession for a total of 17 days (last:
8/10)... Previously, the 'Pigs took their initial sole residence of 4th place for 10 days (4/16; 6/24-7/2).

INF David Newhan has a 6 multi-hit G in his last 9 G (14-36, .389-0-4, 6 2B, 8 R). In his last 25 G, he’s now batting
.355-1-8 (33-93, 10 2B, 3B)... OF John Mayberry has hit in 7 of 8 G (10-28, .357-0-1, 2 2B)... INF Terry Tiffee has
hit in 15 of his last 18 G (25-73, .342-3-12) and in 23 of his last 28 G (39-113, .345-3-16)... OF Mike Cervenak has
hit in 18 or 21 G (26-88, .302-1-14, 5 2B) and has 13 multi-hit G in his last 29 G (38-118, .322-2-19, 9 2B, 3B)... 1B
Andy Tracy has hit in 13 of his last 16 G (17-62, .275-3-10, 3B) after a 2-36 skid... INF Miguel Cairo has hit in 23
of his last 27 G (31-101, .307-1-6)...

RHP Jason Anderson has been unscored upon in his last 8 G (0-0, 3 SV, 8.2 ip, 2 h, 2 bb) and 10.1 IP overall. In
his last 22 G with LHV, he’s gone 0-1, 1.54 and 4 SV (35.0 ip, 6 er)... RHP Steven Register has been unscored
upon in 11 of his last 14 G (17 ip, 4 er; 1-0, 2.12, 5 SV)... LHP Jake Woods is unscored upon in 21 of last his 27
relief app’s (5-1, 2.18, 45.1 ip, 11 er)... 
BULLPEN: TAXED BUT TICKIN!:
Including spot-starter Jake Woods, the ’Pigs bullpen has now worked 76.2 IP in the last 19 G, an average of approx-
imately 4.0 IP/G (starters have gone more than 6.0 IP just three times in the last 19 G)... Still, since June 14, the
corps has gone 6-7, 2.77 (181.2 ip, 56 er) in 53 G --  which included a 21.1 scoreless IP streak (8+ G) from 6/23-
7/3... And since the first series of ’09 (18 ip, 26 er), the corps has a combined 2.82 ERA (364.1 ip, 114 er) in 112 G.
GETTIN’ DEFENSIVE:
The ’Pigs have committed just 11 E in the last 32 G -- and have the best total (73 in the I.L. by 7 E ahead of SWB).
LHV leads the IL in fielding percentage (.983) and has turned an IL-best 124 double plays (SYR also has 124)...
They turned just 118 DPs in all of 2008.
