
TONIGHT’S GAME:The IronPigs (58-61) play Game Two of a four-game series against the Buffalo Bisons (45-71) -- the Mets’ top affil-iate -- who are last in the North with the International League’s worst record. With a 12-6 win last night, the ’Pigshave won two of their last three games overall and four straight against the Bisons -- all four at Coca-Cola Field.Lehigh Valley is just 7-6 in its last 13 contests, but, over a longer stretch, is 35-26 (.574) since 6/11... Buffalo is still5-4 in its last nine affairs following a six-game losing streak 7/31-8/6 -- and has played almost .500 baseball (17-18)since July 8... First-Pitch tonight is at 7:05 p.m. at Coca-Cola Field in Buffalo.• With SWB’s win last night, the ’Pigs remain 9.5 GB in the North; with DUR’s loss, they’re now 7.5 GB of Wild Card.
NORTH STARS!:The ’Pigs final 26 G are against the North Division -- and they have started 1-0. LHV is 29-26 (.527) vs. the Northin ’09. This comes after faring just 22-58 (.275) in 2008... In fact, the ’Pigs have gone 14-7 (.667) in their last 21 divi-sion games vs. the North... LHV had/has ND foes in 50 of the final 66 G (including 10 vs. division-leading SWB).

• With a win tonight, the ’Pigs will go four games over .500 against the North for the first time in LHV history. 
ROAD WARRIORS:The ’Pigs went 4-2 on their previous 6-game road trip 8/1-8/7 (3-1 @ ROC; 1-1 @ SWB) and are now 17-13 (.567)in their last 30 G on the road.... This includes a rough 2-6 South Division road trip 7/20-7/27 (Charlotte & Gwinnett).
TONIGHT’S PITCHERS:RHP Drew Carpenter -- a member of the Phillies’ 40-Man Roster -- is a 6-3, 225-pound, 24-year-old righty draftedby Philadelphia in the 2nd round of 2006 out of Long Beach State. The Vacaville, CA, native spent a bulk of 2008in Double-A Reading, going just 6-8 with a 5.67 ERA in 16 GS -- but was on the move in the second half, with a stintin Advanced-A Clearwater (3-3, 2.92 in 8 GS from 6/16-7/31), a ML debut with Philly (scoreless IP of relief 8/27 vs.NYM) and a start with LHV on 8/31 @ PAW (L, 7 ip 6 h, 2 er). Carpenter had a stellar 2007 season in Clearwater -- where he led the Florida State League in wins (17) and shutouts (2) while being selected to play in the 2007 FSLAll-Star Game. He finished the season 17-6, 3.20 with 1 SV in 27 G, 24 GS, and tied for the league lead in CG (3).Among the highlights in his three-year MILB career was a 7-inning perfect game 8/27/07 vs. Fort Myers (7 ip, 7 k).He also won both his postseason starts (2-0, 2.92) as the Threshers won the 2007 FSL Championship.

LHPKen Takahashi -- a member of the Mets’ 40-Man Roster -- is a 6-0, 200-pound, 40-year-old righty signed to a minorleague contract by New York on 3/30/09 -- the same day he was released by Toronto (who had signed him 2/6/09). Thenative of Kanagawa, Japan, was originally selected out of Takushoku University by the Hiroshima Toyo Carp of theJapan Central League with their 4th pick in 1995. ... He compiled a record of 66-87, 4.23 ERA over 14 seasons withHiroshima through 2008... Takahashi made his ML debut on 5/2/09 (2.2 scoreless @ PHI) -- coming into the game inthe the 3rd inning to replace Óliver Pérez -- becoming only the third player in the post-World War II era to make his MLdebut at age 40 or older, joining Satchel Paige (42 for Cleveland in 1948) and Diomedes Olivo (41 for Pittsburgh in 1960).

SERIES INFORMATION:LHV leads the season series, 6-2 -- taking 4 straight. The team split in ’08, 8-8, with BUF winning 5 of the last 7 G vs.LHV -- of course, that was when BUF was a CLE affiliate. LHV was 5-3 at CCP; BUF was 5-3 at then-Dunn Tire Park.• Close Calls?: The first 6 G between Bisons & ’Pigs were decided by 10 R (1, 1, 1, 2, 2, 3)... last 2 G by 12 R (6, 6).
.500 ALLERGY:On 8/9, the ’Pigs fell short in their effort to get back to .500 -- as they still have only been at .500 for just two times inLHV history... and they still have never been above .500 in 262 games... It took 220 games for Lehigh Valley to getto .500 for the first time in franchise history -- which the 'Pigs did on 6/28/09 at 38-38 after a 6-1 win vs. NOR. Butthen they lost two-straight games and 7 of their next 9... The 'Pigs then reeled off seven wins in their next nine con-tests to get back to .500 for just the second time in team history (7/19/09 at 47-47after a 3-2 win vs. ROC). But thenlost three straight and 6 of 8... LHV is 2-8 in opportunities to get to .500 this season; 2-10 in franchise history...
WHO’S HOT (BATTERS):OF Jason Ellison has hit in his last 3 G (7-14, .500-0-1, 4 R) & in last 9 GS (13-35, .371-0-5, 6 R). At .255, he’s athis highest AVG of season (prev. .253 on 5/10)... OF Michael Taylor has hit in 5 of the last 7 G (13-28, .464-2-7, 22B, 2 BB); with the first cycle in LHV history in 8/12 vs. LOU (5-5, 4 RBI, 2 R). He’s now reached safely in 24 of 28G to start his Triple-A career... 1B Andy Tracy has 2 HR and 9 RBI in his last 2 G (4-6, 4 R, 3 BB). He’s also hit in15 of his last 18 G (21-68, .309-5-19, 3B) after a 2-36 skid... 2B David Newhan has 6 multi-hit games in his last 12G (15-45, .333-0-5, 6 2B, 10 R). RHP Jason Anderson has not allowed an earnedrun in his last 9 G (0-0, 3 SV, 10.2 ip, 3 h, r, 3 bb) and in 12.1 IP overall. In his last 23 G with LHV, he’s gone 0-1,1.46 and 4 SV (37.0 ip, 6 er)... LHP Jake Woods is unscored upon in 21 of last his 28 relief app’s (5-1, 2.19, 2 SV,49.1 ip, 12 er)... LHP Cedrick Bowers has been unscored upon in his last 6 G (1-0, 2 H, 6 ip, 0 R)...
LEAN, MEAN, FIGHTING CHACIN:Even after getting roughed-up Wed. (4.1 ip, 6 er, LHP Gustavo Chacin has won 5 of his last 7 GS (would’ve had 6straight if not for a BS on 8/2, Start #5 of span). Even so, he’s gone 5-0, 3.67 (49 ip, 20 er, 6 QS) in his last 8 GS... 
WELCOME BACK STARTERS:This week, the IronPigs added back RHP Rodrigo Lopez (6-4, 4.13) and RHP Kyle Kendrick (6-6, 3.58) -- whoboth optioned back down from Philadelphia --. and have started 1-0 in games with them on the mound. Since thesetwo key cogs in the rotation, the 'Pigs went just 2-9 in the game started by replacements -- with the starters in thosegames combining to go 2-8, 5.44 (46.1 ip, 28 er).
MYCLE CYCLE:Wednesday night, OF Michael Taylor became the first player in IronPigs history to hit for the cycle -- for or againstLHV -- and he did it in dramatic fashion. Trailing 9-8 in the bottom of the 9th and needing a HR for the cycle (he justmissed it with his 2nd double of the game off the right-field wall in the 7th), Taylor hit a one-out, game-tying homerun off RHP Logan Ondrusek -- the first run allowed by Ondrusek after starting with his Triple-A career with eightscoreless appearances. Taylor finished 5-5 with 2 2B, 3B, HR, 4 RBI and 2 R -- becoming the first 'Pigs to everrecord a 5-hit game and setting a team record with 12 total bases in a game (previously 9, done by Andy Tracytwice)... One night prior, Taylor became the first ’Pigs OF to record 2 assists in one inning (7-4, 7-2 in second inning).• The cycle was the first in the IL in 2009 and the first in MiLB since former ’Pig OF Brandon Watson hit for onewith Reno (PCL) on 7/23/09 vs. Portland (5-6, 4 R, 3 RBI). SS Troy Tulowitzki of Colorado hit for the last cycle inthe Major Leagues two days prior to Taylor (8/10/09 vs. CHI) -- the 288th in ML history.
BULLPEN: TAXED BUT TICKIN!:Including spot-starter Jake Woods, the ’Pigs bullpen has now worked 85.2 IP in the last 21 G, an average of approx-imately 4.0 IP/G (starters have gone more than 6.0 IP just three times in the last 21 G)... Perhaps the wear-n-tearis showing, as the corps in 1-2, 5.49 (21.1 ip, 13 er) and 2 BS in the last 5 G... Still, since June 14, the corps has a2.97 ERA (190.2 ip, 63 er) in 55 G --  which included a 21.1 scoreless IP streak (8+ G) from 6/23-7/3... And sincethe first series of ’09 (18 ip, 26 er), the corps has a combined 2.92 ERA (373.1 ip, 121 er) in 114 G.
GETTIN’ DEFENSIVE:The ’Pigs have committed just 17 E in the last 35 G -- and have the best total (80 in the I.L. by 4 E ahead of SWB).LHV leads the IL in fielding percentage (.982) and has turned an IL-best 128 double plays (SYR also has 127)...They turned just 118 DPs in all of 2008.
BLOWN LEADS:The ’Pigs blew leads of 1-0, 7-4 and 8-7 on Thursday -- with their 7th blown lead when leading after 7 and their 29thblown lead loss of year... The ’Pigs lead the IL in losses when leading after 5 inn (11), 6 inn (10), 7 inn (7) & 8 (5) inn.
