
TONIGHT’S GAME:
The IronPigs (58-64) play the opener of a two-game series at the first-place Scranton/Wilkes-Barre (67-52) -- the
Yankees’ top affiliate. With a heart-wrenching* 9-4 loss last night, the ’Pigs dropped the four-game series at Buffalo
and have now lost three in a row -- all to the Bisons -- and  seven of their last nine games. Still, over a longer stretch,
is still 35-29 (.547) since 6/11... SWB won last night 9-3 to split the four-game at Durham -- finishing 4-3 on their
South Division road trip through Norfolk and Durham. The Yanks are 5-3 in their last 8 G following their 10-13 skid.
Since starting 23-5 (May 8), SWB has gone just 44-47 -- during which time LHV has actually lost 1.0 games in the
standings... First-pitch tonight is at 7:05 p.m. at PNC Field at Moosic, Pa.
*Last Night’s Loss:
The ’Pigs blew an 4-1 lead by allowing the Bisons to score 8 R in the inning -- a franchise-record against LHV, pre-
viously allowed twice in ’08 (8/16/08 vs. SWB & 8/20/08 @ BUF). Their season-high had been 6 (4/9/09 vs. SWB). 

• The ’Pigs fell 6 G below .500 for the first time since June 18, when they were 30-36, 55 games ago.
• The ’Pigs fell 10.5 GB of first in the North for the first time since June 21, when they were 32-37, 53 G ago.
• The 3:37 time of game marked the longest 9-inning game in LHV history (prev. 3:34 just set 8/13 vs. LOU).

BLOWN LEADS:
The ’Pigs blew a 4-1 lead in the 8th last night -- with their 8th blown lead when leading after 7 and their 30th blown
lead loss of year... The ’Pigs lead the IL in losses when leading after 5 inn (12), 6 inn (10), 7 inn (8) & 8 (5) inn. 
The ’Pigs Need a Win Tonight:
• To avoid falling to 7 games below .500 for first time since 6/17 (29-36) and 11.5 GB for the first time since 6/16.
• To avoid their first four-game losing streak since being swept in four games at LOU, 6/6-6/9/09 (a span of 64 G).
• To avoid their first four-game losing streak to the North since being swept by SWB in Opening Series (4/9-4/12/09).
TONIGHT’S PITCHERS:
LHP Joe Savery -- making his 4th career Triple-A start -- is a 6-3, 215-pound, 23-year-old lefty drafted by Philadelphia
in the first round (19th overall) in 2007 out of Rice University -- where he finished his standout career first-team All-
America as a two-way player and earned his 2nd conference Player-of-the-Year award in three seasons. He led Rice
through the NCAA regional with a Most Outstanding Player performance... The native of Bellaire, TX, spent 2008 with
Advanced-AClearwater, going 9-10, 4.13 in 27 G, 24 GS -- leading the Florida State League with 150.1 IP. Savery made
his pro debut in 2007 with Advanced-R Williamsport (2-3, 2.73 in 7 GS) and pitched for Peoria in the Arizona Fall League
following the season (1-1, 0.64 in 5 GS). He is ranked as the No. 20 prospect in the system by Baseball America.

• JS’s 14 wins are tied for 2nd most in all MiLB -- one ‘W’ behind Carlos Hernandez (STK) & Donald Hume (HD).
• JS started ’09 in Reading, going 12-4, 4.41 in 21 G, 20 GS, (CG, 112.1 ip, 111 h. 55 r, 55 er, 53 bb, 77 k, .262, 13 hr). 
• After starting 0-1, 4.50 in 3 GS, Savery won 12 consecutive decisions from 4/28-7/9 in a span of 15 GS.
• Even though he managed to go 2-3, JS had an 8.46 ERA (27.2/26 er) in his last 5 GS @ REA -- raising from 3.08.

RHP Jason Hirsh, 27, is a 6-8, 250-pound righty acquired by New York from Colorado (where he began the season on
the 40-Man Roster) for a PTBNLon 7/29/09. The Burbank, Calif., native was originally drafted by Houston in the 2nd round
of 2003 out of Cal Lutheran University before being traded by Houston with RHP Taylor Buchholz and OF Wily Taveras
to Colorado for RHP Jason Jennings and RHP Miguel Asencio on 12/12/06. Hirsh had another injury-riddled season in
2008 -- starting on the 15-Day D.L. (strained rt. shoulder) before being transferred to the 60-Day -- before making his debut
with Triple-A Colorado Springs on 6/12/08. He went 4-4, 5.80 in 18 G, 17 GS with the SkySox then made his first ML
appearance 9/3/08, going just 0-0, 8.31 in 4 G, 1 GS with the Rockies. Hirsh made his ML debut with Houston 8/12/06
and went 3-4, 6.04 in 9 GS after leading the PCL in wins -- going 13-2, 2.10 in 23 GS for Triple-A Round Rock. Always a
top prospect, Hirsh was Texas League Pitcher-of-the-Year in 2005, going 13-8, 2.87 in 29 GS for Double-ACorpus Christi.

TAYLOR NAMED IL BATTER-OF-WEEK YESTERDAY:
IronPigs OF Michael Taylor was near the top of the IL in several offensive categories this week, setting several new
records for the LHV franchise along the way. Though he collected hits in just three of his six games, Taylor posted a .417
AVG (10th) with 2 HR (T-4th), 8 RBI (T-4th), 5 extra-base hits (T-5th), and a .833 SLG (5th). The first bit of history came
Tuesday night, when Taylor became the first LHV outfielder to record two assists in one inning. The next evening, Taylor
used his bat to make more LHV history. Going 5-5 with 2 doubles, a triple, a homer, and 4 RBI, Taylor became the fran-
chise’s first player to hit for the cycle. He also established new team records with 5 hits and 12 total bases. The cycle
could hardly have come in more dramatic fashion, as the home run tied the game at 9-9 with one out in the bottom of
the 9th (the ‘Pigs won 10-9 in 10 innings). Taylor also homered and drove in four more runs over the weekend at Buffalo.

Taylor becomes just the 2nd LHV batter to win the award, following 1B Andy Tracy, who has won thrice(2008-09).
NORTHERN EXPOSURE:
The ’Pigs final 26 G are against the North Division -- and they have started 1-3. LHV is 29-29 (.509) vs. the North
in ’09. This comes after faring just 22-58 (.275) in 2008... In fact, the ’Pigs have gone 14-10 (.583) in their last 23
division games vs. the North... LHV had/has ND foes in 50 of the final 66 G (including 10 vs. division-leading SWB).
ROAD WARRIORS?:
The ’Pigs are 5-5 in last 1p road G (went 4-2 on their prev. 6-G road trip 8/1-8/7; 3-1 @ ROC, 1-1 @ SWB) and are
now 17-16 (.515) in their last 33 G on the road.... This includes a rough 2-6 South road trip 7/20-7/27 (CHA & GWN).
TAXED BULLPEN:
Including spot-starter Jake Woods, the ’Pigs bullpen has now worked 94.0 IP in the last 24 G, an average of approx-
imately 4.0 IP/G (starters have gone more than 6.0 IP just three times in the last 24 G)... Perhaps the wear-n-tear
is showing, as the corps in 1-3, 6.37 (29.2 ip, 21 er) and 3 BS in the last 8 G... Still, since the first series of ’09 (18
ip, 26 er), the corps has a combined 3.04 ERA (381.2 ip, 129 er) in 118 G.
BACON BITS, PT. 1:
• With SWB’s win last night, the ’Pigs are noww 10.5 GB in the North; with DUR’s loss, they’re still 9.5 GB of Wild Card.
• Giving up the Hits: The ’Pigs staff has allowed 12 more hits last night and has yielded 48 hits in the 4 G vs. BUF (48-
131. .366)... Until holding BUF to 7 hits on Sunday, the ’Pigs had allowed a franchise-record 8-straight double-digit hit
totals. During those 8 G, opponents batted .352 (103-293) and averaged 6.2 R/G (49).
• Since the trade of C Lou Marson (7/30), the ’Pigs staff is 7-10, 4.86 ERA (159.1 ip, 86 er) & .315 OBA (196-623)....

Cedrick Bowers has been unscored upon in his last 7 G (1-0, 2 H, 7.0 ip, 0 R)...
GETTIN’ DEFENSIVE:
The ’Pigs have committed just 19 E in the last 38 G -- and have the best total (82 in the I.L. by 6 E ahead of SWB).
LHV leads the IL in fielding percentage (.982) and has turned an IL-best 134 double plays (SYR has 131)... 
.500 ALLERGY:
On 8/9, the ’Pigs fell short in their effort to get back to .500 -- as they still have only been at .500 for just two times in
LHV history... and they still have never been above .500 in 266 games... It took 220 games for Lehigh Valley to get
to .500 for the first time in franchise history -- which the 'Pigs did on 6/28/09 at 38-38 after a 6-1 win vs. NOR. But
then they lost two-straight games and 7 of their next 9...
