LHV is 29-30 (.492) vs. the North
in ’09. This comes after faring just 22-58 (.275) in 2008... Still, the 'Pigs have gone 14-11 (.556) in their last 25 divi-
sion games vs. the North... LHV had/has ND foes in 50 of the final 66 G (including 10 vs. division-leading SWB).

ROAD WARRIORS?:
The 'Pigs are 5-6 in last 11 road G (went 4-2 on their prev. 6-G road trip 8/1-8/7; 3-1 @ ROC, 1-1 @ SWB) and are
now 17-17 (.500) in their last 34 G on the road....

Including spot-starter Jake Woods, the 'Pigs bullpen has now worked 96.0 IP in the last 25 G, an average of approx-
imately 4.0 IP/G (starters have gone more than 6.0 IP just three times in the last 24 G)... Perhaps the wear-n-tear
is showing, as the corps in 1-3, 7.11 (31.2 ip, 25 er) and 3 BS in the last 9 G... Still, since the first series of '09 (18
ip, 26 er), the corps has a combined 3.12 ERA (383.2 ip, 133 er) in 119 G.

+ With SWB's win last night, the 'Pigs are now 11.5 GB in the North; with DUR’s won, they’re now 10.5 GB of Wild Card.
* Giving up the Hits: The 'Pigs staff has allowed 14 more hits last night and has yielded 62 hits in the 5 G (62-166,
.373)... Until holding BUF to 7 hits on Sunday, the 'Pigs had allowed a franchise-record 8-straight double-digit hit
totals. During those 8 G, opponents batted .352 (103-293) and averaged 6.2 R/G (49).

+ Since the trade of C Lou Marson (7/30), the 'Pigs staff is 7-11, 5.16 ERA (167.1 ip, 96 er) & .319 OBA (210-658)....

The 'Pigs blew a 4-1 lead in the 8th Monday -- with their 8th blown lead when leading after 7 and their 30th blown
lead loss of year... The 'Pigs lead the IL in losses when leading after 5 inn (12), 6 inn (10), 7 inn (8) & 8 (5) inn.

TAYLOR NAMED IL BATTER-OF-WEEK MONDAY:
IronPigs OF Michael Taylor was near the top of the IL in several offensive categories this week, setting several new
records for the LHV franchise along the way. Though he collected hits in just three of his six games, Taylor posted a .417
AVG (10th) with 2 HR (T-4th), 8 RBI (T-4th), 5 extra-base hits (T-5th), and a .833 SLG (5th). The first bit of history came
Tuesday night, when Taylor became the first LHV outfielder to record two assists in one inning. The next evening, Taylor
used his bat to make more LHV history. Going 5-5 with 2 doubles, a triple, a homer, and 4 RBI, Taylor became the fran-
chise’s first player to hit for the cycle. He also established new team records with 5 hits and 12 total bases. The cycle
could hardly have come in more dramatic fashion, as the home run tied the game at 9-9 with one out in the bottom of
the 9th (the ‘Pigs won 10-9 in 10 innings). Taylor also homered and drove in four more runs over the weekend at Buffalo.
Taylor becomes just the 2nd LHV batter to win the award, following 1B Andy Tracy, who has won thrice(2008-09).

On 8/9, the 'Pigs fell short in their effort to get back to .500 -- as they still have only been at .500 for just two times in
LHV history... and they still have never been above .500 in 267 games... It took 220 games for Lehigh Valley to get
to .500 for the first time in franchise history -- which the 'Pigs did on 6/28/09 at 38-38 after a 6-1 win vs. NOR. But
then they lost two-straight games and 7 of their next 9... The 'Pigs then reeled off seven wins in their next nine con-
tests to get back to .500 for just the second time in team history (7/19/09 at 47-47after a 3-2 win vs. ROC). But then
lost three straight and 6 of 8... LHV is 2-8 in opportunities to get to .500 this season; 2-10 in franchise history...
