TEAM NOTES
SERIES INFORMATION:

LHV leads the series, 7-5 - after the teams have split 3 prior series... PAW dominated in ‘08, 15-1 -- which included win-
ning the first 9 G (and last 6 G) vs. LHV. PAW swept LHV in all 8 G at CCP, and LHV's lone win took place 7/5 @ PAW.

TRANSACTIONS:

Today, the 'Pigs placed OF Michael Taylor -- who hasn’t swung a bat since winning IL Batter-of-the-Week on 8/17
-- on the D.L. (strained rt. oblique) retro to 8/22 and activated LHP Brian Mazone from the D.L. (turf toe). Yesterday,
INF Miguel Cairo had his contract purchased by PHI and INF Carlos Leon was promoted to LHV from Reading.

NORTHERN EXPOSURE:

The 'Pigs final 26 G are against the North Division -- and they have started 5-5. LHV is 33-31 (.515) vs. the North
in 09. This comes after faring just 22-58 (.275) in 2008... Still, the 'Pigs have gone 18-12 (.600) in their last 30 divi-
sion games vs. the North... LHV had/has ND foes in 50 of the final 66 G (including 10 vs. division-leading SWB).

GETTIN’ DEFENSIVE:
The 'Pigs have committed just 20 E in the last 44 G -- and have the best total (83 in the I.L. by 9 E ahead of SWB).
LHV leads the IL in fielding percentage (.983) and has turned an IL 2nd-best 137 double plays (SYR has 139)...

THE MIGHTY TRACY:

In the 4-G series vs. SWB, 1B Andy Tracy batted .714-4-8 (10-14, 2B, 5 R) with four-straight multi-hit games. He
tied a franchise record by HRing in 3 straight games (he accomplished this 4/23-4/25/08; Jon Knott did it twice in
'08).... In Game Two Thursday, he had the 4th multi-HR game in LHV history (he has 3, Brennan King has the other).
In addition, he broke his own franchise record for HR in a season (had 22 last season)... Over the past 11 G, Tracy
is batting .417-6-17 (15-36, 2 2B, 12 R, 12 BB, 2 HBP) -- though 0-8, 2 BB in this series.

RETURN OF RELIEF?:

In the last 3 G, the LHV pen has not allowed a R in 9.1 IP... Including spot-starter Jake Woods, the 'Pigs bullpen
has worked 107.1 IP in the last 30 G, an average of approximately 4.0 IP/G (starters have gone more than 6.0 IP
just 3x times in the last 28 G)... Perhaps the wear-n-tear is showing, as the corps in still 2-4, 5.86 (43.0 ip, 28 er)
and 3 BS in the last 14 G... Still, since the first series of ‘09 (18 ip, 26 er), the corps has a combined 3.10 ERA (395.0

ip, 136 er) in 124 G.

FOURTH DOWN:

LHV remains in 4th place in the North... They held sole possession of third place for a franchise-long 15 straight
days from 8/3-8/17... They took their initial residence of 3rd place was for 4 days from 7/18-7/21... and have now
had five stints in sole possession for a total of 22 days (last: 8/17)... Previously, the 'Pigs took their initial sole resi-
dence of 4th place for 10 days (4/16; 6/24-7/2).

G, 15 GS with LHV (103.2 ip, 31 er, 88 k)... RHP Rodrigo Lopez has won 4 straight decisions for LHV, going 4-0,
2.59 (31.1 ip, 9 er) in 5 GS. He tied LHV's record of winning 4 straight GS (LHP Gustavo Chacin, RHP Carlos
Carrasco)... LHP Jake Woods is unscored upon in 22 of last his 29 relief app’s (5-1, 2.10, 2 SV, 51.1ip, 12 er)... LHP
Cedrick Bowers has been unscored upon in his last 9 G (1-0, 2 H, 9.1 ip, 0 R)... LHP Jack Taschner has only
allowed 1 Rin his last 7 G (7.1 ip, SV, H, 1.23)...

.500 ALLERGY:

On 8/9, the "Pigs fell short in their effort to get back to .500 -- as they still have only been at .500 for just two times in
LHV history... and they still have never been above .500 in 272 games... It took 220 games for Lehigh Valley to get
to .500 for the first time in franchise history -- which the 'Pigs did on 6/28/09 at 38-38 after a 6-1 win vs. NOR. But
then they lost two-straight games and 7 of their next 9... The 'Pigs then reeled off seven wins in their next nine con-
tests to get back to .500 for just the second time in team history (7/19/09 at 47-47after a 3-2 win vs. ROC). But then
lost three straight and 6 of 8... LHV is 2-8 in opportunities to get to .500 this season; 2-10 in franchise history...
