* Long Games: Last night was LHV's shortest 9-inning game (2:25) since 7/22 @ CHA -- 2:18 in a 5-3 loss that pit-
ted Kyle Kendrick against Wes Whisler. LHV had played at least 3:00 in the previous 5 G (AVG of 3:26) and in their
last 7 non-DH games.

+ Extra Special?: With Tue’s win, LHV is now 7-8 in extra-innings games -- but is 6-2 in the last 8 after starting 1-6.
* Walk that Way?: The GW Sac-9 by Jeff Bailey in the 9th LN marked the 7th walk-off loss for LHV (last: 8/20 @ SWB).

NORTHERN EXPOSURE:

The ’Pigs final 26 G are against the North Division -- and they have started 6-7. LHV is 34-33 (.507) vs. the North
in'09. This comes after faring just 22-58 (.275) in 2008... Still, the 'Pigs have gone 19-14 (.576) in their last 33 divi-
sion games vs. the North... LHV had/has ND foes in 50 of the final 66 G (including 10 vs. division-leading SWB).

WELCOME BACK STARTERS:

Earlier this month, the 'Pigs added back RHP Rodrigo Lopez and RHP Kyle Kendrick - who both optioned back down
from Philadelphia.

'Pigs went just 2-9 in the game started by replacements -- with starters combining to go 2-8, 5.4 (46.1 ip, 28 er).

GETTIN’ DEFENSIVE:
The 'Pigs have committed just 21 E in the last 46 G -- and have the best total (85 in the I.L. by 8 E ahead of SWB).
LHV leads the IL in fielding percentage (.983) and has turned an IL 2nd-best 139 double plays (SYR has 142)...

BULLPEN: TAXED BUT TICKING!:

In the last 6 G, the 'Pigs relief corps has only allowed 3 R in 21.2 IP -- for a 1.25 ERA .. Including spot-starter Jake
Woods, the 'Pigs bullpen has worked 119.2 IP in the last 33 G, an average of almost 4.0 IP/G (starters have gone
more than 6.0 IP just 3x times in the last 31 G)... Perhaps the wear-n-tear has shown over time, as the corps has
gone 3-5, 5.04 (55.1 ip, 31 er) and 4 BS in the last 17 G...
