TONIGHT’S GAME:
Following their final scheduled off day, the IronPigs (54-56) play Game One of a two-game series at the first-place
Scranton/Wilkes-Barre Yankees (61-47) -- New York’s top affiliate. With a 7-4 win at Rochester on Tuesday night, the
'Pigs took the series against the Red Wings, 3-1, by winning two games in a row. Though just 7-9 in their last 16 con-
tests, Lehigh Valley -- over a longer stretch -- is 31-21 (.596) since 6/11... SWB lost at Pawtucket Tuesday to split a
two-game series at McCoy Stadium -- a loss that snapped a four-game winning streak. Prior to that streak, the Yanks
were 5-9 in the previous 14 games. Since starting 23-5 (May 8), SWB has gone 38-42 -- during which time the 'Pigs
have gained just 1.5 games in the standings... First-Pitch tonight is at 7:05 p.m. at PNC Field in Moosic, Pa.

+ With SWB's loss Tuesday, the 'Pigs are now 8.0 GB in the North; with GWN'’s win, they're still 8.5 GB of Wild Card.

With a Win Tonight, the IronPigs Will:

+ Match their win total of 55 from the '08 season -- 33 games ahead of last year’s pace, when they finished 55-89.
The 'Pigs are 8.0 games better from this point last season (46-64) & are on pace to finish 71-73.

* Be three games over .500 against the North Division for the first time in franchise history.

NORTH STARS?:

The "Pigs just took 3 of 4 at ROC, giving LHV its first North Division road series victory since 5/25-5/28 @ BUF (3-
1) -- and just its second of 2009. In the process, the 'Pigs are now 2 games over .500 against the North for the first
time in franchise history -- as they are now 26-24 (.520) in '09. This comes after faring just 22-58 (.275) in 2008...

TONIGHT’S PITCHERS:
LHP Brian Mazone, 32, is a 6-4, 200-pound left-hander re-acquired by the Phillies in a trade with LAD for cash con-
siderations, 6/30/09, after the Dodgers signed him as a minor league free agent this winter. Mazone, who was in
the PHI system from 2006-08, spent the entire 2008 season with Lehigh Valley -- going 9-12, 4.10 in 28 GS, lead-
ing the team in wins, losses, starts and innings (164.2). The California native was selected an '08 IL midseason All-
Star (his first MiLB All-Star selection) and tossed a 3-up, 3-down 4th inning in the Triple-A All-Star Game (7 pitch-
es, 1 K). Mazone was as a non-roster invitee to Major League Spring Training in 2007 with the Phillies after lead-
ing the IL in ERA (2.03) as a Red Baron in 2006. But after getting off to a fast start with Ottawa (3-2, 2.21 in 6 GS),
he had his contract sold to the Samsung Lions of the Korean League on 5/9/07. He finished in Korea by going 7-11
with a 4.18 ERA in 24 GS. In his IL career, Mazone is currently 26-20, 3.17 ERA in 60 GS (355.1 ip, 125 er). As a
pro, he has gone 82-59 (.582). He got called up to make his ML debut 9/5/06 vs. HOU, but game was postponed.
* In'08, LHV was 15-14 in games in which Mazone appeared; 39-72 in all others. He went 2-7, 5.57 in last 14 GS.
* BM started "09 in Albuquerque, going 0-1, 8.44 in 13 G, 0 GS... but was unscored upon in his last 5 G (6 ip).
* BM vs. SWB in 2008: 0-2, 5.85 ERA in 4 GS (20.0 ip, 24 h, 131, 13 er, bb, 15 k, .296, 5 hr).
* BM, 8/1 @ ROC (W, 7-1): W 6ip, 7h,r,er;bb, 2k Up 2-0in 1st, LO 3B (Pridlie) led to R; stranded 7 in 6 IP; *first win since 7/30/08
* Last outing, BM won for the first time since 7/30/08 @ NOR. Since then, he had gone 0-7 w/ LHV; 0-1 w/ ALB.

RHP Russ Ortiz -- who started the 2009 season with the Houston Astros -- is a 6-1, 215-pound, 35-year-old righty
who signed by New York as a minor league free agent 8/5/09. The native of Encino, Calif., signed a minor league
contract with Houston 1/13/09 and won the job as the 5th starter (3.18 in 7 G in Spring Training); then pitching in relief
on 4/8/09, he gave up a three run home run to Mike Fontenot on his first pitch in an official ML game in almost two
years. Ortiz started this season 2-0, then went 1-6... He was 3-6, 5.57in 23 G, 13 GS (85.21ip, 95 h, 56 r, 53 er, 8 hr,
48 bb, 65 k, .289) on 7/30/09 when he was released... The righty was selected by San Francisco in the 4th round of
1995 out of Oklahoma U. On 4/2/98, Ortiz made his ML debut in relief (2.0 ip, 4 k). In 11 ML seasons (inc. 2009),
Ortiz has gone 113-88 (.562), 4.48 ERAin 305 G, 266 GS with SF (1998-02, 2007), Atlanta (2003-04), Arizona (2005-
06), Baltimore (2006) and HOU (2009). He was a 2003 N.L. All-Star when he led the league in wins (21-7, 3.81).
