TONIGHT’S GAME:

The IronPigs (54-57) play the finale of a two-game series at the first-place Scranton/Wilkes-Barre Yankees (62-47) -

- New York's top affiliate. With a 6-0 loss last night, the 'Pigs snapped their mini two-game winning streak. Though

just 7-10 in their last 17 contests, Lehigh Valley -- over a longer stretch - is 31-22 (.585) since 6/11... SWB has now

won five of its last six affairs after a 5-9 stretch in the previous 14 games. Since starting 23-5 (May 8), SWB has gone

39-42 - during which time the 'Pigs have gained just 0.5 games in the standings... First-Pitch tonight is at 7:05 p.m.
+ With SWB'’s win last night, the 'Pigs are now 9.0 GB in the North; with GWN’s loss, they're still 8.5 GB of Wild Card.

With a Win Tonight, the IronPigs Will:
+ Match their win total of 55 from the '08 season -- 32 games ahead of last year’s pace, when they finished 55-89.
The 'Pigs are 7.0 games better from this point last season (47-64) & are on pace to finish 70-74.

The "Pigs just took 3 of 4 at ROC, giving LHV its first North Division road series victory since 5/25-5/28 @ BUF (3-
1) -- and just its second of 2009... LHV is now 26-25 (.520) in '09. This comes after faring just 22-58 (.275) in 2008...

The 'Pigs began Thursday with a stretch of 8 G vs. teams with the top 2 records in the IL (SWB, LOU) -- teams they're
now 2-11 against -- and have started 0-1... Against the Top 4 teams (add DUR, GWN), LHV is 9-20; 45-37 vs. the rest.

LHP Gustavo Chacin -- making his 13th start as an IronPig - is a 5-11, 207-pound, 28-year-old lefty signed by
Philadelphia as a minor league free agent 4/6/09 (he had been released by Washington at the end of Spring Training).
After undergoing surgery for a slight tear in his labrum on 8/29/07, the native of Maracaibo, VZ, spent 2008 battling
injuries rehabbing for Toronto in Single-A Dunedin (1-7, 7.88 in 11 GS before a season-ending ACL tear). Chacin last
pitched in MLB for Toronto in 2007, and went 25-15, 4.18 in a 4-year stint with the Jays. He made his ML debut
9/20/04 at NYY and became the 7th Jay to win his first start (7 ip, 3 er). In his rookie season of '05, Chacin went 13-
9, 3.72 in 34 GS and led TOR with 121 SO. The 13 wins set a team rookie record for starting pitchers and he was
AL Rookie of the Month twice (April: 2-1, 2.48 in 5 GS; and July: 5-0, 2.97 in 6 GS) and became the fastest Blue Jay
to ever reach the 10-win plateau. Chacin emerged in MiLB in 2004, when he went 16-2, 2.86 in 25 with New
Hampshire and was an Eastern League post-season All-Star. Originally signed by TOR as a non-drafted free agent
7/3/98, he worked hand-and-hand with fragrance experts to concoct Chacin Cologne for a team promotion.

Originally signed by the Los Angeles Dodgers as a 17-year-old amateur free agent 3/8/02, Sanchez spent two years
at the Dodgers' Venezuelan academy before being released 3/12/04 and signed by PIT, 5/7/04. The Venezuela
native spent the majority of 2008 with Indianapolis (5-1, 3.46 and 4 SV in 33 G, 0 GS) with 3 separate stints with
PIT (0-0, 4.05 and 1 SV in 10 G, 0 GS) -- earning his first ML save in first outing with the Pirates on 7/1/08 at CIN.
in 2007, he was promoted to PIT and made ML debut 8/26/07 at HOU (0.2 IP/0 R) and earned his first ML win on
9/14/07 at HOU. In August '04, Sanchez tossed a 9-inning no-hitter (12 K) for the Pirates' Venezuelan League club.

RHP Steven Register has been unscored upon in 10 of his last 12 G (15 ip, 3 er; 1-0, 1.80, 4 SV) and in 14 of his
last 17 G (1-0, 2.18, 20.2 ip, 5 er)... LHP Jake Woods is unscored upon in 21 of last his 26 relief app’s (5-0, 1.91,
42.1ip, 9 er)... In his last 20 G with LHV, RHP Jason Anderson in 0-1, 1.64 and 4 SV (33.0 ip, 6 er)...

PITCHING FITS:

Pigs starters are 2-1, 3.52 (23 ip, 9 er) in the last 4 G... but have gone more than 6.0 IP in just 1 of the last 14 G --
as LHV has essentially had and an amazing 5 bullpen days in the last 17 G... In these 17 G, starters have combined
to go 5-7, 5.05 (87.1 ip, 49 er) and the pitching staff as a whole has managed to go just 7-10, 4.57 (147.2 ip, 75 er).

CLOSER BY COMMITTEE:

RHP Alex Concepcion earned his first Triple-A save Monday. LHV has had seven different RPs earn saves of their
last 12 (Cedrick Bowers, Steven Register, Jason Anderson, Jack Taschner, Gary Majewski, Jake Woods). In all, 10
pitchers have combined for the team’s 30 SVs (add Mike Koplove, Tyler Walker and Sergio Escalona).

BULLPEN: TAXED BUT TICKIN!:

Including spot-starter Jake Woods, the 'Pigs bullpen has now worked 57.1 IP in the last 14 G, an average of near-
ly 4.1 IP/G (starters have gone more than 6.0 IP just once in the last 14 G)... Still, since June 14, the corps is now
6-6, 2.72 (162.1 ip, 49 er) in 48 G -- which included a 21.1 scoreless IP streak (8+ G) from 6/23-7/3... And since
the first series of ‘09 (18 ip, 26 er), the corps has a combined 2.79 ERA (345.0 ip, 107 er) in 107 G.

GETTIN’ DEFENSIVE:

The 'Pigs have committed just 10 E in the last 27 G -- and have the best total (73 in the I.L. by 5 E ahead of SWB).
LHV leads the IL in fielding percentage (.982) and has turned an IL 2nd-best 117 double plays (SYR has 121)...
They turned just 118 DPs in all of 2008.

.500 ALLERGY?:

It took 220 games for Lehigh Valley to get to .500 for the first time in franchise history -- which the 'Pigs did on
6/28/09 at 38-38 after a 6-1 win vs. NOR. But then they lost two-straight games and seven of their next nine... The
'Pigs then reeled off seven wins in their next nine contests to get back to .500 for just the second time in team his-
tory (7/19/09 at 47-47after a 3-2 win vs. ROC) -- and have now since lost 10 of their last 17 affairs...

BACON BITS, PT 2:
* Back on the Offensive: In the last 9 G, the 'Pigs are batting .278 (90-324), averaging 5.0 R/G (45 R)... In the pre-
vious 8 G, LHV batted .255 (71-278) -- just .169 (13-77) w/ RISP -- and averaged just 2.9 R/G (23 R).
