
TONIGHT’S GAME:
The IronPigs (66-71) play the opener of a two-game series with the second-place Syracuse Chiefs (73-64) --
Washington’s top affiliate. With a 3-2 win last night over Pawtucket, the ’Pigs swept the Sox in an abbreviated two-
game series to snap a three-game skid -- and have started 2-0 in this season-ending nine-game, eight-game home-
stand. Still just 10-14 in its last 24 contests, LHV remains 43-36 (.544) since 6/11... Syracuse was just swept in a very
important two-game home series against Scranton -- which followed their three-game sweep of Lehigh Valley. The
Chiefs have gone just 6-8 in their last 14 contests. Last .500 in June 16 (32-32), the Chiefs are 41-32 (.562) in their
last 73 games... First-Pitch is at 7:05 p.m. for FeRROUS & FeFe Logo Baseball Night, presented by A-1 Towing.

• Nipping Nemeses: LHV has won 8 of its last 9 G vs. PAW and SWB -- teams LHV finished 3-29 against in ’08.
The ’Pigs finished 16-16 (.500) against the Yanks and Sox this season, a 13-game swing.

• North Stars?: Even after being swept in SYR, the ’Pigs are now 22-17 (.564) in their last 39 games vs. the North.
However, the Chiefs have won seven of the last eight against the ’Pigs -- including four in a row.
DIFFERENCE A YEAR MAKES:
on August 8, LHV improved to 56-57 -- passing its win total from the inaugural season (55-89) with 31 games still
to play... At current, the ’Pigs are  66-71 and guaranteed to finish at least 11.0 G better than in ’08. At this point last
season, they has 13 fewer wins at 53-84 -- and were 32.0 GB (a difference of 20.5 games from where they are now).
TONIGHT’S PITCHERS:
LHP Brian Mazone -- making his second start since going on the DL on 8/13 (turf toe) -- is a 6-4, 200-pound, 33-year-
old lefty re-acquired by the Phillies in a trade with the Dodgers for cash considerations, 6/30/09 (LA signed him as a
minor league free agent this winter). Mazone, who was in the  PHI system from 2006-08, spent the entire 2008 sea-
son with Lehigh Valley -- going 9-12, 4.10 in 28 GS, leading the team in wins, losses, starts and innings (164.2). The
California native was selected an ’08 IL midseason All-Star (his first MiLB All-Star selection) and tossed a 3-up, 3-down
4th inning in the Triple-AAll-Star Game (7 pitches, 1 K). Mazone was as a non-roster invitee to ML Spring Training in
2007 with the Phillies after leading the IL in ERA (2.03) as a Red Baron in 2006. But after getting off to a fast start with
Ottawa (3-2, 2.21 in 6 GS), he had his contract sold to the Samsung Lions (Korean League) on 5/9/07. He finished in
Korea by going 7-11, 4.18 in 24 GS. In his IL career, Mazone is currently 26-21, 3.11 ERA in 62 GS (367.0 ip, 127 er).
As a pro, he has gone 82-60 (.577). He got called up to make his ML debut 9/5/06 vs. HOU, but game was postponed. 

• In ’08, LHV was 15-14 in games in which Mazone appeared; 39-72 in all others. He went 2-7, 5.57 in last 14 GS.
• BM started ’09 in Albuquerque, going 0-1, 8.44 in 13 G, 0 GS... but was unscored upon in his last 5 G (6 ip).
• Since 7/8/08, BM has gone just 1-12, 5.63 ERA in 32 G, 19 GS (110.1 ip, 69 er) between LHV and ALB.
•  8/1 @ ROC (6 ip, er), BM won for the first time since 7/30/08 @ NOR. He had gone 0-7 w/ LHV; 0-1 w/ ALB since. 
• BM vs. SYR in 2009: 0-2, 3.86 ERA in 2 GS (4.2 ip, 7 h, 4 r, 2 er, 1 bb, 3 k, .368, 0 HR) 

RHP Shairon Martis -- a member of Washington’s 40-Man Roster -- is a 6-1, 226-pound, 22-year-old righty acquired
by the Nationals from San Francisco in exchange for LHP Mike Stanton, 7/28/06. A member of the Nationals 40-Man
Roster, Martis was originally signed by SF as a non-drafted FA on 2/10/04 out of Curacao and became the 15th native
of the Netherlands Antilles to make it to MLB. Martis started 2008 in Double-A Harrisburg (4-4, 3.98 in 14 GS), was pro-
moted to Columbus (1-2, 3.02 in 7 GS) and then made it up to Washington (1-3, 5.66 in 5 G, 4 GS). He made his ML
debut 9/4/08 at ATL (L, 5 ip, 4 h, 2 er, 5 bb, 2 k), becoming the 2nd youngest pitcher (21 years, 5 months, 6 days) to
debut in 2008 behind LAD’s Clayton Kershaw (20, 2, 6). He earned his first ML victory 9/23/08 vs. FLA (W, 5.1 ip, 5 h,
3 er, 2 bb, 5 k) -- the youngest in franchise history to earn a win since Ugueth Urbina (5/14/95).

• SM started the season in WAS, going 5-3, 5.25 in 15 GS (85.2 ip, 83 h, 52 r, 50 er, 39 bb, 34 k, .255, 11 hr).
• SM started his ML season 5-0, 4.10 in his first 7 GS (thru 5/13)... After, went 0-3, 6.20 (45 ip, 31 er) in 8 GS.
• SM is winless in his last 6 GS, going 0-3, 5.94 in 6 GS (36.1 ip, 6 hr, .301). He started 3-1, 4.68 with SYR.

SYR leads the season series, 9-5 (6-2 at ABS), with SYR taking 6 of the last 7 G. SYR -- then a Toronto affiliate --
won the ’08 series, 10-6 (2-6 at ABS); but the ’Pigs had a split against the Nationals affiliate last season (COL).

• RED-HOT Relief: The ’Pigs bullpen is one hit away from being perfect in its last 3 G (6.0 ip, 18 of 19 retired)... in
the last 12 G, the corps has allowed just 4 R in 31.1 IP for a 1.15 ERA (2-1, 3 SV) -- and until 2 inherited runners
scored against Jake Woods last night, had stranded 13 of 13 inherited runners in the first 11 G of the span.
• AHello to Arms?: In the last 12 G, the LHV staff is a combined 7-5, 2.75 (104.2 ip, 32 er) and .225 OBA (84-374)...
This follows a 13-G stretch during which opp’s batters hit .356 (155-435) with 6.1 R/G (79).
TRANSACTIONS:
Yesterday, LHP Jack Taschner had his contract purchased by PHI and 3B Terry Tiffee and LHP Cedrick Bowers
were placed on the Temporary Inactive list (Team USA). C Tim Gradoville -- who started the season as PHI’s
bullpen catcher-- was promoted from REA (appeared in 2 G as a defensive replacement) and INF Jorge Velandia
was activated off the D.L. In addition, RHP Brett Myers joined LHV on a MLB Rehab stint. Out since May 27 (hip
surgery on 6/4), he’s rehabbed in Clearwater (8/7 @ DUN: 1 ip, 2 h, 2 k), Lakewood (8/24 vs. LC: 1 ip, bb, k) and
Reading (0-1, 2.25 in 2 G, 1 GS, 4 ip, 2 h, r, er, bb, 7 k. With PHI, he was 4-3, 4.66 in 10 GS (QS in 3 of last 4). 
MORE ON MYERS, REHABS:
RHP Brett Myers, recovering from June 4 hip surgery, was originally placed on the disabled list on May 30 (retroac-
tive to May 28) with a torn labrum in his right hip.

• REHAB STATS COMBINED: 0-1, SV, 1.29 ERA (7 ip, 4 h, 1 r, 1 er, 2 bb, 12 k)
In 232 career games, he has gone 73-63 with a 4.39 ERA (1176.2 IP, 1185 H, 606 R, 574 ER, 410 BB, 982 K).

Myers was selected by the Phillies in the first round (12th overall) of the 1999 draft and moved rapidly through the
system, reaching the Major Leagues in 2002.

Relegated to Triple-A at the 2008 season’s midway point with just a 3-9 record and a 5.84 ERA, Myers regain
his form with the IronPigs – and, after returning to Philadelphia, went 7-4, 3.06 for the remainder of the regular sea-
son.  During the Phillies memorable post-season run,  Myers made headlines in a gutsy nine-pitch at-bat that result-
ed in a two-out walk against Milwaukee’s ace C.C. Sabathia and set the stage for Shane Victorino’s NLDS heroics.
On the mound in last year’s post-season, he made three starts and posted an impressive 2-1 mark with a 3.79 ERA.  

Myers also proved invaluable in Philadelphia’s late-season push in 2007, notching 21 saves while pitching out
of the bullpen for the first time in his career – helping to guide the Phillies to the post-season for the first time since
1993. Good Shepherd Rehabilitation Network is the exclusive sponsor of all Major League rehabilitation appear-
ances at Coca-Cola Park. Other notable rehabs at Coca-Cola Park: OF Shane Victorino (4/26-4/27/08), RHP Rudy
Seanez (8/11/08), C Carlos Ruiz (4/25-5/1), LHP J.C. Romero (5/18-5/31), OF Raul Ibanez (7/7-7/9), RHP Pedro
Martinez (7/31) and RHP Chad Durbin (8/9); Boston’s RHP Daisuke Matsuzaka (6/16/08) & SS Julio Lugo (4/24-
4/26/09); Detroit’s LHP Dontrelle Willis (5/1/09); Cincinnati’s RHP Micah Owings (8/10/09).
2009 ROAD SCHEDULE FINISHED:
The ’Pigs finished 33-39 (.458) on the road after finishing 24-48 (.333) on the road last season. Three of their ’09 “road” games
were actually played at Coca-Cola Park (1-2 vs. SWB)... Since July 4 (19-17), LHV went just 14-22 as visitors and dropped
its last 3 G... They finished losing their final 5 G on the road in 2008 -- and went just 2-14 in their final 16 G away from CCP.
TIFFEE, BOWERS TO PLAY IN WORLD BASEBALL CUP:
3B Terry Tiffee (.268-5-34 in 68 G) and LHP Cedrick Bowers (4-3, 1.93, 5 SV, 12 H in 48 G) both left LHV on 9/1
after being selected by USA Baseball to play in the upcoming World Baseball Cup on 8/27.
