
TONIGHT’S GAME:
The IronPigs (69-72) play Game Three of a five-game series against the fifth-place Buffalo Bisons (55-85) -- the
New York Mets’ top affiliate. With a doubleheader sweep last night (4-1, 7-2), the ’Pigs have won three straight
games -- snapping a three-game skid to Buffalo -- and are now 5-1 on this season-ending nine-game, eight-game
homestand. Still just 13-15 in its last 28 contests, LHV remains 46-37 (.554) since 6/11... Buffalo is now just 7-14 in
their last 21 affairs. Once 26-50 on July 3, the Bisons are a more respectable 29-35 (.453) since.

• First-Pitch is 7:05 p.m. There will be a performance by Bucket Boys, presented by Plantique; as well as a
post-game Fireworks Show presented by Haldeman Ford/Lincoln/Mercury.

• Double-Trouble!: The ’Pigs improved to 6-8 in DH games with their sweep last night (their only other sweep came
7/18 vs. ROC. They’ve been swept in 3 DH [5/14 @ COL; 7/3 vs. SYR (day-night); 8/29 @ SYR] and split the other two.
HOME BOYS!:
LHV has won six of its last seven games at Coca-Cola Park... and is now guaranteed to finish at least .500 in home
games in ’09... The ’Pigs are now 3-G above .522 (36-33) at CCP -- needing to go 1-2 to in the final 3 G to finish
above .500 at CCP.
The IronPigs need a Win Tonight to:
• Still have a chance to finish the season at .500... they need to go 3-0 in their remaining 3 G in order to do so...
• Win 4 in a row -- their 2nd longest win streak in history -- for the 6th time... The franchise-record is 7 (6/14-20/09).
REHAB UPDATE:
RHP Clay Condrey is no longer expected to rehab with LHV tonight after experiencing a set-back. The 33-year-old
has been on Philadelphia’s D.L. since July 23 with a left oblique strain – his second stint on the D.L. (6/19-7/17) this
year. RHP Brett Myers has finished his MLB Rehab on Friday.
TONIGHT’S PITCHERS:
RHPDrew Carpenter -- a member of the Phillies’ 40-Man Roster and LHV’s first 11-game winner -- is a 6-3, 225-pound,
24-year-old righty drafted by Philadelphia in the 2nd round of 2006 out of Long Beach State. The Vacaville, CA, native
spent a bulk of 2008 in Double-A Reading, going just 6-8 with a 5.67 ERA in 16 GS -- but was on the move in the sec-
ond half, with a stint in Advanced-A Clearwater (3-3, 2.92 in 8 GS from 6/16-7/31), a ML debut with Philly (scoreless IP
of relief 8/27 vs. NYM) and a start with LHV on 8/31 @ PAW (L, 7 ip 6 h, 2 er). Carpenter had a stellar 2007 season in
Clearwater -- where he led the Florida State League in wins (17) and shutouts (2) while being selected to play in the
2007 FSL All-Star Game. He finished the season 17-6, 3.20 with 1 SV in 27 G, 24 GS, and tied for the league lead in
CG (3). Among the highlights in his three-year MILB career was a 7-inning perfect game 8/27/07 vs. Fort Myers (7 ip, 7
k). He also won both his postseason starts (2-0, 2.92) as the Threshers won the 2007 FSL Championship.

RHP Tobi Stoner, 24, is a 6-2, 215-pound righty selected by the New York Mets in the 16th round of 2006 out of
Davis and Elkins (WV) College. Born in Landstuhl, Germany, Stoner started 200 with Advanced-A St. Lucie (1-5,
2.60 in 9 GS) before his promotion to Double-A Binghamton on 6/ 9 -- where he finished 4-6, 4.33 in 15 GS.
Following the season, Stoner went 2-0, 3.66 in 11 G, 0 GS with the Peoria Saguaros in the Arizona Fall League.

LHV leads the season series, 8-5 -- but the Bisons won 3 straight to take last series, 3-1, 8/14-17 @ BUF. The team
split in ’08, 8-8, with BUF winning 5 of the last 7 G vs. LHV -- of course, that was when BUF was a Cleveland affiliate.

• Close Calls?: Nine of the first 13 G between Bisons & ’Pigs have been decided by 1-3 R (1, 1, 1, 2, 2, 3, 3, 3).
BACON BITS, PT. 1:
• Mr. Septembers: The ’Pigs are the only 4-win team in the International League through the first 4 days of September.
• He’s Going the Distance: LHV had back-to-back CGs last night for the first time in ’09 -- after just a total of 3 in prev. 139 G. 
• Home Cookin’: In the last 6 G, the LHV pitching staff has allowed just 9 R and is a combined 5-1, 1.62 (50 ip, 9 er).
• North Stars?: The ’Pigs are now 25-18 (.581) in their last 43 games vs. the North Division.
• The ’Pigs need to go 3-0 in their remaining 3 G to finish at .500; LHV’s never been above .500 its history.
• RED-HOT Relief: The ’Pigs bullpen is 3 hits away from being perfect in its last 5 G (11.1 ip, 0 r, 34 of 38 retired)...

WELCOME BACK STARTERS:
Earlier this month, the ’Pigs added back RHPRodrigo Lopez and RHPKyle Kendrick -- who both optioned back down
from Philadelphia. They’re since 6-3 in games with them on the mound. When these two key cogs left the rotation, the
'Pigs went just 2-9 in the game started by replacements -- with starters combining to go 2-8, 5.44 (46.1 ip, 28 er).
FOURTH DOWN:
LHV remains in 4th place in the North...but now trail ROC by just 0.5 G... They held sole possession of third place
for a franchise-long 15 straight days from 8/3-8/17... They took their initial residence of 3rd place was for 4 days
from 7/18-7/21... and have now had five stints in sole possession for a total of 22 days (last: 8/17)... Previously, the
'Pigs took their initial sole residence of 4th place for 10 days (4/16; 6/24-7/2).
TAYLOR WINS OWENS AWARD:
IronPigs OF Michael Taylor and Reading RHP Kyle Drabek were named winners of the 2009 Paul Owens Award
for the best pitcher and player, respectively, in the Phillies minor league system. The two players will receive their
awards during a pre-game presentation on 9/15, when the Phillies host the Washington Nationals at Citizens Bank
Park. Taylor – on the D.L. (strained oblique) since winning the International League Batter-of-the-Week from 8/10-
8/16 -- combined to bat .320-20-84 with 28 doubles, five triples and 21 stolen bases in 116 games between Double-
A Reading and Lehigh Valley. Named the Eastern League’s Rookie of the Year, the 23-year-old hit for the cycle on
August 12 against Louisville, going 5-for-5 with two doubles, a triple, a home run and four RBI. Taylor finished .282-
5-19 (.359 OBP, .491 SLG) in 30 G with the IronPigs.
2009 ROAD SCHEDULE FINISHED:
The ’Pigs finished 33-39 (.458) on the road after finishing 24-48 (.333) on the road last season. Three of their ’09 “road” games
were actually played at Coca-Cola Park (1-2 vs. SWB)... Since July 4 (19-17), LHV went just 14-22 as visitors and dropped
its last 3 G... They finished losing their final 5 G on the road in 2008 -- and went just 2-14 in their final 16 G away from CCP.
