GETTIN’ DEFENSIVE:

LHV leads the IL in fielding percentage (.983) and has turned an IL 2nd-best 139 double plays (SYR has 141)...

TAXED BULLPEN:

Including spot-starter Jake Woods, the 'Pigs bullpen has worked 117.0 IP in the last 32 G, an average of approxi-
mately 4.0 IP/G (starters have gone more than 6.0 IP just 3x times in the last 30 G)... Perhaps the wear-n-tear is
showing, as the corps in still 3-5, 5.30 (52.2 ip, 31 er) and 4 BS in the last 16 G... Still, since the first series of '09
(18 ip, 26 er), the corps has a combined 3.09 ERA (404.2 ip, 139 er) in 126 G.
