
TODAY’S GAMES:
After a rain out last night, the IronPigs (14-17) will play Games Two & Three of a four-game series with a doublehead-
er against the Columbus Clippers (14-19) -- now the Cleveland Indians’ affiliate -- at all new Huntington Park. With an
8-4 loss Tuesday, the ’Pigs have dropped two straight and are now 2-3 on this eight-game West Division road trip...
Columbus just split a four-game series with Pawtucket -- but the Clippers have lost seven of their last 10 games (includ-
ed a six-game losing streak 5/3-5/8). First-Pitch of Game One is scheduled for 11:35 a.m.

• Double Vision?: LHV had two doubleheaders set earlier -- but had rainouts in Game Two both times (5/5, 5/6
vs. BUF).

TODAY’S GAME 1 PROBABLES (GAME 2 ON PAGE 2):
RHP Rodrigo Lopez, 33, is a 6-1, 187 pound righty signed by Philadelphia as a minor league free agent on 3/5/09.
A native of Mexico, Lopez missed most of the 2008 campaign recovering from “Tommy John” surgery 8/22/07.   He
was signed by Atlanta exactly one year later (8/22/08), and made two starts in the GCL (3 ip, 0 er) and in Single-A
Rome (0-1, 2 ip, 9 er). Lopez was the runner-up for the 2002 A.L. Rookie of the Year (Eric Hinske) and twice won
15 games for Baltimore before being traded to Colorado for Jason Burch and Jim Miller, 1/12/07.  Additional acco-
lades for Lopez include representing Mexico in the 2006 World Baseball Classic (0-2, 3.86).  Originally signed as a
minor league free agent by San Diego on 3/21/95, Lopez has logged more than six years of Major League service
and has a career mark of 65-65 with a 4.80 ERA (187 g, 161 gs, 1016.2 ip, 1113 h, 577 r, 542 er, 315 bb, 674 k).

• Lopez’s win on 4/28 @ SWB was his first since 7/7/07, when the Rockies defeated the Phil, 6-3, at CBP.

RHP Tomo Ohka, 33, is a 6-1, 200-pound right-hander out of Kyoto, Japan, signed by Cleveland as a minor league free
agent 12/5/08. The former Major Leaguer spent his entire 2000 season in the IL with Charlotte, going 5-11, 4.18 in 28
G, 20 GS as a White Sox farm hand. Originally signed by the Red Sox in 1999 after spending 5 seasons with the
Yokohama Bay Stars of the Japanese Central League, Ohka made it to the ML in 1999 and went 3-6, 3.12 in 13 G,
12 GS. He has pitched parts of the previous nine seasons in the Majors (Boston, Montreal, Washington, Milwaukee,
Toronto) and has a combined record of 50-36, 4.14 ERA in 184 G, 172 GS. He last began 2007 with Toronto (2-5,
5.79 in 10 GS) and was designated for assignment by the Blue Jays 6/707. He then signed a minor league con-
tracts with St. Louis (6/19/07) and Seattle (8/5/07). He pitched a perfect game for Pawtucket on 6/1/00 vs. Charlotte.

RHP Jason
Anderson has allowed just 1 R in his last 6 G (8.0 IP). Combined with Reading stats, he had a personal 12.1 score-
less IP streak... RHPMike Koplove hasn’t allowed an ER in last 11 G (1-1, 2 SV, 2 H, 14.1 ip, 10 h, 5 r, 8 bb, 17 k)...
PLOP, PLOP... FIZZ, FIZZ... OH WHAT RELIEF IT (STILL) IS!:
In the last 27 G, the ’Pigs pen is 5-4, 2.06 with 4 SV (100.2 ip, 23 er)... The corps had an amazing run over a span
of 12 G (4/18-5/1) in which it allowed just 2 ER in 43.2 IP (0.41), retiring 143 of 180 BF, 79.4%... At one point, the
corps had a combined 16.1 scoreless IP streak... They started ’09 at 0-3, 13.00 in the first 4 G (18 ip, 28 h, 26 er,

CAN’T GET TO .500!:
The ’Pigs have never been at .500 in franchise history... They lost 9-2 in a chance to get to 15-15 Monday, and are now
0-6 with a chance to get to .500+... The Phils’ Triple-A affiliate hasn’t been .500 since Ottawa was 22-22 on 5/25/07.
TODAY’S GAME 2 PROBABLES:
RHP Drew Carpenter, 23, is a 6-3, 225-pound right-hander drafted by Philadelphia in the 2nd round of 2006 out of
Long Beach State -- and a member of the Phillies’ 40-Man Roster. The Vacaville, CA, native spent a bulk of 2008 in
Double-A Reading, going just 6-8 with a 5.67 ERA in 16 GS -- but was on the move in the second half, with a stint in
Advanced-A Clearwater (3-3, 2.92 in 8 GS from 6/16-7/31), a Major League debut with Philadelphia (scoreless IP of
relief 8/27 vs. NYM) and a start with Lehigh Valley on 8/31 @ PAW (L, 7 ip 6 h, 2 er). Carpenter had a stellar 2007 sea-
son in Clearwater -- where he led the Florida State League in wins (17) and shutouts (2) while being selected to play
in the 2007 FSL All-Star Game. He finished the season 17-6, 3.20 with 1 SV in 27 G, 24 GS, and tied for the league
lead in CG (3). Among the highlights in his three-year MILB career was a 7-inning perfect game 8/27/07 vs. Fort Myers
(7 ip, 7 k). He also won both his postseason starts (2-0, 2.92) as the Threshers won the 2007 FSL Championship.

• Carpenter enters the season ranked as the No. 22 Prospect in the organization by Baseball America. 
• DC pitched very well in Triple-A Spring training (2-0, 1.04 in 2 GS) after starting in ML S.T. (0-1, 8.53 in 3 G).

RHP Kirk Saarloos, 29, is a 6-0, 180-pound right-hander signed by Cleveland as a minor league free agent 1/14/09.
Saarloos started 2008 in Triple-A Sacramento (9-4, 4.22 in 22 GS) and spent time in the ML with Oakland (1-0, 5.47
in 8 G, 1 GS). Originally a 3rd rounder by Houston in 2001, the Long Beach, Calif., native reached the ML by 2002
and made 17 starts with Houston (6-7, 6.02). In 2003, he went 2-1, 4.93 in 36 G, 4 GS -- and contributed to the
Astros' six-pitcher no-hitter of the Yankees on 6/11/03 (recording the last out of the 3rd and all of the 4th). He later
appeared with Oakland (2004-06, 2008) and Cincinnati (2007). In in ML career, Saarloos has gone 29-30, 5.02 in
165 GS, 73 G... Saarloos has a variety of pitches, including a 4-seam fastball, a curveball, a slider, and a change-
up. However, his best pitch by far is his mid-to-high 80's sinker. In fact, his 2.99 strikeouts/9 innings in 2005 ranked
third to last in Major League Baseball, and was the lowest mark in Oakland Athletics history for a starting pitcher.

KING LEHR!:
After not having an I.L. Pitcher of the Week in 2008, RHP Justin Lehr has become the league’s first repeat winner
in 2009 named Pitcher of Week for May 4-10 (2-0, 1.35, SHO, 13.1 ip, 12 h, 2 er). The IL’s first five-game winner
this season, Lehr earning two victories during the week: tossing a 7.0-inning shutout Tuesday against Buffalo in G1
of a doubleheader, limiting the Bisons to just three hits and two walks while striking out four. It was just the second
shutout in the IL so far this season (Homer Bailey, Louisville; May 2 @ BUF). Lehr’s fifth win came Sunday at Toledo.
He pitched 6.1 solid innings as the IronPigs went on to win 5-3. It was the fourth “quality start” in six outings for Lehr,
who owns more than 1/3 of LHV’s 14 victories. In his IL career, Lehr is now 11-3, 2.36 (99.0 ip, 26 er) in 22 G, 14 GS.
COUNTDOWN TO 1,500:
’Pigs skipper Dave Huppert is up to 1,494 career MiLB wins -- 3rd most amongst all active managers behind (1) Round
Rock’s Marc Bombard [entered season with 1,709] and (2) Orem’s Tom Kotchman [entered with 1,542]. Unofficially,
the record for Minor League wins is held by Stan Wasiak 2,530 from 1950-1986; 1,824 needed to crack Top 20.  
WHAT A DIFFERENCE A YEAR MAKES!:
• LHV is still just 14-17, but the IronPigs were 4-27 at this point in 2008. It took the ’Pigs 29 games to get win No.
14 in 2009. Last year, it took 48 games to get win No. 14 – May 22 vs. Charlotte, when they ‘improved’ to 14-34.
• The ’Pigs have scored 138 runs in their first 31 G of 2009. It took them until Game 46 (5/19) to get to 138 R in ’08.
BACON BITS, PT 1:
• Not Streaky: Since being swept in the Opening Series vs. SWB, LHV has neither won, nor lost more than 2 straight.
• Road Warriors?: The ’Pigs are 6-7 on the road this season. Last season, the ’Pigs lost 14 of their last 16 road games.
• With 20 DPs in the last 14 G, LHV has now turned an IL-best 38 double plays. The next closest teams have 31.
